Right bcrc wc dcslro to makc a point,
and Intcrposc an Inqulry. Hanglng for
murder may or may not be playcd out,
undcr tbis new Btatute of New York.
Capital punisbmcnt may be rigbt or wrong.
Wlietber it Is tbc onc or tbc olber, wc do
not Intcnd bere and now to consldcr. It
Is the grcat uncertalnty of the duration
and extcnt of punisbmcnt tbat docs and
must exist, witb the absolute or practtcal
abolltion of capital punisbmcnt, lcavlng
tbc laws, otbcrwisc, ns thcy now arc, to
wlilcb we dcslre tocall attcntlon. In tbis
vcry Walwortb casc, Judgc Davis intimnt-c- d

to tbis boy murdercr aa romancc wlll
call blm tbat bc ought to bavo bcen hung.
His worda wcre "I bavc fearful doubta if

tbe langnage of tbo lcarncd and Impartlal
judge, who bcld the scales of justlco cqual-l- y

poised durlng tbc trial, not any worda
of nurs. Tbinking tbls, believing tlds,

thcse worda to one wboso "borriblo
decd" bc "sbuddered to tblnk of," and
whom, lf tho jury bad rendered bucIi a
vcrdict as be tbought nnd bcllcvcd thcy
hbould bavo donc, hc would have Bcntcnccd
to mcct his dcith at an carly day, wlthout
hoiw of hunun mcrcy, be yct, wbcn pro.
uouuclug tbo mitlgatcd pcnalty of thc law
for a lesser grado of crime, holds outhopes
of cxccutlvo clcmcucy. If Judgo Davls
was cora'ct in bls "fearful doubta" and

spcclficd ways, bls Hfc, or bis llberty, may
be lorleited tncreby ; hut tho forfclt Is not
exactcd so mucb as a punisbmcnt, as for a
warning and example to bls fellows, and
for tbe poace, sccurlty and well bclng of

soclcty. Tbo forcd and potcncy of tbo

warning conslsts ln lts ccrtalnty. It ls tbo

certainty of punishment tlmt deters mcn

from tbe commlsslon of crunea, anu, mere- -

by, assures tbe safety of society. Evcry
stcp taken and every movcment mauo tcnu-ln- g

to rendcr full punishment uncertaln
so far from tbc safety of society.

Ilcrein was, always, tbe powcrful argu.
ment agalnst capital punisbmcnt. It was

sald tbat jurors would not convlct, and, lf
thcy would, Governors would commuie,
wbcrc tbc punisbmcnt was dcatb, and tbat,
tbereforc, tbore was no ccrtalnty of pun

fonucr bomo no longcr n havcn of rest
and wclcomc, be euecceded In Bccurlng Its
posscsslon and rctundng to his laliors,
Tbls act was dono unchallengcd by tbc
state, and eonsequenlly wltli lts sanction
as otlicrs, cnumcratcd In tbo rcport ot tho
coinmitteo bavo liccn.

If tbls
rcport Bcrvca to ojicn tbo cycs of our pcoplo
na wo tblnk it wlll, thcy will not Btop to
consldcr a momcnt wben tbo proper tlmo
comcs to makc tlio laws for tbls Instltution
but wlll not only draw tbo lluc, but also
sco tbat lt ls not ovcrstcppcd or trcatod
witb contcmpt. Buch n state of tblngs
necds no coneldcratlon wbcn onco tho
mattcr la solrcd, but nction ouly la rc
qulrcd.
