The Foray upon Kansas.
At last we have the offieial treaty of

peace, as follows, from which it will be
seen that the Free State men have had
everything their own way :

The Kansas Negotiation and Ad-

justment The following are the arti-
cles of negotiation and adjustment enter-
ed into by Gov. Shannon and the people
of Lawrence :

liiereas, There is a misunderstanding
between the people of Kansas, or a por
tion of them, and the Governor thereof,
arising out df She- - rescue near Hickory
Point of a citizen under arrest, and some
other matters i and Whereas-- A stron j
apprehension exists that said misunder-
standing may lead to civil strife and
bloodshed ; and Whereas, It is desired by
both Governor Shannon and the people
of Lawrence and vicinity, to avert a ca-

lamity so- disastrous to the interests of

the Territory and the Union, and to
place all parties in a correct position be-

fore the world ;

- Now Therefore, it is agreed by the
said Governor Shannon, and the under
signed people of Lawrence, now assem
bled, that the matters in dispute be set
tied as follows, to wit. :

We, the said citizens of said Territory,
protest that the said rescue was made
without bur knowledge or consent ; but
if any of our citizens were engaged, we
pledge ourselves to aid in the execution
of any legal process against them ; that
we have no knowledge of the previous,
present, or prospective existence of any
organization in the Territory for the're
sistance of the laws, and that we have
not designed and do not design to resist
the legal service of any criminal process
therein, "but pledge ourselves to aid in

the execution of the laws,' when called
on by proper authority, jn the town or

icihity of Lawrence, and that we will
use all our influence in preserving order
therein ; and we declare that we are now,
as we ever have been, ready at any time
to aid the Governor in securing a posse
for the execution of such process. Pro
vided, that any person thus ' arrested in

Lawrence or vicinity, while a foreign
force shall remain in the Territory, shall
be duly examined before a United States
District Judge, Of said Territory, in said
town, and admitted to bail ; and provided.
further, that Gov. Shannon agrees to use
his influence to secure to the citizens of
Kansas Territory remuneration for any
damages sustained, or unlawful depreda
tion, if any such have been committed by
the Sheriff's posse in Douglas County,
And further, that Governor Shannon
states that he has not called upon jerson8
residents of any other States, to aid in
the execution of the laws, and such as are
here in this Teiritory are here of their
own choice; and that he has not any au
thority or legal power to do so, nor will
he exercise any such power, and that h
will not call on any citizen of another
State, who' may be here. That we wish
it understood that we do not herein ex
press any opinion as to the validity of
the enactments of the Territorial Legis

sible future benefit ; and the measure of

repeal was the final consummation and

complete recognition of the principle,

that no portion of the United States shall

undertake through assumption of the

powers of the general government, to

dictate the social institutions of any other

portion.
The scope and effect of the language
repeal were not left in doubt. It was

declared, in terms, to-b- "the true intent
and meauing of this act not to legislate

slavery into any Territory or State, nor
exclude it therefrom, but to leave the

people thereof perfectly free to form and

regulate their domestic institutions in

their own w ay, subject only to- the con-

stitution of the United Staies..
The measure could not be withstood

upon its merits alone. It was attacked

with violence On the false and delusive

pretext that it constituted a breach of

faith. Never was objection more utter-

ly destitute of substantial justification.

When, before, was it imagined by sensi

men, that a regulative or declarative j

statute, whether enacted ten or forty
'years ago, i? irrepealable that an act of

again attempted its repeal by the enact-

ment of incompatible provisions ; and
wlto, by the inevitable reactionary effect

their own violence on the subject,
awakened the country to a perception of
the true constitutional principle, of leav-

ing the mattes involved to the discretion
the people of the respective existing
incipient states.
It is not pretended that this principle,
any outer, precludes the possibility of

evils in practice, disturbed as political ac-

tion is to be by human passions.
No form of government is exempt from
inecsiveriieru es ; but ia this case they are
the result o the- abuse, and not of the le-

gitimate e.coi-cise-
, of the powers reserv-

ed or conferred in the organization of a
territory. They are not to be charged

the great principle of popular sove-

reignty ; on the contrary, they disappear
before the intelligence and patriotism of
the people, exerting through the ballot box
their peaceful and silent but irresistible
power.

If the friends of the constitution are
have another struggleits enemies could

not present a more acceptable issue, than
that of a State, whose constitution clear-
ly embraces a republican "form of gov-

ernment," being excluded from the Union
because its domestic institutions- may not

all respects comport with, the ideas of
what is wise and expedient entertained in
some other State. Fresh from ground-
less imputations of breach of faith against
others, men will commence the agitation

this new question with iudubitable vi-

olation of an express compact between
the independent sovereign powers of the
United States and of the republic of TexT
as, as well as of the cider and equally
solemn compacts, vi hloh assure the equal-

ity of all tiie-State-

But, deplorable as would be such a vi-

ola! i.m of compact in itself, and in all its
direct s, that is the very least
of the evils involved. When sectional
agitators shall have succeeded uv forcing
oa this issue, can their pretensions fail to

, ,1K.t by ewmter pretensions? Will not
States be compelled...respectively

to meet extremes with extremes ? And if
either extreme carry its point, what is

that so far forth but dissolution of the
Union. If a new State, foimed from the
territory oi' the United States, be abso-

lutely excluded from admission therein,
that fact ot itself constitutes the dial-u-

tion of the union between it and theoth- -
er States. But the process of dissolu
tion could not stop there. Would not a
sectional decision, producing such result
by a majority of votes, either northern
or southern, of necessity drive out the
oppressed and aggrieved minority, and
place in presence of each other two irrec-

oncilably hestile confederations. - -

It is necessary to speak thus plainly of
projects, the offspring of that sectional
agitation now prevailing in some of the
State?, which are as impracticable as they
are unconstitutional, and which, if per
severed in, must ami will end calamit
ously. It is either disunion and civil war,
er H Is mere angry, idle, aimless disturb
ance of public peace and tranquility- -
Disunion for what? If the passionate
rage of fanaticism and partizan spirit did
not force the fact upon our attention, it
would be dhlicult to believe that any con
siderablo jortion of the people of this
enlightened country could have so sur
rendered themselves to a fanatical devo
tion to the supposed interests of the rela
tively few Africans in the United Stales.

The thing attempted
was, in form alone, action of the general
government, while in reality, it was the
endeavor, by abuse of legislative power,
to force the ideas of internal policy en-

tertained in particular States upon allied to
independent States. Once more the Con-

stitution and the Union triumphed sig-

nally.
