Although in some cases the schools
have been far from being satisfactory,
yet, on the whole, there has been a
marked improvement ; especially has
this been the case in respect to thor-
oughness which, I think, i3 attribut-
able in a large measure to the adop-
tion of the topical method of recita-
tion which was introduced by most
of the teachers. If the report should
seem to underrate the efficiency of
the schools, let it bo remembered that
they have been compared with an ele-

vated standard. Good order and
thoroughness of mental discipline be-

ing the essential requisites of a good
school, the report has been made
principally with reference to these
two elements.
