Washington, Feb, 0. In October last

the Interstate Commerce Comnnssion
sent a circular letter to tbe railroads of
the country whicli eome within the pro- -

islon ol the lnlerstate Uomraerce act.
nsking them for infortnation ns to their
couformity to tho law. Answers have
been receiveu from nearly all tho rail-
roads, nnd these nnswera furnlsh a very
intereating commentarv upon tbe gen--
eral operations of the law. The Inter-
state Commerce Commission has just
printcd and given to the pubiic Ihe an- -
wers ot ineso roaus, a look nt tneso

nnswers shows that a very small propor-
tion of the roads admit that they find it
mpossible to ohservc tlie law. aome ot

them, however, do saj that ifcompelled
to strictiy follow the law their roads

iil inevitabiv go into bankruptcy. ihe
Boston & Albany road says thu same.
The Doston & Lowell says that its sys
tem is in enttre harmony with the de--
cision of the Comniissioners with tlio
exception of the line between Portland,
Me., and the West. The Burlington &
Missouri River railroad states that the
long and short haul of tho Interstate
law ia respected, except as to Californin
business, where it is admilted that
that tlio through freight rates are lower
for the long than for the short haul.

The Burlington, Cedar Rapida and
Nortliern Railway Company lakes a
very gloomy view of the law and says:
This has been a very serious loss to us,
In having to withdraw from competi-tio- n

in business which we hnve bereto-fo- re

parttcipated iu, and debarred from
uniting in competitlon on our owii line,
except by general reductions, have

ic such loaaes that if continued
(and I see no lielp unless the law is mnd-itied- )

will result in bankruptcy, not only
for this road, but for niany otherain the
West.

Tho Burlington nml Northwestern
Railway Company says : It may be in
order to state here that in maintaining
this long and short haul provision of the
Interstate law this companv has been
obliged to surrender a conaiderable er

business to western points oulstde
the State of Iowa.while its patrons have
been obliged to pay increased fares, or
suffer inconvenience from poor connec-tio- ns

transfers, ctc, incident to the
shortest line.

The Grand Trunk Riilway of Canada,
through ils manager, L. J. Seargent,
nolilies the commission that "There is,
to the best of my knowledge and belief.
no particular in which the company's
tarilf has been frnmed in opposition to
the short haul principle of the law or to
any of its othor provisions."

The M'line Central Road ndmits that
it makes some distinctions in its compe-
titlon with foreign roads or with water
lines, but that it has not done anything
which is not authorizcd by the commis-
sion in the matter of competitlon with
water carriers.

The New York, New Ilaven and Hart-foi-

Road maintains that it compliea
wlth the law strictlv, except possibly as
to rates of freight .between New York
and Doston, and that competition with
water routes mskes some difference.
