cilticatiou.il, political, judicial and
moral. Under tho first liead, the coin-plai-

As to educational
mattcrs, tbe convcntion complainod that
tho State acted unjustly in taking tbe
$8000 annual annropriation from Atlanta

for negro cducation, and in g

a tcclmological scliool for whitcs
and none for blacks. The convcntion
did not demand for the
races, but upheld tlie professors ol
Atlanta Univcrsity in their resistence
to the spirit of the Glenn bill. Resolu-tion- s

were nasscd askinir for nnblii--

schools nino months in tho year, and in- -

uwismg mu jiiuir mu. js 10 poiltlcs,
the convcntion aflirmed that the negro

intiniidatcd orcajolcd at the polls, ex-
cept whcu tho white people aro divided.
It was rcsolved that each voter sliould
pay his own noll tax: that thn iiPimin
sliould orgamze iu every county, and
mai, iney snoum taKe such a stand on
public isbues as would most cHectunlly
divido tbo whito rapn Tables were
printed to show that tho negroes have
the majority iin a number of counties
and districts, but never clcct rcurescn-tative- s.

The administratitm oftliolaws
received more attention than anv utlu.r
subject beforo tlie convention. It was
complained that the negroes, with fotir- -
tentiis ot tno poptiiation, iio not liave
adequate jury represcntation ; that
lyncliings arc freouent, and negroes
almost invariably tho victims; aud that
tho penitentlary system is wrong in
principlo and cruelly administered. As
to morals, amalgamation with the
white race, wlicther legal or illegal, was
deplored on every consideration ; and it
was urged that negro men band togetbcr
for the protection of the virttio or the
women of their racs, "evenof those wo-
