The Island of Java - Despolled by a
Tidanl Wave — Hatavaln and Soura=
baya —In the Indian Netherland —
Among the Javanese,

BaTavia, Java.—Like the birds of pas-
sage in thele flight, fumed in story and
song, our goud ehip dropped down
through the Oriental sens some  (hiee
thousapd miles, cruising nmopg the
myrinds of islands in the Indian Arehi-
pelsgo, and passed below  Wie qualor.
The Phihippine lalanda sped away, the
wild Borneo and the Celebes snnk in the
Ogean, nod the groen bilia of the Daweh
Province of Bavaris came i sight, as
we drew near the  worth western  const
of Javi, Burewn over the  emerald wa

ters, rome of them continent-hike and
others the mervst dols on the map, this
world of islands unfolds vision upon vis-
ion uf tropiesl luxuriance, revly barren

ness and wild pleturesueness,

As will by remembered, it was here,in
thie straighty of Sunds uod on the west-
ero exiremity of Juvin, & few ) ears ngo,
that an earthguake nand tidal wave
wrought such wide-spread destruction
and desolwion,  Anjer Point, u pretty
snil pupulous town, overlooking the nar-
rowest part of the strait, where ships
wers acoustomed 1o put in port for mail,
water and provision, with its industries
and inhabitanty, In un instant was blot-
ted trom the mup of the wland by the
great chtasirophe, in which rixty  thou-
sund human beings lost  their lives,
Trews and houses, men snd animals and
all things movable were carried out into
the sen, the surface of which for lenuges
around was literslly covered with foat.
Ing bodies, clumps of bushes, jneces of
household furniture and pumice stone,
for weeks afterwards, The walls of the
fort, which were of immens thickness,
were completly  demuolished, and huge
ma acs of masonry snd pieoes of timber
were oarried fur from  their original po-
sition. The grent Waringin tree;, the
glory of Anjer and the fineat of  its spe-
cies in this part of the world, which
twelve men could bhardly vneirdle, was
pprooted, snd ite wsimed trunk  wuk
found & mile from the spot where it had
stood for wges, At Athwart-the way
istand, the bills, some of which sre five
hundred feet high, bore witness of the
beight of the tidul wave, for they were
denuded of trees and shrobbery ana cov-
ered with wod and ashes hall way 1o
their tops, The laland of Krakatos, on
whioch ia situated the voleano that was
in eruption at the time of the earth-
quake, was torn in pleces by the convul-
ston of nature.  Iis crater waus split ns-
sunder, and half of the volgano disap-
peared beneath the water,

At the time of the catustrophe, which
I vividly recall, 1 was at Bingapore
where the ship to whioh | was sttached
was lyiog, and whioh was instructed to

roceed Lo the Straits for the purpose of
endiog asslstance Lo the distressed,
warning vessels of the danger, nud mak
log suryeys in the channels and pussages
in the vicinity. We tendered our ship
to the authorities ne & tranaport vessel
for supplies to the unfortunates, but
found that the Dutch government had
made complete arranigements for the re-
linl of the survivors of the disnster, On
our way down, we overhauled a British
bark, whose captsin gave s thrilling ac-
count of the scene as witnessed from his
ship fifty miles from Sundu, At the mo-
ment of the ocourrenve, early in the af-
ternoon, the air palpitated the sky dark-
ened, and & deep pall of night was
spread over the ses.  The lamps on ship-
bourd were lighted, and the abhip lay to
in the gloom, 1t was @ portentous hour
in whioh terror seized the crew. Clouds
of smoke nod sshes colled vp on the
horizon, and filled the air with their
cindery particles, The ushes fell in
showers, aod covered the degks (o the
depth of three inches. The pexi moru
ing the waters were strewn with corpses
and fragments of & once babitable land,
which luirl{y‘ impeded the progress of
the ship. We found the statement veri-
fled upon our arcival in the Steaite, snd
bore witness in cur official reporis to the
widespread disaster which was  visited
not only upon Jave snd the outlying
Inlaods, bur on the opposite cosst of Ha-
muirs, The loss of life wnd property
wis appalling and ecalumitous, snd the
hotrors of many of the scenes were be-
yond endurance. Eyen tc-day the peo-

Ie of this fair island have not recovered

rom the terrible visitation of the mems«
orable earthquake and tidale wave, that
came upon them with the besom  of di -
struction,
