THE SEWER QUESTION.

Mu. Evrror: I noticed the article in
your Inst issue, by Mr. W. B. Sheldon,
advoeating the purchnse of the Water
System by the village.

The temptation is very strong to
follow My, Sheldon in detai], but it oo-
ours to me that his sophistries are too
apparent to mislend, and besides life is
short, and most of us have too much to
do to wade through leng communics-
tiond of this nature.

There are only three conditions, either
of which would justify our village in
the purchase of the Water System,

First, Lack of good reliable service,

Second, Too high charge for the
same.

Third, An exorbitant prokt to the

present owners, and aconsequent saving
of mouvey to our village in the purchase.

No one will elaim that our serviee is
not good.  The water is pune, sbandant,
and always present.  Neither can it be
snccessfully elaimed that the charges are
too high.  Six dollars for the first faucet,
and four dollars for each widition, is
lower thnn n most places. The village
could not furnish it cheaper and pay
running expenses and ropairs.

Itis elaimed, nod no doubl
correctly, that seventy-five thonsapd
dollars have been put in to this Waler
System, to date.  Receipts do not pay
for extensions, they being paid by fur-
ther borrowing of meney, and issuing
of bonds, One hundred thousand
dollars would be invested before the
Water System would be fully completed.
Two per cent s uot now reailzed on the
investments, From the vory nature of
the facts, long years would elapso if
ever the village would be able to pay for
the water works out of the receipts,

It seems to me that the advooates of
the purchase canuot be serious, but de-
sire only to muke a diversion, so as to
defoat the sewernge enterprise.

If & man ouvof his abundance, chooses
to furnish water at a low mte to our
citizens, with a remote possibility, or
expeotation of & paying retarn, why not
lethim do it? For one I should be per
foctly willing, aud glad to have Mr. Put-
uam receive a fair return for his money
invested. He is entitled to it, and who
shiould object. His investments in our
Opera House, and other real estate, have
been such as none of us were p"w
to make, The benefits arising there-
from are patent to all, but the greatost
benefit is from our water works, which

without him, or some man like him,
would not have been introduced for
years to come, This is a digression,

Now, those wanting water pay a low
rate for it, and those not wanting it,
E’ nothing. With village ownerahi

ose using it will still have to pay for it
as much as now, and with those not
vsing it, all will have to be taxed to pay
for the plant,

Furthermore, it is not in the experi-
ence of any munipality, that a business
matter can be conductad as well and
cheaply, by it as by private individoals,
Still more, why uselessly, and without
adequate advantages, make a matter of
this kind a factor in village politicts,
ant a gource of pussible pickings to
litical managers Yours very troly,

nesdny. The warning had eight articles,
among which was n proposal to pur-
chase the water system, After the call
had been read by the elork, the first nr-
tiole was taken up and read as follows:

1xt, To seo If the Village will vote to. postponhs
this constrootion of nny systom of Tuhijc saWerage
for the Village untll after the Village have pnr-
ehased Lhe eorporste property and all the righte
and privileges of the Hennington Water Company
foonted i sald Villags and vieinity, pursaant to
thie provisions of Act narmbor 172 of the Laws of
Yermont Pissad by the Genern! Assombly in 1884,
spproved Novewber 250, 134,

Judge Mason offered the following
resolution: “Resolved, that the village
of Bennington do not postpone the con-
struction of a system of public sewers,
but that the Trustees of the yillage of
Benuniongton be, and they are hercby au-
thorized, empowered and direcled to
forthwith proceed with the construction
of u public sewer for the villige of Ben-
nington, in nccorduncs with the provis-
ions of Aot No, 1100l the Session Laws
of 1802."

This resolution was the ocension of a
parlinmentary skirmish, as to whether
the vote should be by pallot or a divis-
ion of the house, The latter proposal
prevailed, sud so when the house was
divided on Judge Mason’s resolution it
wad dectnred 85 for and 70 ngainst it

A motion to adjourn was onrvied and
so the action of Murch 0, stands finally
as the yoice up todate,

We understand that the contract for
the sewers gives the Trostees large dis-
cretion ns to the loeatiom, ote., of the
sewers, and that yesterday the Board
made i toar of the streets with a view
to nscertain just what the sowery ocalled
for and the needs of the looalities re-
garding sewers.
