—The Illinvis
Legisluture has passed a law providing
that any person bringing into the Ftate
seed of the Canada thistle, io the pack-
ing of goods, grain, or grassseeds, or
otherwise, and permitting the same to be
disseminated and vegeta'e, shall-be liable
to a fine of 8400 ; and any person allow-
ing thiv thistle to mature and dissewivate
its seed upon his lunds shall be subject
1o a penalty of §75.

Seeds, cspecially of the stone-fruits,
must not be allowed to get too dry. They
are best preserved in sand or sandy earth,
just perceptibly moist, which shounld Le
mixed in sufficient quantity to preclude
drying or heating. A bex in a cool und
dry cellar or shed will answer as well as
to follow the European plan of burying
or stratifying.
