Statesman: A terrible tragedy
was enacted here hint night, about
twenty minutes aftar nine o'clock, in
which several men were wounded,"
one fatally.

Some time ago one Zed Wilson

Whitley interfered
in the row aud got iuto a tight with
Glaze, who struck hi m over the Lead
with a revolver, which "put a head
ou him," as the slum vermicular has
it. , Whitley and his frieuds threat-
ened that they would "got away with
Glaze," (whutbver that uniy moan) mo

last night, Old Whit., liilly Whit-
ley, his noil, and one Frank Dice
went iuto the ualoou fur the purpose,
as they stated, of "getting away
with ' Till (Jlazo. Wheutbey went
in old Whit, shook bonds with Me-Can- n,

usingiis left baud, aud keep-
ing his right iu his pocket, oil his
pistol. MuCaun invited him to bit
down. Whit, replied, "May be
somebody wants to knock me down?"
keeping his eye, all the while, ou Till
Glaze, and moving arouud so as to
bring Glaze between him and a large
mirror. He jerked out his pistol (a
small pocket piece) aud tired, tho ball
striking iu the ceiling, I utn informed.
At this, Gluzo drew a pistol and
fired, without effect- - liilly .. Whitley
than threw a hatchet at Glaze which
struck him on the arm, mulcting a
wound iu the muscle and bone. At
the same timo Frank Dice firod at
McCanu. The ball missed McCsnu,
passed through a partition, striking
Win. S. Moore iu the left shoulder,
iutlicliug a very sever and painful
wound. Then Glaze tired at Whjtley;
the latter dodged down and cr, led
out at the door, liilly Whitley ran
out of the saloon to the livery stable
aud rcturnt-- d with a double-barrele- d

shotgun. As he came iu at the door
he fired one barrel at Glaze, missiug
him and striking Dan D. Richardson
in the arm with one shot, tho main
charge passing through a screen aud
partition, without doiug further dam-
age. Before be could tire the other
barrel he was shot down, the ball
striking him about three inches be-

low, and Imck of the left nipple.
From this wound he died about two
o'clock tq-da- y (Sunday). After
Frank Dice tired at Mcl'auu, he
begat: to throw tumblers' when some
one (reported to have beeu Till
Glaze) pitched into Lira and beat
him ucarley to death. Jt i reported
that he has a f'faury headim," and is
in a critical condition. Tho doctor
thiuks he will recover, with care.
ihe result of the intlce loots up:
Three men shot; one killed; one
badly cut; one with a badly broken
head; the town very much excited.
