THE BLACK DEATIL

SYMPTOMS OF THE DISEASE—HOW IT
1S ENGENDERED AND DISSEMINATED
— ITS ORIGIN AND PROGRESS.

[From the Cincinnati Commeregial.]
Flw disease now ravaging the dis
triet of Astrakhan is the *“ black
death,” which for nges had its home
in Egypt, Syria, Greece, Turkey and
the adjoining provinces of Russia, to
whieh ecountries it is now chiefly lim-
ited, The people in the first infected
distriets ave dying, the reports state,
like flies. So rapidly has the disease
gpread that fully ten per cent, in the
newly infeeted districis have perished.
No one dares tonch® the dead, and
they lie unburied in the sireets. In
the eommencement of the disease
there is a feeling of weariness and
faticne, shivering, nausca and sick-
ness, confusion of ideas, giddiness
and painin the loins, Theseare gnick-
ly followed by inereased stupor and
delirinm, by pallor and flushing ol
the face, and a feeling af intense
binding or contraction about the
heart. Darting pains are felt in the
groing, arm pits’ and. other parts of
the body. The lymplatic slands be-
come enlarged and carbunelesappear.
The tongue becomes dry and brown,
and the anms, teeth and lips sre cov-
ered with a dark fur. The will loses
its eontrol over the muscles,  Abont,
the second and third day livid spots
and stripes appear upon the skin.  In
fatal cases—anid most are fatal—the
pulse gradually sinks, the surface be-
comes cold and clammy, blood oozes
from the mucous sorfaces, and 1here
is either ecnma or delirium. The vie-
tim nsually lingers five or six davs,
and may pass zway without a struu-
gle orin convalsions. It ix said that
infected persons might visit every
country in Earopelelre the symtoms
were recognized, and in this way

engendered by endemic or epidemic
influences; it may originate from
loeal vanses, and may be propagated
by pecnliar contagion. | Temperature
Seems Lo exert a very great inﬂu_eucv
over il. In tropical climates it is not
known, and it does not long with-
stand the cold of northern eclimates,
Its peenliar harvest-time in Europe is
late in the summer aml carly in the
fall, especially in September. Like
the germs of yellow fever, it has thus
far evaded the examinations of chem-
ists and microscopists. As spon as
obsorbed it aliers the compasition of
the blood and the condition of the
tissues. There is no universal eure
for it. In occasional instances fresh
air may be of benefit, Cleanliness
is generally a preventive, and it is
due to this and superior ventilation
that foreigners in the Levant are
comparatively exempt. In 1333, so
Chinese historians tell us, there were
great convulsions in pature, and
earthquakes and floods, which were
followed by drouths and famines,
Hills and lakes disappeared, and the
aases rising from the carth, and de-
caying vegetation and animals, ren-
dered the air excessively impure. Fol-
lowing these convulsions came the
great plague, and before it entered
Europe 13,000.000 people in China
and 25,000,000 people in Western
Asia and Northern g\frica had died.
It appeared in Russia, near

WHERE IT NOW PREVAILS,
In 1348. Constantinople was attack-
ed, and from there it spread over all
Turkey. The disease was carried 10
Ttaly, and from thence to France,

Countrics. From England it was con-
veyed to Sweden, and passed over
the Baltic Sea inte Northern Russia.
In cnly three years it covered the
whole of Europe. Half the popuia
tion of Italy died of jt. Fifteen con-
tinental citivs 10s300,000 inhabitants,
London 100,000, and in Europe 25
000,000 people perished. The terri-
ble disease was attributed by the
superstitious to the Jews, who were
accnsed of poisoning the wells so that
the water would breed pestilence.
Entire colonies of Jews were massa
cred, and thousands were so terrified
that thev took their own lives. The
disease was extensively spread by
numerous bands of religions zealots,

ing their bodics in the vain bope of
expiating the sins’ of.the people.
