THANKSGIVING PROCLAMATIONS.

The following proclamation has been is-
sued by President Hayes for the observance
of & day of general thanksgiving:

At no recurrence of the season, which the
devout habits of religious people has made
occasion for giving thanks to Almighty God,
and humbly invoking His continued favor,
has the material prosperity enjoyed by our
whole country been more conspicuous, more
manifold or more universal. During the
past year also unbroken peace with all for-
eign nations. general prevalence of domes-
tic tranquility, the supremacy and security
of the great institutions of ciyil and religous
freedomn have gladdened the hearts of our
people, and confirmed their attachment fo
the Government, which the wisdom and
courage of our ancestors so fitly framed, and
the wisdom and courage of their descendants
have so firmly maintained, to be the habita-
tion of liberty and justice to successive gen-
erationa.

Now, therefore, I, Rutherford B. Hiyes,
President of the United States, do appaint
Thursday, the 27th day of November, mst.,
as a day of National thanksgiving and pmr-
er ; and I earnestly recommend that, with-
drawing themselves from secular cares and
labors, the people of the United States do
meet together in their respective places of
worship, there to give thanksgiving and
praise to Almighty God for his mercies, and
aud devoutly to beseech their continuance.

In witness whereof, I have set m{' hand
and eaused the Great Seal of the United
States to be affixed.

THE NEW CINTERN.

The following is the report of the com-
mittee to whom was referred the matler
of improving the cistern at the intersec-
tion of Sccond and Madison streets, ex-
cept the itemized expenses:

T'o the Mayor ard Comunon Council of the
City of Coroallis: .

GeNtnxueN:—Your committee fo whom
was referred the mntter of improving cis-
tern at the intersection of Second and
Madison Streets beg leave to make the
following wveport, to-wit: That they
have improved the same in the following
mauner; after baving the water pumped
out and the timbers and planking from
the inszide removed. we then proceeded to
have the same roanded out and walled up
with an eight-inch wall of good hard brick
and liwne mortar, arch turned in same
manner, and a east fron rim and lid plac-
ed in center. The bottom of saine is laid
with two layers of brick on: slde the first
is grotted with lime-mortar and second
Inyer with cement mortar. The entire
surfave i3 plastered one coat with lime
moriar to muke & snwoth sarface, then a
coat of good cement with light cement
wash over the snme. ‘Thssize of cistern
is: circumference, 43 feer; height. 12 feet,
including arch which is ¢ feet. [ts capuc-
it y. about 14.000 gailions. It has been
filled with water and so fur has shown, no
sigus of leakage.

A company has been formed
eonsisting of Waliis Iﬁrnsh and Mr. Reel-
man, of the English colony at Corvailis,
and Nathau Whealdon, of Benton county,
anid they have bought the manufactariag
right of the drier in this county from Jones
& Sill, and bhave aiso purchased the Benton
and Lane county righta, Next season they
will put out canvassers and introduce -a
great many driers throughout the three
connties, and our people will then be able to
save their fruit crops—Mr. Sill has been
employed by the company and will engage
in the canvass next sepring, Heretofore
there has been a difliculty in tinding a ready
market for the drie.l fruit, but this will now
be remeldied. The new company has rented
the old Alden fruit drver in this city, and
will buy all the fruit offered for sale and
store it at that place, after which it will be
shipped direct to England. We are glad to
see monie:d men like Mr. Nash taking hold
of this enterprise, as its success is thus as-
sared, and its auccess tecs to our far-
mers remanerative prices for their fruits,
which, heretofore, has rarely been market-
ed.—Albany Democrat.
