COL. HOGG AND THE O. P.
SOME €ANDID FACTS ABOUT TIIE TUTURE OUT-
LOOK OF THE ROAD,

The Herald has on several occnsions re-
cently given expression of the sympathy
common in this community for the faithfal
trainmen of the O, P. railroad who have re-
mained at their post for so long a time, with
out the paymeut of their wages, says the
Albany Herald.

But this must not be construed into any
hostility against the road or its management,
‘The question necessarily has two sides, ani
to be perfectly just, they must both be con-
sidered.  Col. Hogg projected and declared
the feasibility of this road more than twenty
years ago, He then commenced and has
ever since been engaged in demonstrating to
financiers of the world the practicability of
his project. For that purpose many years
ago, he visited many of the capitals of Eu.
rope, and by his address succeeded in en-
listing cousiderable European capital in the
scheme, and this with t{:e early -subserip-
tions made in this valley enabled Col. Hogg
to buy the first irou for the road. Later he
suceeeded in enlisting a large number of the
ablest and most sagacious financiers in New
York and other business centers, and there-
by the succees of the project was assured.
But this road was entirely independent of
all combinations with other roads, now so
common with a!l competing roads, and for
that reason m =2 & 1 anything else Col,
Hogg has encocitered inuch opposition.  If
this road is mids 4 seoeess, on the basis of
its present msuizauanl, it will always be
in a position by the reasonableness of its
freights to command largely the traffic of
buth Hastern and Western Oregon, and thus
detract from the business of other lines that
are ready to combine at all times for the
purpoee of robbing the shipper. The experi.
ence of every shipper in this valley will ver-
ify this statement.

Freights have been greatly reduced and
steadily kept at a low figure, and the farm-
ers particularly have thus realized thousands
of dollars more for their wheat and farm pro-
ducts every year than they posaibly cnu}d if
this road had fallen under the control of
some of the great continental lines.

The road like every other enterprise in
the country felt the pressure of hard times
which have within the last year prevailed
everywhere, and as & consequence many ot
the financial engagements hawye not been
kept. But many of the greatest roads and
euterprises in the werld have felt the same
shock and have been forced to the wall
There is reason to believe that these tempo-
rary reverses have neither discouraged Col.
Hogg and his friends or caused them to
abandon their enterprise or to change their
plans, They undertook to construct this
road across the state to an eastern connec-
tion and we expect to zee their enterprise a
success at no distant day. With the snccess
of this enterprise the prosperity of this eity
ig inseparably linked. The city's growth is
assured, no difference what company may
complete the rowd, but it would come more
surely if the road continues under the pres-
ent maungement. The reason is vbvious,
Col. Hogg and his associates have large pri-
vate interests here which must necessarily
be developed with the growth of the city
and under these circninstances it would be
but natural that they would not overlook
their owa affairs,

The reason for the belief that Col. Hogg
and Lis associates will secure control of the
road is plain. It is easier for them to pur-
chase the other four millions of bouds than
for the Blair faction to buy Col. Hogg, Mr.
Coe and their associates’ eleven millions,
and if the aceounts from New York are cor-
rect this i3 abont the way the boundsare
held.

THE OREGON PACIFIC.

THE ROAD ORDERED S0LD ON DECEMEBER 9 -
THE FROBAEBLE OUTCOME.

The suit of the employes of the Oregon
Pacitic railrond for their delinquent wages
came up before J udﬁ FPipes at OCorvallis
vesterday at 1 o’clock, says the Albany Her-
ald of the 24th inst. Attorney Geuneral
Chamberlain and Hen. J. K. Weatherford
of this city appeared for the men and Messrs
McFarland and Turner, of New York, for
the receiver and defendaut. .
‘I'he case was argued, rnd the court is-
sued an order that the road be sold on De-
cember 9, also that the receiver’s certificates
be issned to ench employe coveriug the re-
spective amounts due them, so that they
aﬁau]d be entered as preferred claims, a first
lien, to be first paid ont of the proceeds of
the sala.
While this is not what the employes had
hoped for, it will insure them receiving all
their pay by the date named. It is not
known what action they will take. While
it is certainly true that they should have
beeu paid long ago, a strike now would not
help matters any, and the only safe way for
them to proceed would seemn to be to cou-
tinue to operate the road, and secure their
y by waiting six weeks longer.
The Herald bas heretofore felt justified
in criticising the management of the road
for allowing its faithful employes to go un-
paid 80 long, but it should also be remem-
bered that the present management has
been embarrassed by the war among the
New York bondholders, and eould not car-
ry out their plans as speedily as they wish-
ed. 'I'ne case is now nearing a settlement,
by which the men will receive their pay and
tiie rons will be reorganized on a basis that
will insare its completion to an eastern
connection. Col. Hogg has spent the best
part of his life in this undertaking. There
is no denying the fact that he has mapped
out a great work, in which he has assoectated
with bimself some of the wealthy and ioflu-
ential railrond men of New York. They
own extensive property interests in Albany,
and it would be to their interest to ndvance
and promote the growth of this city. If
they stcure control of the roasd at the sale
as the Herald predicts they will do, they
will then be in a position to carry out their
lans for the extension of the road, which
L)u heretofore been prevented by the war
among the bondholders. The peaple of Al-
bany have confidence that Col. Hogg, Mr.
Coe and his associstes will have the ability
to do this, and if they are selected by the
men whose millions are backing the road to
earry this work forward they will hope to
see them succeed.
