Htmh-cd- , That the rigtit f. self gov-
ernment through the elective franchise
is tbe birthright of the native United
States citizen, and the acquired right of
the adopted citizen, being an essential
attribute of citizenship, the exercise of
which may be regulated, but not de-
stroyed, by legislation. In the same
manner, as the natural right to life and
liberty aud happiness jnay be regulated
