Thebes, in the twenty-ninth year of |
a King Ramses, who is supposed to

be Ramses III. The workmen's

quarter sent a deputation on the
258th of December, to Hatnekin, |
the keeper of books, and to several

priests of the mnecropolis. The

speaker of the deputation spoke as

follows:

* Behold, we are face to face with
famine. We have neither nourish-
ment, nor oil, nor vestments. We
have no fish; we have no veget-
ables. We havealready sent a pe-
tition to our sovereign lord the
Pharaoh, praying him to give us
these things, and we now address
the governor, in order that he may
give us wherewithal to live.”

These facts took place on the
27th of December (first day of the
month of Tybi). The general dis-
tribution of wheat was evidently
due to the workmen, but why it
did not take place is not known.
Perhaps the individual who should
have distributed the food was ab-
sent. Whatever was the cause of
the delay, the necd was urgent,and
Hatuoekin, with the priests present,
either touched with compassion, or
to prevent the affair from reaching
the ears of the governor of the nec-
cropolis, accorded one day’s rations.
How the workmen lived in the
days followin% isnot recorded in
the papyrus; butsome weeks after-
wards they were in full revolt.
Three times they forcibly emerged
from their quarters notwithstanding
the walls which surrounded them
and the gates which closed them in.

“We will not return,” cried a
knettu to the police. sent in pursuit
of them. *“ Go tell your chief what
we tell you; it is famine which
speaks by our mouths.” To argue
with them was useless. “There
was great agitation,” writes the
svperintendent in his day-book;“ I
gave them the strongest answer I
could imagine, but their words were
true and came from their hearts.”

They were quieted by a distri-
bution of half-rations, but ten days
later they were up again.

Knons, the leader of the band,

ressed his companions to provide

themselves. “ Let us fall,” said
he, “ upon the stores of provisions
and let the governar’s mean go and
tell him what we have done.” This
counsel “was followed as soon as
given. They entered forcibly into
the fortress where the provisions
were kept. The keepers of the
stores Amen-Nextu, gave them
something, and contrived to induce
them to return to their quarter.

Eleven days !la:ler the mov:;menti.
began again. The commander o
'l‘hoboe:‘p‘assing by, found the men
seated on the ground behind the
temple of Seti, at the northern end
of the necropolis. Immediately
they n to cry: “ Famine! Fam-
ine!” The commander then gave
them an order for fifty measures of
wheat in the name of Pharaoh,
“ who has sworn,” snid he, * an oath
that you wiil have food agnin.”
Most likely Pharaoh never heard of
the eveat and never received the
petition addressed to him a couple
of months previously.

Nature -of Alcholic i)—rlnks.

The bill recently signed by the
President to provide for the study
of the nature of alcholic drinks and
narcotics, and their effect upon the
human system, includes the West
Point Military Academy and the
Annapolis Naval School, as well as
the school system of the Distiict
of Columbia and all the Indian and
colored schools in the Territories
of the United States. The law re-
quires that they shall be studied
and taught as thoroughly and iy
the same manner as other like re-
qnired branches are in their schools,
The lateness of the season when
the act became a law will prevent
its enforcement before next fall,
when the new study will be includ-
ed in the lists at West Point and
Annapolis. To refuse or neglect
to comply with the requirements
of the act, or to make the proper
provisions for the instruction re-
quired, would, in case of an officer
of the army or navy, be followed by
a court martial and dismissal.

After the 1st of January, 1888,
no certificate ean be granted to any
person to teach in the pnblic schools
of the District of Columbia or Ter-
ritories who has not passed a satis-
factory examination in physiology
and hygiene, with special reference
to the nature and effects of alcholic
driuks and other narcotics upon the
human system.
