An act to locate the Territorial Capital
upon the most eligible and central lo-
cation in the Territory.
Be it enacted by the Legislative as-

sembly of the Territory.
Whereas: 11 is indicated by the Com-

mittee of the House upon Public Build-
ings and Grounds, by and through the
*cnov* manner, they have received and
considered the offer of the village of
North Yakima, and the pro]>ositions of
Walla Walla, WaitsburgSeattle, Tacoma
and other hamlets, for the location of
the Territorial Capital, that, that institu-
tion is to be "placed on wheels" and
run into that city, town, village, hamlet
or on the possessions of the private citi-
zen, which will make to the Territory,
through the Legislature, the best arid
most advantageous offer, in the event of
its location in said city, town, village or
hamlet, or upon the premises of such
private citizen, note Ourtfore

I, George D. Shannon, of lawful age
and disposing mind, a citizen of the Un-
ited States and of the Territory of Wash-
ington, do make offer, propose, promise
and declare the following as my bid, in
letters, figures and characters tvieit:

In consideration of the permanent loca-
tion by your honorable body, (the Legis-
lature) of the Capital of the Territory,
u|>on the land owned and declared by
me to be "the most eligible and central
location in the Territory," lying in
Thurston county, and fronting on Puget
Sound, between Nesqually river on the
east and McAllister creek on the west.
Said "most eligible and central location"
possesses the climate of "perpetual sum-
mer" though surrounded by perpetual
snow. Here the lover of Nature can ad-
mire his mistress to his hearts content.
At no point in the Territory is the eye
gladdened by scenes more grand. Pas-
toral fields stretch away to the ever rest-
less sea; while on the West and North
the grand Olvmpia range rears its jag-
ged crest, snow crowned. On the East
and Sonth the magnificent Cascades the
acme of grandeur, stands guard, while
the grand old Rainer is never hid. It
is from this "most eligible and central
location" the grandest most unapproach-
able view of this incomparable moun-
tain may be had; while the face of this
lovely and pastoral field is bifurcated at
right angles with many natural canals
that could and should be declared to be
the public highways, streets and aven-
ues of the new capital of the Territory,
thus making of the capital a modern
American Venice, which under the kind
skies, magnificent climate, the protec-
tion of the government, and its "most
eligible and central location" will be-
come the home of the good and beautiful
and the abode of brotherly and sisterly
love.

I do hereby agree, and will forthwith
execute a penal bond, binding myself
my heirs, administrators, executors and
assigns to faithfullyand "fully"perform
all and singular the following:

Iwilldeed to the Territory, by war-
rantee deed, conveying title in fee. Four
hundred acres of the richest, most pro-
ductive and fertile land, tog«ther with
the finest trout fishing and duck shoot-
ing preserves in the Territory, lor the
use ofsaid Territory as Capital grounds.
That Iwillalso bind myself to pay into
the Treasury of the Territory, the sum
of fiftyThousand Dollars each and every
year, for the full term of five years.
Provided, that when the capital reaches
and is located upon the Shannon Place,
herein described as "the most eligible
and central location" the wheels shall be
knocked out from under the moving car-
avan, and all moving machinery de-
stroyed and the capital shall be perma-
nently located. And further that I will
rive to each member who shall vote for
this billthe sum of One Thousand Dol-
lars in Gold Coin. This offer is based
upon and subject to the proviso herein-
before expressly stated that the Capital
shall be permanently located, as afore-
said. This offer is embodied and ex-
pressed herein that no partiality shall
result to any from a removal of the capi-
tal.

Further, Iagree that myself, my heirs,
administrators, executors or assigns, shall
furnish all the Ashing rods, flies, creels,
leaders, lines, and if necessary an expert
fisherman to each member, also guns,
ammunition and a thoroughly trained re-
treiver to each nimrod in the legislature
Alooallthe Whiskey. (O. P. H. Cutter) Beer
(Val Blata) Cider (Shannons) and Cigars
for each and every member, all and
singular, of each and every legislature,
that shall or will meet at the Capital,
which ia to he, must be, and shall be lo-
cated upon die herein described and de-
clared to be, the most eligible and central
location in the Territory, and

