A Mile In Thirty Seconds.

A mile in thirty seconds was tlie
rate at which a party of newspaper
men were whirled along the Boston
bicvcle railwav from. Grave-send to
Coney Island. A single Bicycle pas-
senger ear was used. The car itself
was a double decker, in each deck be-
ing six doubled and one single com-
partment, each compartment being by
itself and entered from the side of the
car. Each is less in width than half
of the standard guage track, so that
two ears can pass each other when
they run on opposite rails. The wheels
of the ear are directly under the cen-

ter, a double flange grasping the rail.

The ear is prevented from toppling
over by double wheels attached to the
top of the car and running one on
each side of a continuous beam held
up hv frame-work on either side of the
track. The engine is a hievcle one al-
so. The car is run on the principal of
a hoop in motion which the faster it
goes the less likely it is to wobble or
fall over. Some engineering papers
have already declared it is destined to
revolutionize the present system of
passenger transportation.
