At the Republican County Conven-

tion, but She Nt&y Not be Snubbed
at the Polls.

Bucoda is in the largest precinct in
the second district, which elects a
member of the Board of County Com-
missioners, the largest precinct in the
county outside of Olympia.

STATE NEWS,

The Indians of the Tulalip reserva-
tion have Jfs.OOO worth of wheat ready
for market.

Twenty Chinamen who were trving
to sneak into the country in violation
of the exclusion act were bagged at
Port lladlock, last Wednesday.

The crater of Mount Baker is re-
ported by the ranchers of Baker river
as spewing out volumes of smoke and
fine lava at intervals this summer.

The Seattle Citi7.rn, a paper that
pandered to low and vicious tastes,
has b. 011 suppressed by the Chief of
Police upon orders froiii the Mavor.

Delmonico Coella, who killedJoseph
Deletes, has been indicted for murder
by the Grand Jury at Port Townsend,
and will be placed on trial this week.

At a meeting of the consolidation
committees of Whatcom, Sehome and
Fairhaven, it was decided to consoli-
date those towns under the name of
Bellingham.

A large whale was seen in the har-
bor Wednesday, opposite Gray's Har-
bor City. Several shots were taken at
it from the wharf, but without any
visible effect.

A china clay bank has been dis-
covered near Olympia, 011 the Nes-
qually river, 800 feet wide and very ac-
cessible. it is the first discovered in
the United States.

Postoffices have been established in
Washington at Pilehuck, Snohomish
county, Lucien Barber, postmaster, at
Sandy Point, Island county, Nels An-
derson, iKJstmaster.

The Tacoma G lobe shows that Sena-
tor Squire has been absent from 187
roll-calls in the senate, and present 121
roll-calls. Senator Allen has been ab-
sent 40, and present at 280.

A swarm of bees have recently taken
possession of a chimney in the house
of Mr. John R. Eaton, in Vancouver,
and have gone industriously to work
putting up their winter stock of honey.

An old miner has discovered wash-
ings of almost pure gold in the south-
eastern part of Ceutralia. He believes
there is an abundance of gold in the
Hannaford valley, just above Ceu-
tralia.

Marshal Robinson, of Walla Walla,
has ordered tramps, hobos and petty
thieves to depart from the city. This
refers particularly to four ox convicts
who have been " spotted" for several
days past.

Thecitizens of Montcsano are ofi
the point of following the action of
Aberdeen in excluding the Chinese
from the city. A petition has been
circulated which will be acted upon
at a meeting this week.

The First Presbyterian church at
Tacoma has extended a unanimous
call to Rev. J. M. Patterson, of Minne-
apolis, to the pastorate of that church,
at a salary of $4,000 per year. It is
thought he will accept.

Mr. Holcomb, of the Union Pacific
railroad, says the Union Scout, this
week offered Fred Nodine fifty dollars
an acre for five thousand acres of land
in Grande Roundc valley. He wanted
it for a German colonv.

Hop-growers arc disposing of their
Indian help, says the Seattle Journal,
and employing white men, as some
of the vines are so lnnsy that they are
unfit to use. The Indians cannot be
trusted to skip such vines.

Judge C. B. Graves, of Ellensburg,
has been holding superior court in
Olympia to accommodate Judge Irwin.
He will probably go to Montesano to
hold tho equity term, while Judge Ir-
win remains east of the mountains.

A Puyallup minister recently preach-
ed: "As long as the professed Chris-
tian people pray to God for the down-
fall of the liquor traffic, and raise, pick
and sell hops, God will not hear their
prayers." It cost him his situation.

The Puyallup prisoners who were
let out of jailduring the fire last week,
were locked in a box car until some
more secure place could be secured.
Some one opened the car and allowed
the men to escape during the excite-
ment.

Ayoung man from Cleveland, Ohio,
was granted a license to wed a young
lady residing at Blaine, in this Bta'te,
at Seattle, a few days ago. There is a
strange co-incidence in the names of
the places from which the parties
came.

In the Seattle exhibit at the Spo-
kane Falls exposition, willbe pictures
of every school house in Seattle.
There will also be pamphlets for dis-
tribution giving the number of pupils
in the schools and the names of the
teachers.

Joseph Newcome, a carpenter, work-
ing on a building between Ninth and
Tenth on I street, Tacoma, fell from a
scaffold forty feet high, striking the
pavement head-foremost. His head
was terribly bruised, though no bones
were broken.

