...... lingo prairie arc small patches
of high dry ground, of variable size
and heavily timbered, called cow-
houses. lam uiiai'le to ascertain the
propriety of !i;i- name, unless it be
thai the cattle, deer, and other animals
seek these places for shelter and to get
out of the water. The surface of these
prairies is covered with a deposit of de-
cayed vegetation that has been ac-
cumulating for centuries, and is called
muck. This, varies 111 thickness from
four to ten feet, with water beneath,
and below the water sand. This
singular formation gives to the swamp
its name of Trembling Earth. It will
support the weight of the average man
if lie keeps moving onward: hut if lie
pauses an instant he commences to
sink, and may go tough to his waist
or over his head. every step the
water oozes up arm: :d the feet, v. hile
the muck will trcin! .0 and quiver for
yards around.

There is something grand anil even
sublime to the visiter iu the silent vast-
ncss of this prairie formation. It
stretches nwav !? -fore the eye in every
direction until only limited by the
iiurizou, its perfect stillness only
brokeu by the occasional bellow of
some huge alligator, or the far distant
scream of some unknown bird. Here
and there cau'be seen the track left be-
hind by some hunter, where possiblv
years utrn I n had laboriously poled his
canoe amng in pursuit of game, the
path as distinct and fresh now as if |
made only yesterday. Allaround tish 1
of endless species and sizes can be seen I
swimming and darting about, while
not infrequently the eye may fall upon
some immense alligator or snake sun-
niug himself upon the surface of the
muck and water or slowly sinking out
of sight as soon as he is discovered.
This description conveys a slight but
at liest a very imperfect idea of the
prairie land of this swamp.

Upon the island where wo are at
present encamped are living two
families, with the aged father named
Cheshire. The old gentleman is nearly
80 years of age, and has spent thirty
odd years of ltis life in this spot. At
the time of the expeditiou sent through
the swamp bv the Constitution he acted
as guide, ana is ftdl of reminiscences
of that trip. He is a wonderful fisher-
man. aud indeed calls himself the King
of the swamp, to which position he
was duly appointed and commissioned
by Dr. Little, the State geologisL The
two sous of Mr. Cheshire have their
families here. The men attempt to
cultivate small crops, but spend most
of their time hunting. Their revenue
is almost entirely derived from the sale
of hides of alligators, deer and bears.
The quantity of these that they destroy
and many of their stories of hunting
adventures are almost incredible.
Think of a hunter shooting down four
deer with a rifle, one after another,
ami without moving from one spot.
In several of the lakes that are thickly
interspersed throughout this prairie
the alligators are so numerous and
tierce that they willattack a man in a
boat as soon as he appears among them,
and shooting them by night, which is
the way they are commonly killed, is
sometimes

"

atteuded with no little
danger.

The entire armament of the Cheshire
family cuusists of one ten gauge, ten
pound double-barrelled Remington
shotgun mid two Winchester rifles, one
thirty-eight calibre ami one tbirty-two.
Also a small yellow pine bow, and a
few raiie jirr'»"- -. These latter are
use.l in shunting tish. and I feel safe in
aliiraiinr that the dexterity with which
these men u»e t e.r rude how and

arrows willput to shame the. ttvataga
Atlanta raarksmao with hjp rifle. In
passing over the prairie, one of the
Cheshires will suddenly stop, poise his
littlebow, and semi his little arrow
flying into the water, ordinarily into a
spot where you or I would see notbiug,
but the way in which that arrow will
dance about for the next minuto or
two willconvince you not only that
thcro is au object on the other end of
it, hut that it is an obleot of aome sise,
too. When your hunter pulls up his
arrow behold a four or six pound trout
or black bass, centrally traus.ixed, a
shot that very few of onr ni.uksmen
pould make with a gun Atlanta
Journal.

A New Soporific,

A new narcotic has recently made
its appearance on the scene, says the
Paris IlcraUt. It's composition "is the
following: Chloral and antipyrin,
when brought together, give rise to a
third substance, of which the technical
name is far too complicated to convey
any idea whatever to the mind of a
person who is not a chemist. To
facilitate matters, however, it has been
called hypnal, thereby indicating the
soothing and soporolie properties with
which it is endowed.

Hypnal lias the same action as chloral,
but it has neither its disagreeagle taste
nor is it at all caustic.

When it reaches the stomach and is
acted oil by the gastric juice it resolves
itself into its two component parts,
chloral and antipyrin. It is, therefore,
a very satisfactory way of giving
chloral aud of avoiding some of the
weak points of that drug.

It should be furthermore remarked
that hypnal, of which one gram con-
tains d.-P) grams of chloral and o..k>.
grams of antipyrin, produces at this
dose au effect that is quite as soothing
as if a much larger dose of chloral
alone had been given.

This is, perhaps, duo to the fact that
the chloral is produce I in the stomach
itself; it is there at the moment when
it is formed as a substance?that is to
say, when its power of action is at its
maximum.

This question of the increase of the
therapeutical properties of drugs, ac-
cording to whether they have just been
formed as substances or not, seems to
me one for which a great future is in
store, anil I would strongly recoiu-
meud all who are anxious to "make dis-
coveries to follow up this subject,
which they will certainly find a most
satisfactory one, if I eau judge from
the unexpected result that I have my-
self obtained in a number of cases.

Rcinarkablr Ceremony In InUiA.

Invitations were recently issued to
all edtteers and other European and na-
tty© residents to witness a festival
Kuown as "Agni Kund," which literal
ly means walking over a pool of fire,
at the residence of the rani of Coorg,
says a letter from Benares. The invi-
tations were largely responded to, and
all the European spectators were aston-
ished at seeiug the natives walking
over a pool of living coals. The place
where tho lire was placed was about 2C
feet long, 4 feet wide, and 2 feet deep.
At one eud of this was situated the
god of tires, made of kneaded Hour,and
the great god Mahadeo was conveyed
around the fire three times in a grand
palanquin borne by priests, amid great
singing and dancing (something after
the fashion of the Indian war daDce
and song). After the third turn oue ol
the priests, with a drawn sword, sever-
ed the head of the god of tires, which
they said had the effect of "cooling the
fire." After the defeat of the god
several natives.young aud old,of differ
ent castes, walked across tho tire with
bare reel. None or ibem complained,
but repealed their walks.
