That astute Republican politician and
stump orator, W. H. Calkins, from Ta-
comu, addressed the people of Olympia
Tuesdav night, at Columbia Hall, and
did his best to ill them full of sophisti-
cal and illogical ideas.

Does this pretention run in conformity
with good reason, and can they sub-
stantiate their allegation by uncon-
tradictory arguments? We say no;
decidedly no. Let us sce what has
already transpired that demonstrates
a contrary result to that claimed by
the tariff beneficiaries. The leading
dry goods house in the mnation’s
metropolis, Strawbridge & Clothier,
have announced in their newspaper
advertisements and circulars that,
“The new tariff law which went into
effect October 6th, will of course, result
in advance of prices on foreign goods of
almost all description.”” And it stands
to reason that if prices are raised on
these, the prices of like goods manu-
factured in this country will also be
raised, and this has already been done
universally. Do we need any stronger
arguments than those made by the
business men of our country? There
are none stronger.

Turn to another striking and com-
pact tariff argument, found in the ad-
vertisement of another dealer in dry
goods and clothing of New York, that
of E. O. Thompson, which is, to-wit:
“We have now in stock this season’s
importations, and we offer them at
old tariff prices.”

Every one familiar with the subject of
tariff knows that the old wasa war
tariff, levied for the purpose of raising
an enormous revenue then demanded
by our country, made necessary by a
bloody internal war.

The new is a war tariff eclipsing in
magnitude the old, as the brightest of
the sun eclipses that of the moon, and
is tariff against THE PeorrLE. To him
who objects to a prohibitory tariff this
is a convincing demonstration, es-
pecially to those who object to high
taxation and high prices. A word to
the wise is sufficient. A free people
will not always be imposed upon, and

At South Bay.

A large and enthusiastic Democratic
meeting was held in the =school
house, at South Bay, Wednesday night.

There were over fifty voters and
some thirty ladies present, to listen to
the expounding of true political doc-
trine, as itreffects the people in general,
and the people of the Pacific north-
west in particular.
