Itinse
thoroughly, turu down on a dry towel to
drain and dry, and when ready to put up,
dry, wipe gently with a very soft, thin
cloth or a piece of silk kept specially for
that purpose, but rubbing or attempting
to polish will soon tarnish any gilding. If
through any carelessness or accident gild
Ing becomes tarnished, a slight polishing
with a chamois skin with a very little
whiting may be tried, bat It Is a misfort-
une when any such cleansing becomi-s a
work of necessity.
