Very
few people justify the presence of
boys in saloons, whether they are
allowed to drink and gamble or not,
and the quickest way for saloon men
to lose the support of this controlling
sentiment, is to violate the law in
that particular. It is said that Ott
defies the “ banker,” and threatens if
any effort is made to recover the
money he grabbed from the table he
will give information for allowing
minors to gamble.
