TRACK EXTENSION.
TO CONNECT THE PIPE FACTORY

ON EASTSIDE.
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A movement is on foot to secure
switch connection with the Northern
Pacific on hoth sides the inlet, and the
Hoard of Trade.at its meeting Wednes-
day night, authorized its president to
appoint a committee to present the
matter to the railroad company.

A very easy and inexpensive plan
for switch connection is by Jefferson
strict from the main track near the
Seventh street tunnel. This would
hring connection to the pipe factory,
so long medial, and the other manu-

facturing cnti rprises established and
contemplated on the Eastside water-

front.
A canvass of public sentiment re-

veals the fact that the property owners
on the route proposed over Jefferson
street are almost unanimous in sup-
port of the proposition, and we doubt
very much if anybody will object to
the city giving the right of way for all
the trains that may he employed in
carrying away products t hat constitute
a solid basis for prosperity. The
Olympia Doorand Lumber Co. propose
to donate the ties and as it will take
less than one-third of a mile of iron
to lay tiie track, an amount that can
be picked up at any of the company's
car-shops, it seems altogether probable
that this reipiest will be granted hy
the company.

Property owners on Westside are
likewise making efforts to secure
trackage connection with the Northern
Pacific. They claim that at least
three large manufacturing industries
that would have employed several
hundred men have been lost on ac-
count of the anticipated difficultyand
cost of making shipments of their
products. The Westside mill, it is
said, could have orders that would
keep it running on full time the year

round, if this want was he supplied.
It is, however, not so easy a matter

to secure trackage for Westside as to
connect business on the Eastside by
the Jefferson street project, the dis-
tance being greater, and the track will
of necessity have to be laid on a tres-
tle. While both seem to be equally
necessary and imperative, let us act
unitedly in advancing the prospects of
either, as well as both, projects.

A Question of Authority.

An interesting question was raised
here a few days ago and was given
considerable attention by Governor
McGraw. It related to the power of
the chief executive to recall a veto.
The question arose during the visit of
l)r. F. A. Pomeroy and D. H. Stewart,
of Cheney, who were here for the
avowed purpose of urging Governor
McGraw to recall his veto in so far as
the maintenance of the Cheney nor-
mal school was concerned. " I met
them in Seattle," said the Governor
yesterday to a scribe of the STANDARD,
" just after my return from Protection
Island. They stated their case and I
at once informed thein that it was
clearly out of the question for the
Governor to repeal a law. I explained
that after the Governor had signed a
hilland the same had heen transmitted
to the Secretary of State, he could no
more recall it than could any other
individual. On the contrary, they
urged that four well-known ar.d re-
sponsible lawyers of Seattle had in-
formed them that the Governor had
the power they claimed he had. I
told them that the opinions of these
gentlemen would certainly lead me to

make a careful examination of the
question. We came on to Olympia.
Two more lawyers of acknowledged
eminence were asked about the mat-
ter. One of them laughed at the idea
of such a suggestion. It was absurd;
and the Cheney delegation was in-
formed that the matter was absolute-
ly beyond the power of the Gover-
nor. My conception of this important
question is this," continued Mr. Mc-
Graw, " so long as a bill remains in
the literal possession of the Governor,
even though it lias been signed, the
Governor can erase the signature and
thus hold the measure for further
consideration and investigation, but as
soon as it has been transmitted to the
Secretary of State and a receipt given
to the Governor, it becomes a law, and
canuot be amended or repealed with
out legislative action."

A Touch Calf.

A very neat and seasonable retort

was that made by Attorney Skill-
man, the other day, on Attorney
Millette,during the trial of a suit in
the Superior Court. The former gen-
tleman in the course of his remarks,
alluded to a " veal calf," which his
brother for the other side doubtless re-

plainly in view, wherein a universally
conceded calf is by no means veal."
