ABSOLUTELY PURE
A TAME CONVENTION.

THE BACKBONE OF THE PARTY
SEEMS BROKEN.

Tbe Old Leaders ol (lie Party Rele-
gated to the Shades ol Obscurity

?The Victors Try to Kteer the

Craft Into Still Waters and

Think They Have Succeeded In
Doing So.

The Republicans succeeded in sub-
duing the turbulent elements in their
convention Saturday, and it passed off
with scarcely a ripple from tbe under-
current of discord known to prevail.
The deposed faction were too thorough
politicians to make an open light
against the inevitable, and contented
themselves by an apparent acquies-
cence, to better enable them to
throttle tbe victors as the canvass pro-
gresses. They are not to be blamed
for this course, for it is an open se-
cret that had tbe deposed chiefs pre-
cipitated a conflict there would have
been a large wash of soiled linen hung

out to dry, and it was noted that the

victors had their washboards, tubs,
and soap ready for the job.

The committee was called to order
by the chairman of the County Com-

mittee, Attorney General Haight, who
prefaced ita organization by the usual
stereotyped speech of the party fugle-
man, in which all the blame for hard
times, incident to Republican rule,
was charged up to the Democratic
party. C. H. Ayer was then elected
temporary chairman, and that gentle-
man promptly responded to the call.
The set-speech he made indicated that
it was cut-and-dried that he was
selected as well for permanent presid-
ing officer. He deplored the condition
of county affairs, and suggested a revis-
sion of the laws which have made such
an extravagant system possible. He
thought the Republican party was the
proper medium for reform, although it
was patent to his auditors that a Re-
publican legislature had made the ob-
noxious laws which have resulted in
such maladministration, and that
they have been administered by Re-
publicans almost exclusively the past
decade. If au honest confession is
good for the soul, his spirit must have
found relief. Ifcandor was wanting,
it was found in all its amplitude in the
remarks of the temporary permanent
chairman.

E. J. Smith was then elected Sec-
retary and Mark Reed assistant, but
Mark asked to be erased.

The convention then adjourned till
1:30 p. M. On reassembling, and after
adoption of the report of the Com-
mittee on Credentials (there being no
contests) the temporary organization
was, as expected, made permanent.

He
worked 14J days when the work gave
out and the horse was not delivered.
Barkley saw the horse on the Ist inst.,
tied in front of Stockand's place and
assumed possession, and Stockand
brought suit for its recovery. The
court decided that the horse should be
returned to Stockand on payment of
costs of the proceedings, leaving the
question of ownership to be settled by
the parties.

THE BAND STOCKHOLDERS MEET.?
The stockholders of the Capital City
Band, met at Dr. Armstrong's office,
Monday night, and elected a board of
directors consisting of A. W. Wisner,

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THEOSOPHY REVIEWED.

An Abstract of Dr. Dean Clarke's
Lecture.

Dr. Dean Clarke, the well known
lecturer, gave an interesting lecture
at Liberal hall, last Sunday evening,
upon the pretentious new religious
cult known as Theosopliy. He said
he had examined, without prejudice
and with much care, its doctrines and
its claims, and while finding in it
much of truth recognized generally by
modern thinkers, some of its cardinal
doctrines are purely speculative and
are supported only by sophistical rea-
soning. While professing "no creed,"
its teachers promulgate dogmas with
as much ex cathedra authority as a
Moses, who claimed a " Thus saith the
Lord" as his surety for truth. Thue
saith the Mahatmas, was Madam Bla-
vatsky's authority, though she and all
her followers have thus far failed to
furnish any credible proof of their
existence, and Wm. Emmett Coleman,
of San Francisco, the ablest oriental
scholar in America, is preparing a
book in which he will prove that all
that Madatn B. ascribed to Mahatmas
are plagarisms of her own from vol-
umes in his possession. He will give
page and paragraph containing over
two thousand passages that she pla-
garized and published in her various
volumes, as the teachings of these
mythical Adebt p. claims that ho
shall prove her to have been the great-
est imposter of the ninteeuth century,
in fact the " Anti-Christ" of the pres-
ent dispensation.

" But," says the doctor, " the truth
of any cult does not depend upon its
author, or source, but in its fidelity to
facts and its harmony with nature and
reason. Let us test two of the funda-
mental dogmas of Theosophy and see
if they will stand the test of reason
fend logic, viz: Karma and Reincar-
nation.

