One of the largest and  most harmo-

REPORT ADOPTED.

The Committee on Resolutions re-
ported the following:

We, the Democracy of Thurston county in con-
vention assembled, do declare the following prin-
ciples, to-wit:

We most heartily re-affirm the platform enun-
c.ated by the Democratic National Convention of
1892 and the Democratic Siate Platform as adopt-
ed 8t Olympia the same year, and we commepd
the course of President Cleveland since bis inau-
guratiop on_March 4, 1893, including his letter to
Wilson and his letter to Catchinge. In these
letters his course may have lacked a p nt,
but ifa precedent was needed he has made one
aud a good one.

We denouunce the Reilly funding bill as unwise
and unpatriotic and demand that our Representa-
tive in Congress shall use every eflort to further
the foreclosure of the Government mortgage on
the Union and Central Pacific_railroads, anda that
one transcontinental railroad shall be owned
controlled and operated by the Government sml
for the benefit of the people.

We believe that every department of our na-
tioual. State, connty aud municipal government
should be conducted ou principles of the most
rivid economy in order that the people may be
re ieved from the present burdensome taxation.

We believe that the couaty offices should be
kept open continuously from 8 o'clock in the
worning until at least 5 o’clock in the afternoon
whenever an ofticer is allowed a deputy.

We helieve every energy of legislation should
be exerted to further the construction of good

roads in order that all classes of the communit,
niay be beuefited and more particularly the farm-
rs,

\We denounce those Senators of the United
Bialus who op) the passage of the Wilson
turitl bili as false to the couutry, false to the
.-alny. false to their pledges and false to them-
bUiVes.

We believe silver should be restored to the
place it occupied in the commerce and circulation
of the wortd before it was demonetized by the in-
famous Republican legislation of 1873,

We believe that the use of the telegraph ie too
great a convenience to business for its rates to be
controlled by monopolies, and to bring it within
reach of the people we favor government cortrol
aud operation orme principal lines in conunection
with the United States mail service.

We pledee our members of the Le-islature to
such legielation as will cut off al superflous
clerks aud commis=sions now maintained by the
State and paid trom the peonleTs mnopey, and we
alao pitdge oir Represeutguves to secure such
Iegislution as may rehieve the oppressed taxpayer
from the heavy peunalty und excessive interest
exucted for delinguent tauxes uow due or to become
due.
