President Cleveland is quietly at-
tending to his official duties just as

though there had never been such a

thing as an election. He hasn't said
a word on the subject to anyone who
had authority to make it public, but
it is certain he has been doing a lot of
thinking, and those able to read be-
tween the lines will be able to form a

pretty good idea of the trend of his
thoughts when, in a few weeks, his
annual message to Congress shall he
made public. While be has said noth-
ing publicly, his closest personal
friends have left the impression upon

those with whom they have talked
that the president does not consider
himself in any way responsible for the
unexpected Democratic defeat.

While few Democrats of any promi-
nence care to be personally quoted on
the subject of the elections, every

one with whom your correspondent
has come in contact agrees that the

greatest single source of Democratic
troubles has been the lack of harmony
within the party, which was made so

painfully apparent during- the last
session of Congress. The result of
the election is merely an application
of the proverb, " Uuited we stand, di-
vided we fall," and the lesson must be
taken to heart and profited by if the
party calculates to go into the cam-
paign of'% with a reasonable chance
to win. " A house divided against it-
self must fall."

Senator Faulkner, Chairman of the
Democratic Congressional Campaign
Committee, rises from the wreck to
say a few words, which are both ex-
planatory and wise. He says: "The
history of politics willshow that every
landslide is the result of dissatisfac-
tion, discontent and want of confi-
dence of the members of the majority
party, whose action produces the re-
sult that surprises and astonishes the
people?not by voting the opposing
ticket, hut simply remaining away
froni the polls. The results of this
election when ascertained will, I am
sure, verily this conclusion. We have
as many voters iu the country as we
had in 'll2, who believe in the princi-
ples of the Democratic party, but the
recent business paralysis, financial
stringency, economic legislation?the
beneiits of which have not been de-
veloped?party dlsscntions, crimina-
tions and recriminations resulted in
such apathy as to cause the stay-at-
hoine vote to produce the surprising
result. That is my honest judgment,

i If we hope for success iu 'UO we should
| maintain with fearlessness and de-
| termination the attitude we assumed
iu '112; let personal and party bicker-
ings of the past bury their dead, and
unite in an earnest etl'ort to harmonize
those differences which have so ser-

' ionslv affected our organization."
The returns from the elections were

galling enough to Democrats iu Wash-
ington, but there was another thing
connected therewith that was even
more galling to Democrats. That
was, that some of the loudest cheers
from the crowds which surrounded
the newspaper bulletins with all the
eagerness of a Presidential election,
when the news was favorable to the
Republicans, came from the mouths
of Republicans who held otlice under
the Democratic administration.

The friends of Reed, Harrison and
McKinley are verv much alarmed at
the prominence of Morton as a Presi-
dential candidate. They know that
Tom l'latt intended when he nomi-
nated Morton for Governor of New
York to push him for the Presidential
nomination of his party, if he succeed-
ed in getting him elected Governor,
and they know that Morton's barrel
will be ou tap at the next Republican

They stood up
under the election returns with all

A few days ago a
man born in Washington, and who has
been a Democrat all his life, was ap-
pointed postmaster, the term of the
Republican incumbent having expired.
As he willhe the lirst postmaster the
local Democrats have had since the
war, it was perfectly natural that some
of his Democratic friends should en-
tertain the hope of succeeding some of
the numerous Republican employes of
the postoilice after the Democratic
postmaster takes hold, and just as
natural -that he should look forward
witli pleasure to appointing them.

llarbor Improvements.

The furnishing of brush to sustain
the embankments made in our harbor
improvements proves a much larger
job than was contemplated by our
City Council, and the efforts of Van
Epps A McClelland to keep up with
the work have been supplemented by
employment of ull the teams that can
be obtained to haul brush from all
available points of supply. A gang of
men are at work on Bush prairie and
car-loads are brought in dailyby the
l'ort Townsend Southern. A large
force of workmen are employed, night
and day forming the bulkhead. It is
made by first driving a row of pilesalong
the front and one 15 or 20 feet back,
between these are laid the "brush,"
consisting of fir trees from ten to
twenty feet lone, the huts outward,
interspersed with layers of hay. This is
weighted down with alternate deposits
of mud. The water as passing
from the dredger, heavily charged with
silt percolates through this mass of
houghs and hay, soon become a firm em-
bankment, which holds the remainder
of the mud from the discharge pipe,
The work so far has been on the
eastern abutment of the channel, ex-
tending from Third street, on the
north to the alley between Fourth
and Fifth on the south side of Long
bridge. It seems to he durable, and it
is thought will withstand the severe
wash from the ebb and flow of the
tide, which will as the work progresses
pass willi the rapidity of the current of a
mill-race between the two abutments,
