The word translated for want of bet-
ter interpretation with knave was
*‘Bube,” the most offensive term in the
German language if applied in the
sense of anger to a man, and the threat
against the emperor was conveyed by
the following words: ‘Das sol mir der
Bube bussen.”

There was a moment of awful silence
and then followed a stampede led by
the ministers, who rushed out of the
palace as if a pestilence were upon
them. and in an incredibly short time
the Bismarck family found themselves
alone in the brilliantly lighted saloons.
I do not believe anybody has dared
to repeat the princess’ dreadful words
of import to the emperor, though,
no doubt, the fact of something
very shocking having been said
by the princess was probably re-
rorted to his majesty. When people
talk of the mere possibility of a recon-
ciliation between the emperor and Bis-
marck they are ignorant of the condi-
tions under which they parted.

Many men have, after all, been more
unfortunate than Bismarck. He has
been well paid; no statesman ever bet-
ter. lle has been raised from the ob-
scurity of a Pomeranian “krautjunker”
with an incumbered estate and only
enough worldly possessions to eke out
a bare living to the dignity of a prince
of the empire and the duke of Lauen-
burg, endowed with a magnificent estate
in the Sachsenwald, the ancestral estate
of Schonhausen, purchased for him by
the nation, and the estate of Varzin,
clear of mortgages. To put it in plain
figures, Prince Bismarck enjoys now a
competency closely estimated at fifty
thousand pounds a year, and, better
than all, he is still the idol of a large
part of Germany's population.

“Who says the peacock hasugly feet?
remarked Taxidermist Wood, of the
Smithsonian institution, to a Washing
ton Star reporter. “I have heard and
read that piece of nonsense ever since 1
was a child, and I understand that it is
recorded as an ornithological truth in
elassic Greek and Latin. You will come
sacross mention of it even in fables. To
my mind it affords an-illustration of
the fact that most people mnever use
their own physical senses actively but
depend for their notion of life and
things upon the observations of others.

“I have just finished mounting this
pair of peacocks. Isn’t the male bird a
beauty? You can see for yourself that
his feet are decidedly pretty and well
shaped and rather small in proportion
to his size. They are very slightly big-
ger than those of a turkey and are de-
cidedly handsomer. The same can be
said of the hen bird, inattractive though
the latter is in other points. » ‘Wherever
in the feathered kingdom the cock bird
is the handsomer he does the courting,
while in the comparatively unusual
case where the female is more gorgeous
ahe it is that takes initiative in the
Jove making.

“It is a curious thing to observe that
the male peacock in courting his chosen
mate approaches her not with the
brightly colored face of his feathery
fan toward her but backward. Then,
on coming close, he wheels suddenly
about with every plume trembling in
the sunlight and dazzles her all at once
with his beauty. As-for the popular
misconception respecting his feet, there
ean be no doubt as to how it originated.
When the peacock is pointed at, being
naturally a wild bird, he is apt to drop
his fan and scuttle away. Thus the
jmpression was conveyed to the ignor-
ant that he imagined his feet to be ob-
jects of attention and accordingly

sought to hide them. Of course nothing
could be more absurd.”

AN ANCIENT _SAYING.
How the Phrase ‘ Beaten to a Jolly™
Originated.

“The phrase ‘beaten to amummy’ has
been familiar to me from my youth
and up, and I have always understood
{t as ‘beaten to a jelly,’” says a writer
in Waverly Magazine. *Does it not re-
{er to the medicinal substance formerly
known as mummy, which kept its place
in our dispensatories antil pretty late
in the last century? It was variously
composed and not always of the same
consistence, but in general appearance
would probably resemble that of soft
pitch.

Some of these have the consistency of
oil, others that of an ointment. It is
clear, from the references in Nares,
that mummy and its preparations were
well known and from the ‘make
mummy of my flesh,” which Nares
quotes'from an old play, to ‘beaten toa
mummy’ is a natural and easy stop.”

FOR HIGH AIR SOUNDINGS.

A Frenchman Has Invented a Balloon for
Making Meteorological Observations.
The employment of free balloons for

meteorological observations at very

great heights has long been discussed,
but hitherto with little practical result,
because as yet no balloon suitable for
this purpose has been devised. M. Ch.

Renard, a French scientist, however,

has just presented to the Paris academy

a design for such a balloon which prom-

ises to be a success.

His proposed miniature vessel for
sounding the atmosphere, according to
the New York Herald, is supplied with
a very light self-recording barometer
and self-recording thermometer, partly
made of aluminum, each weighing less
than five pounds. To prevent derange-
ment of the registering apparatus upon
the fall of the balloon he provides each
instrument with an elastic guard so
effective that the clockwork of the in-
strument is not interrnpted by the
shock of the fall. The total weight,
instruments included, does not exceed
twenty-one pounds avoirdupois.

