FISH ALIVE IN BOILING WATER. ,

A Nevada Specie. Which Died on Being
Put Into a Cold Fluid.

' One of the most remarkable diseov- i
erics in the shape of a peculiar species
of fish ever made on this continent was
that made at Carson City, Nev., in 1876.
At that time both the Hale & N'oreross j
and the Savage mines were down to 1
what is known as the "2,200-foot ;
level." When at that depth a subter-
ranean lake of boiling water was
tapped. The accident flooded both
mines to the depth of 400 feet. After
the water had all been pumped out ex-
cept that which had gathered in basins
and in the inaccessible portions of the
works, and when the water still had a
temperature of 128 degrees?nearly
scalding hot?many queer-looking lit-
tle blood-red fish were taken out. In
appearance they resembled goldfish.
They seemed lively and sportive
enough when they were in their native
element boiling water notwith-
standing the fact that they did not
even have rudimentary eyes. When
the fish were taken out of the hot
water and put into buckets of cold
water for the purpose of being trans-
ported to the surface, they died as

quickly as a perch or bass would if
plunged into a kettle of water that
was scalding hot; not only this, but
the 6kin peeled offexactly as if they
had been boiled. Eyeless fish are com-
mon enough in all subterranean lakes
and rivers, but this is the only case on
record of living fish being found in
boiling water.

NATURAL ICEHOUSE.

Columbia River Curiosity Which Is Simply
Unique.

In Washington a coulee is a ravine
that a river has worn for itself and
then abandoned for another course,
says the New Orleans Picayune. The
coulees of the Columbia river are im-
mense ravines worn out of the basaltic
rock, with perpendicular walls on
either side from one thousand to fifteen
hundred feet high. Through this re-
gion the Great Northern railroad runs.

A f« w days ago passersby in Broad-
way. looking through the high fence
tn.tt surrounds Trinity churchyard,
saw a slender black-gowned girl kneel-
ing by the grave <>f Charlotte Temple.
Her head was bowed in her hands,
and she seemed utterly lost to her
surroundings. After awhile she arose
with a very pale face, walked swiftly
through the gates and disappeared in
the crowd. She was only one of many
devotees at the shrine of the poor girl
who died for love. Nobody ever visits
Trinity churchyard without pausing
for a few minutes before the big
brown slab that bears only the name
?' Charlotte Temple."

"Oli, yes!" said the gray-haired old
man whose duty it is to see that the
ancient tombs are kept in order. "It
is the most popular grave in the yard.
I have been here going on 17 years
now, and there have been very few
days in good weather when the grave
has not had a visitor. Several times
1 have seen women come here and
stand in the cold and sleet and snow
looking at the tomb. Somehow they
always look a« if they were in trouble.

"Seven or eight years ago I began
to put potted tlowers, geraniums and
the like on the grave, and I have kept
it up every summer since. It is main-
ly to mark the grave, so that visitors
can ft ml it.

BIG PAY FOR TEA TASTERS.

One Kxpert l» itcporled lo Kcrelveu
Salary of ?SU,IM>U u Year.

Sail Francisco Examiner.
" Since the Canadian Pacific railroad

was completed and a line of steamers
established from the orient," said a tea
taster to a reporter, " immense cargoes
of tea have been going there from Chi-
na, Japan and other countries. It has
been my business to examine and taste
various samples from these cargoes. I
have also visited Ceylon and nearly all
of the tea-growing countries of the ori-
ent to observe the mode of putting up
the tea. It is astonishing the way they
manage to adulterate it over there.
The packers are so skillful that they
slip in a great deal of inferior tea and
work it ofT under good brands. This
makes the merchants who afterward
handled it complain. Packages of tea
of a certain brand will be found ah
that could be desired, while othei
packages bearing the same brand an
in the same cargo will be highly
adulterated. As this tea is very cost-
ly, there is need of experts to examine
it. They must be good ones, forevery-
thing depends 'or the lime being on
their judgment. A taster can only
taste a few hours at a time, when he
is weakened and has to take a rest.

Besides this, when he begins a job of
tasting, he must take special pains to
get himself in shape for it. I was
alaiut six weeks getting ready for ex
amining some cargoes in the ware-
houses here for the government. Be-
fore I began I did not taste intoxicants
in any form and did not even smoke.
At the same time I was careful not to
eat strong peppers or spices, or, in
fact, anything that could distort the
taste. One must be in as perfect con-
dition, in order to properly judge of
teas be tastes, as a horse is when pre-
pared for the Derby. He must be at
his best and must feel that he is. The
best tea-tasters of the country make
enormous sums, considering the time
employed ; iflo.ooo a year is a low sum,
and oftentimes from $20,000 to $30,-
000 is made, and even more. I know
a man in the business who made soo,-
000. It all depends on his standing,
the number of limes he is called as a
taster and what he can endure."
