A man giving hid name an John
Billings, has been creating considera-
ble diversion among cmr police ollicers
the past few days. Monday he was
arrested by Officer Mack on a charge
of vagrancy. When brought before
Justice Atkins, he proceeded to ven-

tillate his opinion regarding police of-
ficers in general and the force in
Olympia in particular. It could not
by any forced construction be regarded
as Haltering. The Justice thought
that as there seemed to be such a

wide difference of opinion between the
guardians of the peace and ttieir guest,
that sound public policy required a
severance of the associations which
had hitherto bred only dislike, so he
decreed that Mr. Billings should pay a
fine of S3O, stand committed for JO
days, or leave town within two hours.
The prisoner insislod that he could
not possibly shake the clam-shells
from his feet for twenty-four hours, but
the justice thought differently and
finally insisted that it was an instance
in which expedition was highly com-
mendable.

Upon release, Mr. Billings spent the
greater portion of his two hours of
suspense of sentence in visiting the
Mayor, the Prosecuting Attorney, and
everybody else in authority, to protest
against the police. Chief Northup
was informed that the proper way for
him (Billings) to do was to take
Blank for an example and kill oil' a
number of our already small force of
guardians of the peace. Hj did not
go away, however, and Tuesday morn-

ing, he was arrested and placed in the
cooler, when he has been just as vio-
lent, and spends his time in cursing
everyliody. This vindictive nature

found expression likewise in plugging
up the keyholes of all inside doors so

they cannot be opened. He says he
willget even with everybody when he
gets out. It willbe well for Every-
body to be ready for him.

The residence of C. C. Paul, at
Blaine, was burned last week, causing
a loss of $2,500, with an insurance of
sßloon the house and furniture.

The Blewett mines and mill in the
Pcshaetin district have been leased
by former employes of the mining
company, and will be started up
about Mav Ist.

Coleman McDohough was awarded
$7,500 damages, by a Spokane jury
last Saturday, against the Great
Northern Railroad Company, lie
lost an eye while in the company's
employ.

The reform wave, though belated,
lias struck Port Angeles. The last
ipiarter's expenses aggregate $1,519,
against $7,291 last year. A yearly-
saving of $7,000 on salaries has been
put into ell'ect.

The townsite of North Harbor in
Chehulis county has been vacated by
the commissioners. Though a lot was
never sold in the town, its assessment
has heretofore required 57 pages of the
assessment rolls.

One of the largest shipments of
apple trees ever sent from Walla
Walla was shipped Friday for Spo-
kane. There were over 20,000, and all
for one man, who is putting out an
orchard up there.

Whatcom has reduced its city debt
by over SB,OOO during the past three
months. Mayor Blacic says that the
warrants that are now being issued
and sold at 95 cents willbe redeemed
in from 12 to 15 months.

Oakville lias just been provided with
a " lady depot agent," who is said to
he " making a host of friends here
since her late arrival. The change of
appearances in general ahout the de-
pot shows an improvement in neat-
ness and tidiness."

John Harding,a rancher, committed
suicide Sunday morning at Port An-
geles. He was supposed to he insane.
Though carefully guarded, he suc-
ceeded in thrusting the blade of a

pocket knife through bis throat, and
before a doctor arrived be was dead.

MORE DREDUINO NEEDED. ?Capt.
Willey reports that the mtitl deposited
by the dredger north of Third street,

with the intention of filling in the
water front to First and out to l'erci-
val's dock, is gradually working its
way hack to the channel, and it will
not lie long, if this continues, until
steamers will ho unable to approach
the wharf at low water. Quite a bar
exists likewise at the entrance of the
channel that was dredged which has
probably been raised by the sediment
stirred up while the dredger was at
work. To light-draft steamers it is at
present 110 obstacle, but any " long-
legged" craft would be apt "to strike
this obstruction before reaching the
channel. It appears from this that
another appropriation by the general
government is absolutely necessary to

1 make the work already done effective.

M. M. Knuppenburg's new creamery
in the Natchez valley was started up
last week. The building is 42 feet
long, und contains four DeLavel separ-
ators. Mr. Knuppenburg begins
operations with the milk of about 800
cows. This number, be estimates, will
be increased within 90 days to 1,800
head.

A tramp giving bis name as P. Mc-
Alister fell under the wheels of a North-
ern Pacific freight train, while trying
to steal a ride 011 the 4tli inst, and
both of his legs were cut off. The ac-
cident occurred near Toppenish sta-
tion near North Yakima. The in-
jured man has been taken in charge
by the county authorities, and wil
probably die.

The steamship Tacoma sailed on
the 4th for the Orient. She carried a
large party of pleasure-seekers, in-
cluding Congressman Doolittle and
Miss Doolittle, of Tacoma; Congress-
man and Mrs. Mercer, of Omaha;
Colonel and Mrs. F. D. lleuatis, of
Olympia; Mr. and Mrs. Frank Aid-
rich, Mrs. Keene and Miss Dogue, of
Chicago. They will pass the summer
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in China and Japan. The ship was
unable to take all the cargo offered.

Fred Drew, who is probably the best
known log-buyer on I'uget .Sound,
visited Lake Whatcom the past week
and bought 1 ~100,000 feet of logs for
the Puget Mill Company, at Port
(iambic. Oue half will be delivered
immediately and the balance be re-
ceived May Ist. The logs will be
furnished from the McCush.tiaudette,
Moore and Austiu camps.

Oliver Johuson, a Port Townsend
restaurant-keeper, went to sleep on
the night of November 11, and when
he awoke his eyesight was gone. The
case attracted considerable attention
at the time, and the unfortunate man
was sent to the asylum at Steilacoom.
Thursday night, after entering his
room, his sight was as suddenly and
mysteriously restored, and he is now
able to see as well s» ever.

The first town plat ofUoldendale was
laid in the early 70's. At the general
election of 1878 it was decided to move
the county seat from Rockland
to Uoldendale, and the change was ef-
fected in the spring of 1879. The first
courthouse, a frame building, was
built by subscription in the same year.
The town was incorporated by an act
of the Legislature in 1879. The first
city election was held in 1880.

M. J. Clump, the defaulting ex-
Treasurer of Clallam county, lias been
recognized on the streets of Honolulu
by J. J. Byrnes, of Port Angeles.
Sheriff Dyke lias written to the au-
thorities there, but it is doubtful if
Clump can be held, as the treaty be-
tween the United States and the
Hawaiian Islands, which would govern
the capture and return of escaped
prisoners from this country, has not
yet become operative.

The farm-house of the ex-County
Treasurer of Whitman county, tin his
farm alamt two miles north of Colfax,
burned to the ground with nearly all
the contents, on the 31st ult. The
fire is supposed to have caught from
the kitchen stove. When first no-
ticed, the kitchen was in a mass of
flames. The house, valued at $2,500,
was entirely destroyed ; the insurance
was $1,500. The furniture, valued at
$1,500, was all destroyed except the
piano.
