VERY LITTLE CHANCED. ?The body
of Dan. May, who was buried in the
Catholic cemetery nine years ago, was

removed to a place beside the newly-
made grave of Alex. May who died last
week, in Odd Fellows cemetery, aud
upon opening the cotlin the body was
found to be in an excellent state of
preservation. It seems that the or-
dinary process of decay had been, from
some cause, arrested, and the features
bore the precise expression retained
by the memory of his many friends.

A NEW INDUSTRY.?Mr. J. Lehnher
has begun the manufacture, at his
shop, corner of First and Main streets,
of splint baskets, which equal in ap-
pearance any in the market. Only two

sizes have been made so far, shipping
and berry boxes, but it is contemplat-
ed soon to make market and clothes
baskets. The material used is spruce,
sawed into planks from three-fourths
to 2£ inches in thickness. From the
edge of these a deep-set plane shaves a
ribbon, or splint, which is woven into
the bottom and sides of a basket. The
handles are made of the same material
steamed and bent on a form. These
baskets may be bought at Mr. Phipps'
grocery store, at 10 cents for the large
and five cents for the smaller size.

A strong effort is being made to ob-
tain a change of venue for ex-County
Clerk C. G. Downing, of Spokane,
charged with misappropriating county
funds.

The Satsop skimming station, in
operation only since the Ist of the
mouth, is receiving upwards of 2,000
pounds of milk and the quantity is in-
creasing every day.

Twenty ihousand fruit trees have
been planted in the vicinity of
Lake Chelan this spring, and a great
deal of ground is being prepared for
next season's planting.

The indications are that, in accord-
ance with the sliding scale adopted

The annual meet-
ing and competitive drill of the Uni-
form Hank of this State will also take
place at the same time.

A large number of convicts are at
work in the penitentiary brickyard,
making brick.

Most of his goods
were moved from the building, but
were damaged fully one-half.

The Hill sawmill, at Elnia, was
burned on the 15th inst. The mill
was a total loss, together with all the
lumber and 800,000 shingles in the
dry kiln. The lire originated by a
spark catching on tho roof. Ileing
isolate*! from the water works, little
could be done to save it. The total
loss is about $5,000, with no insurance.

The Gray's Harlior Commercial
Company, of Cosmopolis, has just
completed an order for 1,080 box-car
sills, together with the stock for 150
cars. Wells, French tfc Co., of Chica-
go, the largest car-manufacturers in
the United States, made this purchase.
This company has loaded a vessel
principally with sugar-box stock for
Mexico. The vessel will load a return
cargo of sugar.

The Indian agent at the Siletz has
received official notice from the Indian
department at Washington stating
that the department had recognized
the action of the county court in ap-
pointing a Justice of the Peace and
creating road districts at the Siletz,
and authorizing the agent to abolish
the Indian courts, as these Indians
are now citizens. The Indians have
all been allotted their lands, and there
remains to he opened to settlers 84,-
000 acres.

Billy Bowie, head sawyer, and Jack
Hayes, mate of a vessel, were detected
Tuesday night, at Hadlock in the act
of burglarizing the Washington Mill
Company's store. Bowie quietly sub-
milted to arrest, hut Hayes jumped
into the bay, and by swimming around
among the pile 9 avoided arrest for
several hours. They are locked up in
jail. Both men have hereto-
fore enjoyed excellent reputations.
For months the store and postofliee
have been robbed several times, al-
ways in such a manner as to avoid
detection. The arrests at Hadlock
created a sensation.

The Everett avenue bridge, connect-
ing the city of Everett with the road
to Machias, started by the city of
Everett, was sold Tuesday at SheritTs
sale to the Washiugton llridgc Com-
pany for .$9,268.00. The bridge can
scarcely he sold to the county, as it is
partly within the city of Everett, and
there is a strong sentiment in the
Slanwood and Stillaguamish districts
against the county paying for private
enterprises. As it now stands, the
only thing which can be done if the
county does not purchase the prop-
erty, is for the new owners, who were
the builders, to open the bridge as a
toll-bridge. The city of Everett can
not purchase the bridge, as it is not
entirely within the city limits.

The heavy purchases made in this
State by the largest car builders in the
United States is a most signiticant
pointer. Wells, French it Co., of Chi-
cago, were induced to build one car
from Washington lumber. They did
so, and after its completion put it on
the scales. It weighed 2,000 pounds
less than one made of yellow pine,
oak and white pine. Apparently that
settled the question, for large orders
were immediately placed for stock
with dealers in Washington. So

urgent were these demands that a
representative of the company came

on to push forward the orders. This
company is now completing GOO re-

frigerator cars for the Armour Co. to

tie used in the California fruit trade.
This contract is to be completed by
July 1, and it is for these cars that our
lumbermen are forwarding stock.
