New Boat Propulilsion.

Dr. McDonald, the Chinese Inspec-

contrivance for propelling boats,
{ whereby the weight of the person
{ operating it, as well as the power of
his legs, augments the muscles us-
{ually brought into play in rowing.
pushes,  pulls,

| pensation in  speed. An  ordinary
propeller is  rotated by cog-wheels
operated by a rocking shaft, similar to
those in use on a hand.car. The lev-
ers extend toa convenient height for
the hands of the operator, who sits in
the stern of the boat facing the bow,
but there is an extension of the lev-
ers below the rocking shaft which is
operated by the feet. There are inde-
pendent levers which connect with a
framework, on which the operator
sits.  When he pulls the lever back,
his weight on the seat adds very ma-
terially to the power on the shaft and
when he pushes the lever the seat
rises for another impulse when the
motive force changes. At the same
time the feet get in their work at the
proper place in the shaft revolution.
