Preventing the Spread of Fungi.

The Bordeaux mixture has been
used more freely in the orchards of
Western Washington to prevent scab-
by fruit than during any previous year
and the result has been very beneficial
to the fruit grower. The mixture
is also used for the blight on trunks of
the young trees but in a more con-
densed form. The Board of Horti-
culture directs those having trees af-
fected with this blight to use the fol-
lowing formula:
BORDEAUX MIXTURE FOR APPLE CANKER.

(Black Spots on Trunks.)
For dormant season—

10 pounds fresh lime.
6 pounds copper sulphate.
45 gallons water,

Dissolve the copper sulphate by put-
ting itin a bag of coarse cloth and
hanging this in a vessel holding at
least four gallons 8o as to be covered
by the water. Use an earthern or
wooden vessel; slack the lime in an
equal amount of water; mix the two
and add water enough to make the
forty-five gallons. Remove all dis-
eased bark so far as possible, and spray
immediately after the leaves have
fallen, A second spraying should be

given young apple trees in the spring.

AERIAL TRAVEL.

Limitations Which Surround Ani-
mals in Their Flight.

It is evident that not one of these|

would be flying machine men has ever
seriously undertakan to solve the prob-
lem mentally. There is but one way
of getting through the air by mechan-
ical action, and that is by cleavage.
There are really only two forms of
cleavage, the one as represented by
wing action as applied by insects and
birds, the other a rotary action as rep-
resented by the screw of a steamer,
To the application of the wing princi-
ple there is a limit set by natural law,
just as in animal forms there is a
limit set to either bipedal or quadru-
pedal construction.

There is, perhaps, no form of cleav-
age that represents the expenditure of
force more economically than wing ac-
tion as manifested in the flight of a
wild goose. Here is an exceptionally
large avoirdupois for the wing area,
but the bird cannot carry any addi-
tional weight. In the birds of prey,
the body is lighter in proportion to
wigg surface—a light, compact frame,
but immense muscular action, capa-
ble of carrying for a short distance a
load of from eight to twclve pounds.

But the limit is soon found, and
there is not a winged creature on the
earth weighing fifty pounds that can
mount into the airand cleave asa
true flyer.

Why do not the ostrich, the great
auk, the emu and other congeners of
these bird tribes properly fly, since
they are equipped with cleavers as are
the other birds of flight? Walkers
and swimmers, as well as flyers, are
all, by natural law, limited within cer-
tain restrictions, and it is remarkable
that these inventors have not learned
this, as it is a fact of the utmost im-
portance, and one which, in a careful
analysis, must early disclose itself.

The Power of a Cyclone.

Careful estimates of the force of a
cyclone, and the energy required to
keep a full-fledged hurricanein active
operation, reveal the presence of a
power that makes the mightest efforts
of man appear as nothing in compari-
son. A force fully equal to 473,000,
000 horse power was estimated as de-
veloped in a West Indian cyclone.
This is about fifteen times the power
that is creatable by all the means
within the range of man’s capabilities
during the same time. Were steam,
water, wind-mills and the strength of
all men and all animals combined,
they could not at all approach the
tremendous force exerted by this terri-
ble storm.
