The full text of the tirst document |
is as follows:

Your committee to whom was referred |
the examination of the county finances
and the recommendation of ways and
means to reduce the current expenses
and provide for the reduction of its float-
ing indebtedness, respectfully report that
we have given a careful examination of
the matter, and consulted with the
several county otlicers, as far as our time
and opportunity would permit, with the |
desire to recommend such measures as
could be practically carried out and if
possible meet their approval.

We find that during the last three
years the revenue received from the an-
nual tax rolls has rapidly diminished.
During 18062-3 there were collected from
the tax rolls of 1892 on the general fund
the sum of $50,145.25,  During 1893-4 the
amount paid in the general fund from
the levy of 1893 was $32,239.40 a redue-
tion of almost $18,000 from the previous
yvear. During the year 18945 the
amount collected on the general fund
levy of 1894 was only $20,207.22. The
earnings for the county from fees col-
lected in the three fee oflices during this
time was reduced from $10,04997 in 1593
to $3,458.96 in 1895,

This rapid reduction in taxes, and
great falling off of the revenue in fees,
was entirely unexpected and the county
government wus unable to reduce its ex-
penses in the ratio of the reduction in its
revenue. The floating indebedness in
1893 of §61,043,65 was increased to 97.-
661 33 in 1894, and to the sum of $106,-
662.96 in 1895,

Your committee are of the opinion
that, under the existing conditions of the
finances of the county and the diminished
revenue of our people, the current an-
nual expenses of our county should be
made to come within the current annual
revenue; and that delinquent tax rolls
should be applied to the reduction of
outstanding tloating indebtedness.

The salaries of the Auditor, Treasurer,
Sherifl, Attorney, Clerk and Superin-
tendent as fixed by law amount to the
sum of §9,300 annually. The annual in-
terest on the county bonded indebted-
ness amoants to §12,512,

These two sums in the amount of §21,-
812 constitute a fixed charge over which
the county board have no control, All
other expenditures are more or less dis-
cretionary with the County Commis-
sioners.  Under ordinary prosperous
conditions, the amounts allowed the
various departments of the county gov-
ernment during the past few years under
these discretionary powers of the coun-
ty board would not seem excessive.

But under the present depressed con-
dition of business atfalrs with our large
outstanding obligations, your committee
believe and know that the taxpayers de-
mand the most stringent economy in
county affairs and the maintaining of
the honor and credit of the county.

We recommend for your consideration
as follows:

First—That the Auditor be allowed a
Deputy whose pay shall not exceed in
any one year one half of the cash fees
collected in the Auditor’s office in excess
of $1,000, that is to say the Auditor
should earn for the county $1,000 in fee
work; one-half of the amount of fees
collected in the Auditor's office over
and above $1,000 to be the sum allowed
in this office for Deputy hire,

Second—In the office of Clerk, we rec-
ommend that the Clerk be required to
earn for the county in fees the amount
of his salary, namely $1,600; that one-
fourth of the fees in his office in excess
of $1,600 be allowed for Deputy hire.

Third—In the Sheriff’s oftice we rec-
ommend the employment of one man to
act as Deputy and Jailor ata salary of
$50 per month.

Fourth—For making the assessment
for the year 1896 we aure of the opinion
the amount should not exceed 1,000,

Fifth—We recommend that the Treas-
urer have one Deputy at a salary not to
exceed $800 a year.

Sixth—We believe that the minimum
amount of new work should be done by
ways of new roads and like improve-
ments, and that the Surveyor be allowed
regular pay only when ordered by the
commissioner to do field work.

Seventh—We recommend that the en-
tire expenses of the County Commis-
sioners shall not exceed $1,000 for the

ear.

Eighth—We believe that the Superior
court can be sustained for the year at an
expense of $2,500 including the salary of
the Judge. :

Ninth—For the incidental expenses
for books, stationery, fuel, janitor, elec-
tions, repairs, paupers, &c., we recom-
mend the entire amount not to exceed
$4,000.

Tenth—We further recommend that
all delinquent taxes when collected be
applied to the reduction of outstanding
warrants.

Eleventh—That the current expenses
be paid from the taxes collected from
the rolls of 1895 and other revenue of
1896. The current expenses as herein
recommended are as follows :

This leaves $21,014 to be derived from
the taxes collected from the tax levy of
18495 and applied as above indicated.

Your committee believe that this plan
as above outlined is not only practical,
but is fair and just to all parties in-
terested in county affairs.

