over their failures.

It is headed by
Tim Murphy, who is wonderfully clever
in the role of Maverick Brander. The
cattle king, who bursts upon congress
with a sombrero and a " gun," is a
character that requires considerable
dramatic talent back of him.

Bright, are all well up in their roles
and make the comedy go with a rush.
The three Texans, Yell, Bragg and
Blow, are well hit off 'by Messrs.
Marlow, Adams and Manley.

BAD STATE OF AFFAIRS.

The Sealeo Company Will .lot l»ay
\u25a0la Employes.

En. STANDARD:
The employes of the Seatco Manu-

facturing Co. are having considerable
trouble with the company of late,
which ended by some of the men be-
ing discharged and many quitting
work. The trouble arose from the
company not paying but six dollars to

each of their employes since last No-
vember and then only paying up to

the end of October.
During the past few weeks the com-

pany has shipped about a million feet
of lumber and have orders for fiUO.OOO
more feet, which order ttie company is
now loading on the cars.

The men have frequently asked
when they were to he paid, but being
answered evasively they became tired
of working any longer without eitln r
their pay or some definite understand-
ing as to when they would he paid.
Last Thursday the men met together
in the mill yard during noon to discuss
the matter and decided to not work
any longer until they had some assur-
ance from Mr. Francis Kotch, the
President of the company, as to his
intentions. Some of the more radical
men liad a petition for the men to

sign, and go in together and stop the
train of cars just loaded front leaving
the yard until their claims were satis-
fied, in the event of their interview
with Mr. Kotch not heing satisfac-
tory. Before 1 o'clock it was learned
that Mr. Kotch was fishing, with his
brother, so the men decided to work
that afternoon and see him in tlie
morning.

Mr. Rotch returned in the afternoon
at ahout 4 i\ M. and learning what tlie
men had proposed, evidently made up
his mind to stop them working their
scheme together by interviewing each
man separately and thereby take ad-
vantage of their poverty by offering
them the choice of their wages then
and there and the loss of their posi-
tion, or to work and get their money
when he was ready to give it to them.
Some traitors had given the men's
names to the company, and Mr. Rotch
called each man into the office and
gave them the above choice. The re-
sult was six men were discharged, and
though the rest went back to work it
was very discontentedly.

The men express themselves as be-
ing treated unfairly. They only
wanted information, and they sup-
posed Mr. Rotch would be manly
enough to explain why it was that
they have not been paid their wages
due since last November. They think
it strange that the mill officers can
live luxuriously in elegantly furnished
houses and employ Chinese servants
to wait upon them and yet Dot pay
them their wages. It is thought
strange, too, that Mr. Rotcti has
money enough to go to Olympia and
lay his plans for the Republican nom-
ination for Senator and spend tbe
money necessary for such work, and
let his working men suffer for the ne-
cessaries of life, let alone the luxuries.
Mr. Rotcli's plan was not the success
he thought it was. Saturday the men
who returned to work began to quit
and demand their pay. Many quit
and the rest are in a rebellious state.

A few well chosen words of explan-
ation on the part of Mr Rotch would
have settled the matter. The debts of
the company are evidently large, as
loggers are complaining of not being
paid. OHSKKVKU.

ED. WASHINGTON STANDARD
A few weeks ago, the County Com-

missioners requested my opinion as to
whether the bonds issued for building
the Court-house should be considered
in placing the l.j percent, constitu-
tional debt limit. I gave an opinion
that they should not. A few days
afterwards, Mr. Daniel Gaby published
in your paper the following, to-wit:

" I see by the Olympian of the 27th
that County Attorney Root has given
an opinion that ' the county of Thurs-
ton cau incur one and one-half per

cent, of indebtedness aside from and
not including any of the amount of
said $150,000 court house bonds.' The
Supreme Court in Hunt vs. Fawcett
has decided to thecontrary; the word-
ing of the call to voters cannot avoid
this decision, or rather its interpreta-
tion of the Constitution. The other
opinion by a prominent attorney is
equally narrow in its view." * * *

Since Mr. Gaby's communication
was published, the Supreme Court has
passed upon the matter upon a rehear-
ing in the case of Barton vs. Hopkins
>t ul. The Supreme Court decides the
question just as I did,and bases its de-
cision upon the same reasons sug-
gested in my opinion to the Commis-
sioners. Mr. Gaby's statement that
the Supreme Court had decided con-
trary to my opinion in the case of
Hunt vs. Fawcett is a mistake on Mr.
Gaby's part, in the opinion just
handed down the Court says this deci
sion is not inconsistent with the Hunt
vs Fawcett case. The facts in the
two cases were not alike.

John Eddings, who has been for a
number of years in the employ of the
government at Vancouver as store-
keeper, was found dead iu his office at
the depot quartermaster's building at
thnt place, Tuesday. His suddeu
death was due to heart trouble.

An old man, who gave his name as
George Moulen was arrested at (lakes-
dale, Monday, on a charge of insanity.
He had been terrorizing people in that
vicinity for several days. One day last
week he took several shots with a 22-
riflo at a citizen of Oakesdale. He will
be taken to Medical Lake.

The Sunset Telephone Company
has contracted with Tacoma con-
tractors to rebuild the line from the
Sound to Gray's Harbor, setting cedar
poles at equal distances and doing
away with lite present plan of hang-
ing the wire to trees or other con-
venient points along the line.

The body of an unknown man was
found on Whidby Island beach, across
the channel from Port Townsend
Tuesday morning. The body was
partly buried in the sand, and lire had
evidently been extinct three or four
days. Near by was a sailboat sup-
posed to belong to the dead man.

The schooner Doncaster arrived at
Tacoma Monday from Cape Flattery
banks, with 14,000 pounds of halibut.
The schooner was out five weeks, and
the captaiu reports bad weather aud u
scarcity of fish on the banks, the
season being yet early. She is the
first fishing schooner to return to port.
Most of her cargo willbe shipped East.

At Port Townsend Monday, Alex-
ander Wood, aged 21, fell from the top
of the elevator shaft, in the Tourist
hotel building, to the bottom, a dis-
tance of 50 feet. He alighted on a
pile of boards and broken glass, but
when hauled out by his companions
it was found he had sustained no in-
juries beyond a few bruises.

The store of the county commis-
sioner at Steilacoom was wrecked by
an explosion which blew up the safe,
a couple of months ago. The robbers
escaped with a great quantity of
plunder, but the detectives have been
on their track ever since and Monday
arrested Henry Brown and Thomas
Jackson for the crime. The former
was captured at Everett, the later at
La Conner. Both have been taken to
Tacoma and lodged in jail. The
evidence against them is said to be
conclusive.
