DEATH OF JUDGE DENNISON.

An Illustrious Pioneer of the North-
west Passes Away.

Judge B. F. Dennison died at 11 o™-
clock last night, at his home in this
city. Deceased was one of the argo-
nauts of California. He was born in
Burke, Caledonia county, Vt., in 1820.
He crossed the plaine for California in
1849; came to Puget Sound and set-
tled at Whatcom in 1857, and later
moved to Port Townsend. In 1868 he
was appointed Territorial Associate
Justice and in 1569, Chief Justice, by
President Grant, an office which he re-
signed a year later to resume the prac-
tice of law. The Judge’s last years
were spent in this city. .

He served two terms in the Territo-
rial Legislature, one as President of
the Council. No man stood higl!er
with the legal profession for ability
than deceased, and none outranked
him in public estimation for all thoee
qualities which adorn American citi-
genship.

The immediate cause of death was
dropsy, but the Judge had been suffer-
ing a visible physical decline for years.

President Cleveland must find the
numerous attempts that are daily
made by newspaper men anxious to
earn their salaries to tell what he is
going to do about those Cuban resolu-
tione, sent to him this week, a source
of constant amusement, and 20 numer-
ous are the stories concocted that it
will be almost impossible for the Presi-
dent to do anything that will miss all
the theories which have been put forth.
Somebody will doubtless be able to say
“ I told you s0,” but it will not be be-
cause they had advanced information.
All that is known is that the President
is considering to determine whether
there is anything in the situation to
call for any action on his part.

The opinion of one of Pennsylvania's
practical steel makers, whois at present
in Washington, on McKinleyism, is
entitled to weight. This gentleman,
Mr. James Audrews, of Allegheny,
said: “The necessity of a high pro-
tective tariff seems to have gone by,
for in many lines we have reached a
point of cheapness in production that
approximates the cost of production in
any of the European countries. Take
steel, for instance. Iremember when,
as an apprentice, I was employed in
the first plant that smelted steel west
of the Alleghenies and that it sold for
44 cents a pound. Now it is made for
one cent a pound, owing to the
marvelous improvements in machinery
and better transportation facilities.
We have much the advantage of Eng-
land, for our ores lie near the surface
and can be mined at a trifling expense,
whereas they have to go to great depths
for their ores and fuel. We can bring
the Lake Superior ores to the smelters
of Pennsylvania in vast quantities, and
water transportation is very low. Such
natural advantages are not enjoyed by
any competitor, and hence in the mak-
ing of steel we s'and on an equal foot-
ing with all the world.”

According to Senator Smith, of N.
J., the Democrats of that State have
no candidate to urge before the
Chicago convention. Mr. Smith thinks
the Democrats can carry the State
this year if no mistake is made in the
platform adopted at Chicago, no matter
who heads the presidential ticket.

The man who thinks that Senator
Gorman does uot still wield a powerful
influence in the Senate is not a close
observer. Only this week Mr. Gor-
man got up and made a few remarks
against the idea of abolishing post-
masters at country postoffices which
are in the vicinity of large cities and
placing those offices under clerks from
the city offices. Note the result. The
Senate added an amendment to the
postoffice appropriation bill limiting
the postmasters who may be abolished
to those who preside over postoffices
which are within five miles of the
corporate limits of cities.

As a rule Democrates in Congress
do not seriously regard the stories con-
cerning Senator Tillman’s candidacy
for the Democratic Presidential nom-
ination, which his departure to make
some speeches in the west have given
circulation, but personal friends of the
gentleman say that he really intends
to be a candidate if the silver men
control the Chicago convension. Well,
anybody can bea candidate, but getting
votes enough to nominate is quite
another thing. Many Democrats in
Congress think that Senator Tillman's
declaration of his intention to bolt the
Chicago convention if it does not adopt
a platform in accordance with his views
is of itself enough to bar him from re-
ceiving any honors at the hands of
that convention. DewM.

The commissioners
wished to compromise on $13,500, while
the school board wanted $17,000.

The fashionables who arrived at the
Auditorium theater, in Spokane, the
other night after the play was well
under way, were compelled by the
manager to wait until the end of the
first act before they were permitted to
enter.

George Letourum was arrested at
Colyille Saturday for highway robbery.
He took from a traveling companion
two $20 gold pieces and a $5 piece,
and in doing eo, gave the unfortunate
victim a bad beating, including a
black eye.

Spokane is to have two Salvation|3d

armies—one to follow the founder of
the society, and a new one to declare
allegiance to his seceding sor, Bal-
lington Booth, to be known as Ameri-
can Volunteers, and to be organized
into poats instead of corps.

Engineer E. G. Fanning, of the
Walla Walla paid fire department, has
perfected a most useful invention for a
system of fire alarm, and has made a
proposition to the city council for the
adoption of the system. 1t has pecu-
liar merit of its own, and is highly
spoken of.

A freight train of the Oregon Railway
& Navigation Co. was wrecked three
miles this side of Wallula, in Walla
Walla county, Wednesday afternoon.
The engine jumped the track, and
several cars were telescoped. Engi-
neer Kimball and Fireman Rody were
badly injured.

It is estimated that there are be-
tween 75,000 and 100,000 bushels of
wheat in the warehouses at Waits-
burg yet unsold, the owners of which
feel themselves able to hold for better
prices.

He says that
they are practically uninjured. Here
and there a few apricot blossoms are
killed, but the trees will have all the
fruit they should bear, and be better
for thinning out.

Ed. Dexter and Joseph Curtis,
farmers living about one mile north of
Centralia, engaged in a brutal fight
Friday over Dexter crossing a field
which Curtis had sown to grain.
Curtis was badly used up, having his
face cut in several places and his eyes
nearly put out, and is at present lying
in & dangerous condition. Dexter
wags arrested and taken to Centralia.

John Woodman, a forlorn old man,
died on Deep Creek, 10 miles east of
Garfield, Wednesday. The old man
bad gone out in the mountains three
miles from any settler, and taken a
claim, He spent the winter jn & mis-
erable hut formed by enclosing and
roofing over the end of a hollow log.
Here he ocooked, ate and slept during
the long winter. One morning he
built a fire in his rickety stove and
then lay down beside it for a nap.
He awoke presently to find the cedar-
bark roof on fire and the rqom filled
with smoke. He ran out with hie
blankets, and then returned to save
some other articles, when the burning
roof fell in on him, knocking him
down, and before he could extricate
himsell, he was badly burned, particy-
larly about the head, His clothes
were entirely burned off, and in this
awful condition he made his way to
the house of John Bovey, three miles
away. His sufferings were intense.
He called upon those around him to
kill bim and end his agony. A nurse
and medical attention were provided
for him at the expense of Latah
