THE PLATFORM.
STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES ON

WHICH THE PEOPLE WILLWIN.

The Democratic Party, shorn of Ih

I'mien* I.row ill, i« AKSIIII the

Party of llie People?.% Plain antl
E'.vpllcit Statement of it* Princi-
ples.

We. the I icliioerats of the I nited States
iiiuatioiialciiuveiiti.nlassembled do re-
itliiriu our allegiance to those great es-
sential principles ot justice and liberty
upon which our institutions arc founded,
and which the I'euiocratic party lias
advocated from .Ictb-rson's time to our
own: Freedom ot speech, freedom of iho
press, freedom of conscience, tile preser-
vation of personal rights, the equality of
all citizens before the law, and the faith-
ful observance ot constiluticn.il limita-
tions. During ail these years the Demo-
cratic pai tv lias resisted the tendency of
selfish interests to the centralization of
governmental power and steadfastly
maintained tlie integrity of the dual
scheme of government "as established
by ihe loundcrs of this repub
lie of republics. Under its guid-
ance and teachings the great princi-
ple ot local self-goveriiiiient has found its
best expressions in the maiutenaiiee of
the rights of the States and its assertion
of flu; necessity of confining the general
government to the exercise of the powers
granted by the constitution ot the United
States.

Recognizing that the money question is
paramount to all others at this time, we
invite attention to the fact that the Fed-
eral constitution names silver and gold
together as the money metals of the
United .States, and that the tirst coinage
law passed by congress under the con-
stitution made the silver dollar the
monetary unit and admitted gold to free
coinage at a ratio hased upon the silver
dollar unit. We declare that the act of
ltfia demonetizing silver without the
knowledge or approval of the American
people has resulted ill the appreciation of
gold and a corresponding tall in the
prices of commodities produced by tne
people, a heavy increase in the burden of
taxation and of all debts, public and
private, the enrichment of the money-
lending ulassat home and abroad, prostra-
tion in industry and impoverishment <»»'

the people. We are unalterably opposed
to mono metallism, which lias locked
last tlie prosperity of an industrious peo-
ple in the paralysis ol hard times, (Jold
mono-uictallisui is a ISrilish policy, and
its adoption has brought other nations
into financial servitude to London. It s
not only uu-Ainerieau, but anti-Ameri-
can, and it can bo fastened upon the
United States only by the stilling ot that
spirit and love of liberty which pro-
claimed our political independence in
1770 and won it in the war of the revolu-
tion.

We demand the free and unlimited
coinage of both gold and silver at the
present legal ratio of 10 to 1, without
wailing for the aid or consent of any
other nation. We demand that the
standard silver dollar shall bo a full
legal tender, equally with gold, for alldebts, public and private, and wo favor
such legislation as will prevent the
demonetization of any kind of logal
tender money by private contract.

We are opposed to the policy and prac-
tice of surrendering to the holders of ob-
ligations of the United Suites the option
reserved by law to the government of re-
deeming such obligations in silver.

We are opposed to tho issuing ot in-
terest-hearing bonds of the United States
in times of peace, and condemn the tral-
tieking with banking syndicates which in
exchange lor bonds at an enormous protit
to themselves supply the Federal treas-
ury with gold to inaiutain tho policy of
gold mono-metallism.

Congress alone has tho power to coin
anil issue money, and President Jackson
declared that this power could not ho
delegated to corporations or individuals.
Wo therefore denounce the issue of notes
as money by national hanks as in deroga-
tion of tho constitution, and we demand
mat all pa|ier which is made legal tender
lor public and private debts or which is
receivable for dues to the United .States
shall bo issued by the government of tho
Unileil States aud be redeemable ill coin.

We hold that tariff duties should be
levied for the purpose of revenue, such
duties to bo readjusted so as to operate
equally throughout the country and not
discriminate between class or section, and
that taxation should be limited by the
needs ofj the government honestly
aud economically administered. We
denounce as disturbing to busiiimw
the Republican threat to restore the
.McKinley law, which has been twice
condemned by the people in national
elections, and which, enacted under
the false plea of protection to home
industry, proved a prolific breeder of
trusts and monopolies, enriching the few
at tho expense ot the many, restricted
trade and deprived tho producers of the
great Americau staples ot access to their
natural markets. Until the money ques-
tion is settled wo areopjiosod to any agita-
tion for further changes in our tariir laws,
except sucu as are necessary to make up
Uio dotieit in rovonuo caused by the ad-
verse decision of the supremo court on
the iucomo tax.

