To remove stains from velvet wet a
piece of cloth with a little benzine and
lightly touch the spots, then wipe
with a clean cloth. Hold the back of
the velvet over the steam to raise the
pile.

Soda dissolved in boiling hot water
and poured into the sink daily keeps
it clean and wholesome. Keep some
charcoal in the refrigerator in a small
saucer; it helps to keep the meat un-
tainted.

Preserves of all kinds should be
kep: secluded from the air ana in a
dry place and should not come in con-
tact with a wall. Cover the top with
paper dipped in brandy o1 with para-
fine paper.

Wax candles improve by keeping
a few months. When in use they of-
ten become discolored and soiled.
They may be cleaned by rubbing them
with a piece of clean flannel dipped in
a spirits of wine,

In cleaning straw matting it is best
to wipe it off with a cloth dampened
in warm ealt water. Indian meal is
good for cleaning matting. Sprinkle
the dry meal over it and then thor-
oughly sweep it off.

Butter may be kept firm and fresh
without ice by rolling it in a damp
cloth several thicknesses. The roll
should then be placed where there will
be a current of air, and the cloth kept
thoroughly moistened.

Table salt which is dried for the
table should be allowed to grow cold
and then mixed with a little corn-
starch before putting it in the salt
cellars. If this is done the salt will
not become lumpy or damp.

Gloves will last much looger if the
wrinkles are carefully smoothed out
after being removed from the hands
and then laid in & long box. It seems
trouble at first, but soon becomes such
a fixed habit that it is very easy.

Before grating lemons it is well to
wash them thoroughly in lukewarm
water, for, on examination, it will be
found that the outside of a lemon is
anything but clean, if you put it un-
der the microscope. It will be dis-
covered to have many tiny specks on
it, which are minute eggs of an in-
sect.

In traveling, a cinder or speck of
dirt often gets into the eye. I. is an
excellent idea to always carry a few
grains of flax-seed for the purpose of
removing any foreign matter from the
eye. Place the seed in the eye,in a
moment the grain dissolves in a glu-
tinous substance which envelopes the
epeck.

We declare that the act of
1873 demonetizing silver  without the
knowledge orapproval of the American
;-vnl‘»lo has resuited in the appreciation of
gold and a ecorresponding  tall in the
prices of commodities produced by tne
people, a heayy increase in the burden ot

nding elassat home and abroad. prostra-
tion o! industry and impoverishment of
the people. We are unalterably opposed
to mono-metallism, which has locked
tast the prosperity of an irdustrious peo-
ple in the paralysis ot hard times. Goid
mono-metallism is a British policy, and
its adoption_ has brought other nations
into financidl servitude to London. It'is
not only un-American, but anti-Ameri-
can, and it can be fastened upon the
United States only by the stitling ot that

claimed our political independence in
1776 and won it in the war ot the revolu-
tion.

We demand the free and unbimited
coinage of both gold and silver at the

waiting for the aid or consent of any

standard silver dollar shall be a full
legal tender, equally with gold, for all
d«ﬁnls, public and private, and we tfavor
such legislation as will prevent the
demonetization of any kind of legal
tender money by private contract.

We are opposed to the policy and prac-
tice of surrendering to the lmfdcru of ob-
ligations of the United States tae option
reserved by law to the government of re-
deeming such obligations in silver.

We are opposed to the issuing of in-
terest-bearing bonds of the United States
in times of peace, and condemn the traf-
ficking with banking syndicates which in
exchange tor bonds at an enormous profit
to thewmselves supply the Federal treas-
ury with gold to maintain the policy of
gold mono-metallism.

Congress alone has the power to coin
and issue money, and President Jackson
declared thau this power could not be
delegated to corporations or individuals.
We theiefore denounce the issue of notes
as money by natioral banks as in deroga-
tion of the constitution, and we demand
tiaat all paper which 1s made legal tender
for public and private debts or which is
receivable for dues to the United States
shall be issued by the government of the
United Staies and be redeemable in coin.

We hold that tariff duties should be
levied for the purpose ol revenue, such
duties to be readjusted so as to operate
equally throughout the country and not
discriminate between class or section, and
that taxation should be limited by the
needs ofg the government honestly
and economically administered. We
denounce as distarbing to  business
the Republican threat to restore the
MeKinley law, which has been twice
condemned by the peeple in national
elections, and which, enacted under
the false plea of protection to home
industry, proved a prolitic breeder of
trusts and menopolies, enriching the few
at the expense of the many, restricted
trade and deprived the producers of the
gleat American staples ol access to their
natural markets. ntil the moaey ques-
tion is settled we a-eopposed toany agita-
iion for farther chanzesin our taritf laws.
except suca as are necessary to make up
the deficit in revenue caused by the ad-
verse decision of the supreme cour.on
the income tax.

But for this decision by the supreme
court there would be no detleit 1n the
revenue under the law passed by a Dem-
ocratic Congress, in strict pursuaunce of
the uniform decisions of that court for
nearly 100 years, that court having under
that decision sustained constitutional ob-
jections to its enactment which had been
overruled by the ablest judges who have
ever sat on that beren.