Further it is stipulated that each and
every member so desiring, shall enjoy the
privilege of "adding" to his "mileage and
per diem." by "drawing to a pair" "two
pairs" "a straight" "or a bobtail" and that
he shall be free to place his own estimate
upon the "hand" after the "draw." That
in the enjoyment of these "privileges,"
there shah not be any distinction on ac
count of"race" "color" or previous "con-
dition," and

Further, I covenant and agree that
When each and every member who shall
votefor this proposition shall have expend
si the said aumjsf one thousand dollars by
him had and received, either economical-
ly,riotously or otherwise, I will provide
lor, care for and maintain each and every
one ia the Asylum for the Insane of
Washington Territory, without any inter-
vention ofthe Probate Court, which inthis
case shall be deemed an unnecessary.

For this proposition made in "absolute
good faith," I ask the tenant and favora-
ble consideration of the Legislature, and
for that purpose and to secure such action
I would respectfully petition your
Honorable body to paaa the followingbill.

Section 1. That the Territorial Capital
abaft and is hereby located upon the most
elegiblc and central location in the Ter-
ritory.

Section 8. All acts and parts of acts in
conflict with this act are hereby repealed

A LARGE barn belonging to Isaac
Schultz, on Layton's prairie, fonr
miles above Toledo, was totally des-

after Queen Marv; Virginia was
named in honor of Elizabeth, the ver-
gia Queen; the Carolinas after
Charles 11, of England, and Georgia
after King George II; Vermont is
the French for " green mountain;"
Kentucky is thought to have come
from Indian words meaning "the
Long River;" Tennessee from Indian
words meaning " a curved spoon;"
Ohio from the Wyandotte word mean-
ing " great;" Indiana from the In-
dian words, "superior men," and
Michigan from Indian words mean-
ing "great lakes;" Wisconsin is eaid
to be Algonquin for " westward flow-
ing;" Louisiana was named after
Louis XIV; Arkansas was so called
because of its Indians?" bow In-

dians;" Missouri from the Indian
words, "muddy water;" lowa from
an Indian word meaning "Sleepers;"
Texas from the tribe of Indians who
called themselves Tecas, and Oregon
from the Indian " River of the West;"
California means the land of gold and
precious stones; Nevada took its
name from the Nevada or Granada
Mountains; Minnesota from the In-
dian words, " turbid water;" Nebraska
from the Indian, "shallow water;"

MTAUTIES OP TBS BLIZZARD

Tfce R«end Brews Mere Men Ap-
palling a* (BE RIFAM Cam* LA.

CHICAGO, Jan. 21.? A Nebraska City
special says: Judge Kenney, agent of
the Yankton Sioux Indian reservation,
arrived here yesterday. It took hint
five days to go thirty miles, the ther-
mometer being 40 degrees below most
of the time. The coal on the train
ran low and passengers were all
crowded into one car. The men dis-
carded tbeir outer garments and
wrapped the women and children up
in them. Two babies perished. The
judge says the loss of life in Dakota is
over the estimates. The newspapers
have tried to cover it up. While at a
station in Bonhomme county nine
frozen bodies were brought into the
depot in one day. The loes in the
whole county willreach 160, and the
estimates made in Yankton yesterday
of loss of life through the Territory
figure up over 1,000 lives.

The roads from the agency to Yank-
ton were lined with dead cattle, many
farmers losing all they had.

Although a large number of Indians
were out hunting during the storm,
none are missing.

SMALL-POX m PORTLAND.

PORTLAND, Jan. 10.?To-day a
stranger with small-pox pustules
broken out on bis face and neck en-
tered the police station asking to be
taken to the hospital. His appear-
ance among the police present created
no little consternation. At length
Captain Gritzmacher placed him in
a front room on the north side of the
prison, pending his removal to the
pest house. His name could not be
learned, as none seemed to take
enough interest in that trifling feature
of the case. His appearance indicates i
that he is a laboring man, and that he
came up from San Francisco on the
last steamer. He was removed to the
pest house this afternoon. Chief
Parish states that he believes some
eight or ten persons came together on
the steamer and doubtless all have
contracted the contagion. The health
authorities will use all possible vig-
ilance to prevent the spread of the
disease.