The Commissioners
have decided to order a 25-loom plant
for making jute bags, in accordance
with the action of the last legislature,
which made a large appropriation for
that purpose. The jute plant ordered
willemploy 100 convicts.

Vancouver has raised a subsidy for
establishment of a packing house in
that city. Work has begun on a
building 42x100, designed for that
purpose, and it is proposed to slaugh-
ter 150 hogs per day. The enterprise
willgive employment to 20 men.

The upper Puynllup valley is fairly
alive with hop pickers, and the grow-
ers are rapidly perfecting plans for
the harvest. The yield is unusually
good, and those who assume to know
say that the quality, unless injured in
the harvest or the curing, willbe very
good.

Local Customs Inspector John Rob-
ertson, of the Canadian railway,
dropped dead Thursday evening. He
was 50 years old, and came to Ta-
coma from Duluth early last spring.
His family reside at Moddox, Canada.
Robertson's death was due to heart
disease.

The Puyallup Citizen states: A. G.
Matthews lias a one-acre patch south
of his house on which he has produced
2,500 pounds of blackberries, many
bushels of other fruits, cut nearly two
tons of clover and has forty-four hives
of bees that made their honey from
the clover of this patch.

The agitation for a herd law in
Washington is again springing up.
If left to a vote of the people of Whit-
man county, says the Palouse Gazette,
there is little doubt but that it would
carry by a vote of at least two or three
to one. This is an agricultural coun-
try now, and the stock on ranges does
not compare with the vast farming in-
terests.

The steamship City of Seattle left
Philadelphia for Seattle Saturday
morning, in command of Capt. Mel-
ville Nichols. She willcome through
the straits and itis expected that she
will arrive hereabout December 15. It
is thought that the Puget Sound &

Alaska Steamship company willplace
heron the Victoria route.

The long-promised cargo of black
bass to stock Lakes Union, Washing-
ton and Samish, arrived Tuesday
at Seattle from the United States Fish
Commission at Washington city. The
game fish will be equally distributed
among the lakes. The Queen City
Gun Club took charge of the consign-
ment immediately upon its arrival.

Farmers in the Falouse country :m-
--ticipate considerable damage to crops
by rain. Harvesting machinery and
laborers have been very scarce, and
much of the grain yet remains in the
field, some of which has already been
ruined. The greatest amount of dam-
ago will be done from about ten miles
the other side of Snake river to Spo-
kane Falls.

The Northern Pacific, Union Pa-
cific and the Oregon and Washington
Railroad Companies have issued a
jointnotice to their agents, instruct-
ing them to give free transportation
to all exhibits, paintings exhibited,
for the Northwestern Industrial ex-
position from points on their lines in
Oregon, Washington and Idaho, and
half rates on exhibits shipped from
points further east.

The United States Land office in
Seattle lias received a dispatch from
Washington, D. C., stating that no
more entries would be allowed in the
Olyinpia district until October 1, at
which time the land office at Olympia
willopen. The Olympia district in-
cludes all lands from township 17 to
20 north, and ranges eastward inclu-
sive, and also from township 17 to
township 24, ranges west inclusive.

The elevator in the Fidelity Trust
building in Taeoma, fell Monday.
John Ruhr had both bones of his in-
step broken, and was seriously, if not
fatally, injured. He was carried home
unconscious. Later he revived, and is
still alive. Jacob Janscn sutl'ered a
badly sprained ankle. Paul Gross and
M. Boar miraculously escaped serious
injury. The men misunderstood the
elevator signals.

One hundred and seven bushels of
oats per acre is not an unusual yield
for this country, but how will the
statement be received in the Kastern
States? An lowa paper of recent date
boasted of a field of oats which yielded
thirty bushels per acre and asked,
" Wiio can heat this?" Oats that only
yield thirty bushels per acre would be
cut for hay in this country.? Rosalia
Rustler.

Senator Allen, from the Committee
on Public Lands, has reported an
amendment in the nature of a substi-
tute for the bill granting Clallam
county, Washington, the proceeds of
the unstirveyed portion of Port An-
geles townsite for the erection and
maintenance of a suitable building for
the use of the county, provided that
the cost of the survey, appraisement
and sale has been deducted from said
proceeds.

Walla Walla is at present infested
with jwtty thieves and professional
burglars. Last week several thefts
were reported and one or two houses
broken into and valuables stolen. On
Sunday evening the residence of James
Messenger was entered while the occu-
pants were asleep, but something
frightened the burglar away. When
the family arose in the morning, they
found both the front and back doors
unlocked.