" Madam 8., in her 1 Key to Tlieoso-
pliy,' thus defines Karma: 'Karma ia
the ultimate law o{ the universe, the
source, origin and (ount of all other
laws which exist throughout Nature.
It is the unerring law which adjusts
effect to cause, on the spiritual, men-
tal and physical planes of being. It
adjusts wisely, intelligentlyand equi-
tably each effect to ea£h cause, tracing
the latter back to its producer.' An-
other author defines it as' but another
name for the great unknowable cause-
less cause.' To sum it up in short, as
applied to tnankiud, it means charac-
ter. It is claimed by Theosopbiats that
the Kartna we made in a previous hu-
man existence has determined our
condition and lot in every respect, in
our present life. Reincarnation is
generally understood to mean a suc-
cession of earthly embodiments in
each of which lives the same spiritual
ego, but manifest with a different body,
uame and «ature even sometimes.to a
change of sex. The number of times
it is to occur, authorities differ much
about (knowing nothing, but believing
much), but if it be true, as further
claimed, that each human being must
have the same experience as every
other one, logically we may infer that
each must therefore be reincarnated
as many times as there are human
souls in the universe going the rounds!

"Logically, Theosophy denies one of
the best established laws in nature
heredity; for it claims that we are not
what our ancestry and parentage
made us, but what we made ourselves
by the Karma of a pre-existence, for
we have no parentage but for our bod-
ies ! Fathers and mothers who clasp
their darlings in their arms are not
embracing their offspring at all, but
mayhap are fondling some reincarnat-
ed barbarian, thief, robber or murder-
er! Thus the doctrines of this mysti-
cal cult, logically applied, destroy all
kindred and family ties, and the sweet
associations of father, mother, brother
and sister are relegated to the plane
of the brutes who know only the at-
tractions of association I

" True anthropology, or human sci-
ence, repudiates these bitarre doctriues
of Theosophy, for it proves that both
body and spirit are the offspring of the
parents, that both have the race and
family characteristics,[and manifest, as
a rule, the more or less combined per-
sonal qualities of mind and body of
the parents, or, as in some instances,
of some ancestor. The apparent ex-
ceptions to this great law of inheri-
tance as in the case of a genius born
to common-place parents, may all be
accounted for by antenatal influences
upon the mother's mind, and the sub-
sequent gift of psychological inspira-
tion, which in most cases is a syno-
nym of genius.

" Both Karma and Reincarnation rest
upon the unproved assumption of per-
sonal pre-existence. No positive facts
have been furnishid to demonstrate
an individual previous existence;
hence Theosophy begs the question,
and assumes as a fact what is mere
speculative theory, which is squarely
opposed by the undeniable facts of the
universal law of heredity. There is
one universal law of generation run-
ning through organic nature. All be-

It is but gross materialism,
really assuming the superiority of mat-
ter over spirit, to teach the necessity
of innumerable reincarnations in a
physical body, or of any reincarnation
at all in order to perfect our spirits.
When once we are individualized by
the development of a spiritual body,
which occurs synchronously with that
of the physical form, by the great law
of evolution, which never takes back
tracks, nor repeats its steps of progress,
we rise to a nigher lire in the spirit
world, where every condition is found
for continued growth and ascent in
the path ot eternal progress.

" If any lesson belonging to earth is
left unlearned, the decarnated spirit
can still approach the earth, or is held
by the spiritual law of gravity suffi-
ciently near it, to finish its tuition in
thiß primary school, without the use-
less repetition of embryonic, foetal,
infantile, childish and youthful exper-
iences in learniug how to use and care
for the wants of a new physical body,
a thousand or million times over and
over!

If the murderer must
be murdered' for the exact balancing
of accounts,' according to Theosophy,
the crime would never cease, and final
justice would never be reached so long
as reincarnation takes place."

Thus the speaker demolished, one
after another, of the theosophical dog-
mas and sophistries, and but for want
of time be claimed he could Bhow the
equal absurdity of others including
their " Seven principles ia man," " As-
tral shells," their mid-world boudoir
in Devachan, and their other infinitely
belittling and absurd ideas of decar-
nated spirits and of the greatness and
grandeur of the future spirit life.