If found to work satisfactorily this
simple and apparently cheap device
will marka new era in meteorology. At
present meteorologists know but little
more by direct instrumental gauging of
the upper atmosphere than the fauna
inhabiting the floor of the Atlantic
know of the gulf stream and its asso~
ciate surface currents.

Civil Marriage in Hungary. -

ry precipitated by Premier Wekerle is
beginning to attract attention all over
Europe. The premier is endeavoring to
force the passage of a bill making a
civil marriage sufficient in law, and the
bishops are united in opposing him.
i The latter have issued manifestoes pro-
| testing against the proposed law
lon the ground that it is con-

trary to the law of God, and they
{have called upon the representa-
| tives, whose official acts they are sup-
| posed to greatly influence if not con-
| trol, to vote against the measure. The
| fate of the bill is uncertain. It will
| doubtless be passed by the lower

*“The beauty of this illuminator,”
said Dr. Phillips to a Herald man,
“lies in the fact that it enables us to
read certain conditions of the head
which counld only be learned hercto-
fore by operations or probings.  If the
light shines throush one side of the
faee and not the other we know the
dark side is affected. It also throws a
light throush the bones of the face
and discloses formations of the bone
which, under other eircumstances,
could only be ascertained by drilling
to the bones. Placed in the eorner of
the eye. the light shines up through
the cavity in the frontal bone just over
the eyebrow. Catarrhal diseases are
thus located.”

Here the doctor placed a small sec-
tion of rubber hose over the light
which he held in his hand at the time.

**Now notice how this shines through
my thumb,” he continued. *“Well, if
there was a splinter there it could be
accurately located. Any disarrange-
ment of the small hones of the hand
could be ascertained in the same man-
ner. This practical use of electricity
in surgery is not new, however,” add-
ed the doctor. *The first man to util-
ize it was Voltolini. Inregard to these
newer instruments which I have about
me I have just added improvements.
Here is a search light,” said Dr,
Phillips, taking up a curved piece of
nickel made to fit over the head and
come down between the brows. Be-
tween the brows was a lens which
stood out like the glass of a bull's-eye
lantern. It was connected by wires
with a storage battery. A switch was
turned and a bright light shone out
from the apparatus like a star on the
forehead of a ballet dancer. “This
light,” said the physician, ‘“shines into
and down the throat of a patient who
is being examined for throat troubles.
This latter examination can also be
performed by the insertion of a small
electric light the size of a pea. There
is another instrument consisting of a
flexible tube with a small lamp at the
end and connected with a battery.
The patient swallows the lamp, and
when it reaches the stomach it shines
through so diseased organism can be
plainly read from the outside. The
c‘reulation is visible and an abnormal

development stands out like a mole on
& person’s cheek. All these imple-
ments and devices,” added Dr. Phillips

in conclusion, ‘“‘are the result of study

made by prominent physicians and
surgeons. I have not invented these
things. I have only developed them.
We haven’t reached the highest devel-
opment of the use of electricity in the
medical science yet. We are working
uow on new lines.”

A Druldical Customm That Is Still Ob-

served in Warwickshire.

History books confidently assert that
the Druids have long ceased to exist in
England. Doubt is thrown on this
assertion by a quaint custom held in
the stormy dawn of a recent morning
around the remnants of a British tu-
mulus which exists at Knightlow in
Warwickshire, where the duke of Buc-
cleuch, as lord of the Hundred, exacted
payment of certain tributes which date
from the misty times of our Druidical
ancestors.

The duke did not himself appear in
the character of a Druid to collect the
dues, but was represented by his agent.
Payment is made by twenty-eight par-
ishes of the old Hundred of Knightlow,
the tax being called ‘‘wroth silver.”;

What it was instituted for nobody
Ikmows, and nobody knows exactly why
it was maintained. It only produces
about ning shillings, but if any pa_rish
neglects to pay the duke has the right
to exact from it a white bull, with red
nose and ears. The representatives of
the different parishes must assemble at
the tumulus before or on November 11,
march thrice around a hollow stone,
saying: “‘The wroth money,” and de-
posit the tribute in the cavity, from
which the duke’s representative gathers
it up, says the London Telegraph.

Little Books.

New York Tribune: The miniature
prayer-books and other toy volumes in
which vur great-grandmothers delight-
ed have returned to favor. Some of
the new prayer books meunsure two
and a half by one and three-quarters
inches. Nevertheless the portions of
the service most used are printed in
what ie known as agate type and are
readily read without a glass. These
dainty little books are usually bound
in white morocco, tipped with gold
and silver, and cost §11 upward. They
are sometimes suspended from a chain
attached to a finger ring, so that they
may be carried in this way. The little
dictionary, which contains twenty
thousand words, is even tinier than
the prayer-book. Its print can only
be read by a magnifying-glass, which
is conveniently framed in the cover.