It practically provides for the payment
of the fixed annual charges iu cash from
the current revenues of the county.

At the same time, this plan provides
for the payment of outstanding warrants,
in an easy and equitable manner by ap-
plying all delinquent taxes to the reduc-
tion of now outstanding warrant in-
debtedness.

We estimate that by so doing and
strictly adhering to it, from ten thou-
sand to fifteen thousand dollars of such
indebtedness can be called in during the
current year, and paid, and in this way
open the way toa brighter and better
day to the financial standing of our coun-
ty.

The report was signed by A.E.
Young, A. S. McKensie, J. R. Els-
wick, R. A. Brewer and Geo. B. Lane.
. A motion to adopt the report,.precip-
itated a captious criticism of its pro-
visions, The tax-eaters were well rep-
resented by a sprinkling of Republican
office-holders and those curb-stone or-
ators of the g. o. p. who can always be
found with rods erect to catch politi-
cal lightning.

their life endeavor is to make such a
proceeding as easy and profitable as
possible.  Auything which reduces
the surplus that may be made availa-
ble to pay fat salaries, they resist with
might and main as an assault upon
inherent personal rights and privi-
leges. They cannot see why the sal-
aries of the privileged few should be
ranked with the wages of the plebian
throng, and subjected to the rise and
fall in value which attends such vulgar
products as wheat and corn, or hogs
and potatoes. They ecannot under-
stand that there may be a limit as to
the productive ability of the goose
which has laid golden eggs so regu-
larly and #o long, and have formed an
abiding belief that to cut the docile
fowl open would reveal a veritable
mine of the standard metal of requi-
site fineness. To their credit, let it be
said, the majority of the county offi-
cials did not take any part in the de-
bate—they were too wary for that;
but they did constitute a moral sup-
port to the Scobeys and the Cavan-
aughs, the Wilkins Micawbers of the
party, whoare waiting—O0 so patiently!

Finally Reese Brewer, a Republican

Mr. Brewer's
remarks were greeted with earnest ap-
plause, and the vote on the report be-
ing taken by sections, it was adopted.

Then came up for consideration the
additional recommendations of the
minority of the committee. They
were as follows:

That the number of members of the
State Legislature be reduced to the
minimum prescribed by the Constitution
of the State, and that the expenses of no
Legislature shall exceed in the aggregate
$40,000 and that we fully believe this
can be done by lopping off useless and
unnecessary expenses and particularly
by reducing the number of unnecessary
and supernumerary clerks and attaches ;
and we further believe a large saving
can be made in the printing of the ses-
sion laws of each session in paper, space
and unnecessary emergency clauses.

We further recommend that the oflice
of Lieutenant Governor be abolished
and that the office of State Land Com-
missioner and State duditor be consoli-
dated.

We further recommend that Superior
Court districts and Superior Court judges
be reduced to the number originally
specified in the State Constitution.

We further recommend that the as-
sessment of real property be only made
once in every five years.

We further recommend and insist that
that each and every candidate for the
Legislature—whether for the Senate or
the House—be required to subscribe in
writing to the reforms embodied in this
report and therein set forth and recom-
mended; as in the failure of him or
them so doing, that we will deem him
or them unworthy of our suffrages and
he or they shall not receive them.

Brother Scobey jumped upon this
report with both feet, and iron-clad
heels at that. Any proposition to re-
duce the number of members, or pay,
or emoluments, or privileges and per-
quisites of the Legislature, could not
be tolerated for an instant; nor could
the prodigal number and liberal per-
quisites of the State offices be reduced
without persenal inconvenience and
sutfering to party favorites who are
waiting their turn to step into fat and
juicy positions.

Brother Scobey did not dwell upon
this view of the subject, however; but
filed the pettifogger’s usual plea of ob-
jection “immaterial and irrelevant”;
that the meeting was called to con-
sider county finances and not State
matters. Notwithstanding it was
plain at a glance that as long as
Thurston county is bled to pay a
lieavy proportion of legislative ex-
penses and the salaries of State offi-
cers, the report was exceedingly ger-
mane to the subject of the call and
objects of the meeting, there were
enough of the oftice-holders present—
actual and prospective—to defeat the
report, by adoption of a motion to lay
on the table. It expresses, however,
the sentiment of the taxpayers, and
will be a leading issue at the ballot-
box on one day of eaeh 730 on which
the voter and the office-holder, the
lax eater and the taxpayer, the tax-
Payer and the tax-ower, are all on
common plane of equality.