15ut for this decision by the supreme
court there would bo no delleit in the
revenue under the law passed liy a Dem-
ocratic Congress, in strict pursuance of
the uniform decisions of that court for
nearly IDD years, that court havinir under
that decision sustained constitutional ob-
jections to its enactment which had lieen

overruled by the ablest judges who have
ever sat on that bench. We declare that
it isthoduty ofOongreis to use all the
constitutional jiower which remains after
that decision, or which may come lroni
its reversal by the court as it may hero-
after be constituted, so that the burdens
of taxation may equally and impartially
be levied, to the end that wealth may
bear its duo proportion of the ex|>ensos of
the government

We hold that the most efficient way of
protecting American labor is to prevent
tbe imiMirtation of foreign pauper labor
to complete with it iu the home market,
and that the value of the home market
to our American farmers ami artisans is
greatly reduced by a vicious monetary
system which depresses the prices of
tlieir products below the cost of produc-
tion and thus deprives them of the means
of purchasing the products oruur home
manufactories.

The absorption of wealth by the few,
the consolidation of our leading railway
systems and the formation of trusts and
i)ools require a stricter control by the
Yderal government of those arteries or

commerce. We demand the enlarge-
ment of the powers of the interstate com-
merce commission, and such restrictions
and guarantees iu the control of railroads
as will protect the people from robbery
and oppression.

Wo denounce the protiigato waste of
the money wrung from the people by op-
pressive taxation and the lavish appro-
bations 01 recent Republican Congresses
which have kept taxes high, while the
labor that pays them is unemployed and
the products of the jicople's toil are de-
pressed in price until they no longer re-
pay the cost of production. We demand
a return to that simplicity and economy
which belits a Democratic government
and a reduction in the number of useless
offices, tbe salaries of which drain the
substance of the people.

We denounce tho arbitrary interference
by Federal authorities in local affairs as
a violation ofthe constitution of the Unit-
ed States, and a crime against free in-
stitutions, u»d we especially object to
government interference by injunction as
a new and highly dangerous form of oje
pression by which Federal Judges, in
contempt of tho laws of the States and
the rights of Citizens, become at once
legislators, judges and executioners, and
we approvethe bill passed at the last ses-
sion of the United States Scute, and now
pending in the House of Representatives
idative to contempts in Federal courts,
and providing for trial by jury in certain
cases of contempt.

No discrimination should bo in-
dulged in by the government of the
United States infavor ofany of its debtors.
Wo approve of the refusal of the Fifty-
third Congress to pass tho Pacific railroad
funding bill, and denounce theettortof
the present Congress to enact a similar
measure.

Recognizing the just claimsof deserving
Union soldiers, we hearthy indorse the
rule of the present commissioner of pen-
sions that no name shall be arbitrarily
dropped from the pension rolls, and that
the tact of enlistment and serviug shall
be deemed conclusive evidence against
distase and disability before enlistment.

Wo favor tho admission of the terri-
tories of New Mexico and Arizona into
the Union as States, and we favor the
early admission of all the territories hav-
ing the necessary population and re-
sources to entitle them to statehood, and
while they remain territories we hold
that officials appointed to administer the
government ot any territory, together
with the District of Columbia and Alaska,
should t>e bona fide residents of the terri-
tory or district in which their duties are
to tie performed.

The Democratic party lielieves in home
rule, and that all public lands of the
United States should he appropriated to

tJio establishment of lreo koines tor
Aneriean citizens.

Wc recommend that the territory of
Alaska lie granted a delegate in Con-
gress, ami that the general land timber
laws of United States be extended to
said territory.

We extend our sympathy to the people
of Cuba in their heroic struggle for liber-
ty and independence.

The Kedt ral government should eare
tor and improve the Mississippi river and
other great waterways of the republic so
as to insure for the interior States a satis-
taetory ar.d eheap transportation to tide
water" When an v waterway of the re-
public is of sutlicient importance to de-
mand aid of the government, such aid
should lie extended upon a dctin iteplan
ot continuous work until permanent im-
provement is secured.

We are opposed to 1 i'e tenure in the
public service. We favor appointments
based upon merit, lixed terms of otliee,
and such administration ot the civil ser-
vice laws as will alf.ird equal opportunity
to all citizens of ascertained fitness,

We declare it to be the unwritten law
of this republic, established by the cus-
tom and usage of lot) years, and sanction-
ed tiy the example of me greatest and
wisest of those who founded and have
maintained our government, that no man
shall lie eligible lor a third term ill the
presidential ofliee.

We aie in favor of the arbitration of
dilfereiiees between employers engaged
in interstate commerce and their em-
ploves and recommend such legislation
as is necessary to carry out this principle.

Confident in the justice of our cause
and the necessity of its success at the
polls, we sulimit the foregoing declara-
tion of principles and purposes to the
eonsiilerate judgment of the American
people. We invito the support of all
eitizei.s who approve them and who de-
sire to have to tliem made effective
through legislation for the relief of the
people and the restoration of the coun-
try's prosperity.