Asa result of the session of the State
board of equalization of taxes Slate
Auditor T. M. Reed has issued an ex-
haustive tabular report, showing the
values of real and personal property in
various counties. The total property
in the state, as filed by county lioards,was: $33,308,074 of ]>crsonal property
and $141,045,088 of real property. To
these amounts the state board has
added $2,703,420, making the total
values $201,448,130.

A. E. Bailey, of the Washington
MillCompany of Hadlock, has made
a contract with Lurber <fc Eagon, the
Union Pacific contractors, of Seattle,
to furnish them four million feet of
bridge timber to he used in the con-
struction of the Union Pacific over the
tide flats of Elliott hay. This is the
second largest bill of lumber ever sold
in that city. The contract price is
$50,000. The lumber is to he delivered
at Seattle in rafts.

A singular and almost fatal accident
occurred at Snohomish the other day.
Arthur C. Knight, and Giles Hoyle
went to the slaughter-house to butcher
a steer. Hoyle raised his rifle and fired
at the animal. The hall glanced from
the skull, and striking a knot in the
beam al>ove, again glanced, going
through the rim of Knight's hat over
the left eye and ripping up two inches
of his scalp. Had he stood an inch
farther forward it would have killed
him.

John Dolman, wife and child of
Steilacoom, were thrown from a wagon
by a runaway team. The wife and
child escaped unhurt, but Dolman was
thrown headlong to the ground, and
when picked up it was found that the
sharp point of a stump had penetrated
the face between the lower lipand chin.
Teeth were knocked out, the upper lip
torn away, the face unrecognizable and
the man insensible to his suffering.
The lower jawwas badly shattered and
blood poisoning may result. If it does
not, however, he willrecover.

Allgambling houses in Seattle have
been closed by order of Chief of Police
Monroe. It is understood by the
gamblers that this order is to remain
in force only until after election, but
Chief Monroe says: "There will be
no more gambling in this city while
lam Chief of Police." The Journal
declares it litisbeen done for political
reasons, and also charges that money
collected by the police from fallen
women is being used for campaign
purposes, which it stigmatizes as " a
burning disgrace to Seattle; an insult
to her better class of people."

The only pig-iron manufactory in
the State of Washington is at Iron-
dale, near Port Townsend. The com-
pany was organized in 1888 anil their
furnace has been in blast since that
time about thirty-two months, and
produced about 25,000 tons of pig-iron.
The principal market for the product
is San Francisco, Cab, although the
foundries of Port Townsend, Seattle,
Tucoma and Olympia use some of the
iron. In the latter part of 1889 the
furnance ended u fi'toen months' blast,
by which was made 13,000 tons of pig-
iron.

William Hart, who had been em-
ployed as a deck-hand on the State of
Walking ton for about three days,
jumped overboard when offPoint Lov-
ell, a few days ago, and was drowned.
It appears that the man had been de-
spondent for some time, but as far as
could be learned, had given no inti-
mation of his intention to do the rash
deed. Hart was a man apparently
about thirty years of age, and lived in
Seattle. His history and nativity
could not be learned. An effort was
mode to rescue the man, but was un-
availing, and nothing was seen of him
after he made the fatal plunge.

The ravages of the hop louso in the
yards of White river and Puyallup are
proving to be greater than was thought
at first. An estimate given yesterday
by a buyer who has thoroughly can-
vassed the situation places the loss to
the crop at 25 per cent. The claim
that any damage has been done has
been discredited all along, but the fact
that injury and serious injury, too, has
been done the crop cannot be combat-
ted. The estimate on the loss as
placed above is a liberal one, so to
speak. It will be 25 per cent at the

[outside. Thus Washington,like every
other hop-raising country in the

: world, lins a blight upon its hops.
Senator Watson C. Squire arrived at

Seattle yesterday. One of the choicest
rooms at the Tacoma hotel is reserved
for the Senator and during
their stay in that city. The Seattle
delegation to the State convention will
occupy twenty-five rooms of the hotel.

Sheriff McGraw, who arrived at Ta-
coma last evening, conducted the ne-
gotiations. Judge Calkins has engag-

!ed three rooms, which will be used as
his headquarters during the conven-
tion. Thov arc on the first floor.

A destructive tire visited Puyallup
last week, destroying six buildings, at
a loss of SIO,OOO. Although the fire
originated in a littlesliaek used as a
paint shop it communicated first to
one building after another, at one
time threatening the whole business
portion of the town. There were no
appliances at hand to prevent the
spread of the flames and the people
had to stand by and see their property
go up in smoke. Had the town been
supplied with a fire engine the flames
could have been confined to the shanty
in which they originated. The Puyal-
lup City Council had ordered a fire
engine but it had not yet been re-
ceived from the east.

Tfie oration at the opening of the
Spokane Falls exposition on October
Ist, will be made by Ben Butterwortli,
the Congressmen of Ohio and Secre-
tary of the World's Fair, one of the
most eloquent and able speakers. On
Grand Arm}' day there will be a grand
parade of the veterans and a camp fire
in the evening. T. V. Powderly has
been invited to be present on Labor
day, when all the labor organizations
of this section of the country are ex-
pected to march in line with floats
and allegorical tableau. An athletic day
has been set apart when the different
athletic, clubs of Spokane Falls will
give an interesting exhibition, while a
part of the day will be occupied by
fancy riding.

O'Reilly Hull, a wealthy delegate
from the Walla Walla County Farmers'
alliance, left for Portland Sunday eve-
ning with the .object of interviewing
the principal railroad officers. He
wishes to have abatement charges for
loading grain lowered. Farmers claim
that the charge of fifty cents per ton
for loading grain is extortionate, as
the cost to the railroad company does I
not exceed twenty cents. The work
of the alliance is to get the Union Pa-
cific to make a much lower charge for
loading, and thereby force the Northern
Pacific to lower rates. Fanners are
open in their intention not to ship
grain via the Union Pacific. The
Union Pacific willprobably make extra
good offers to farmers, and willstore
and insure grain in their warehouses
to January 1 without charge, and will
give farmers the privilege to sell to any
one, and will deliver grain anywhere
the purchaser wants it.

A late Taeoma telegram says: It lias
leaked out that a meeting of wealthy
and prominent Republicans was held
in the rooms of the Chamber of Com-
merce in answer to an invitation sent
out and signed by Secretary Snowden,
at which resolutions were passed in-
dorsing W. H. Calkins for United
States Senator. An agreement was
also consummated to raise SIOO,OOO to
be used in forwarding the interests of
a Pierce county man for the Senate.
Nelson Bennett, Robert Wingate, Paul
Schultzc of the Northern Pacific rail-
road company, and like personages to
the number of 112 were present. The
utmost sccresy prevailed throughout,
curtains were drawn to prevent the
light from reaching the street, and
every means taken to keep the pro-
ceedings from becoming known to re-
porters. The money is to be spent like
water to defeat Squire for the nomina-
tion. The fight promises to he the
warmest ever known in the Pacific
Northwest.

Mrs. .Tohn Govan, wife of John Go-
van of Dungeuess, committed suicide
Saturday morning by jumping into the
well. The woman had made several
attempts to kill herself before but was
prevented. Last Monday, a week ago,
she jumped into a cistern and was
nearly drowned, but was rescued and
has been closely watched ever since.
The cistern was looked up and itwas
thought that the woman was getting
better. On Saturday morning, after
breakfust, when her husband aud sons
had gone to their work, she took an
axe and broke the door open which led
to the cistern. In doing so she made
considerable noise, which aroused her
sister who had been taking care of the
sick woman, but before her sister could
get to her she opened the door and
jumped into the cistern. There was
no one near but the sister, who did all
she could to rescuo the craxed woman
who sunk to the bottom and was
drowned. She leaves a husband, five
grown-np sons, an infant daughter and
two sisters, all of whom reside at DUQ-
geness. Temporary insanity is attrib-
uted as the cause 61 the rash act.

PRESIDENT HARRISON COMING WEST.
?A Washington dispatch of the 23d
inst. says that President Harrison will
make a tour of the Pacific coast some
time in May or June of next year, on
the occasion of the dedication of Le-
land Stanford, Jr., university, which
Stanford is about to present to the
State.

The ex-
cursion willfirst go to San Francisco,
and be entertained gt Stanford <> palace,
and also at his magnificent country
seat at Palo Alto. | The splendid uni-
versity will be dedicated in June with
great ceremony, in which the whole
State of California will take part, and
after that the party will be taken to
the Yosemite valley and every other
point of interest between Los Angeles
and the new State of Washington, re-
turning by the Northern Pacific.
