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WASHINGTON, Sept. IMb, l&'Jtl.
Several important Democratic con-

ference were held in Washington and
vicinity during the present week, and
the precaution- taken to keep the sub-
jects talked about at these conferences
out of the newspapers have been suc-
cessful. Among those taking part in

these conferences were Senator Jones,
chairman of the Democratic National
t'onimittee; Senator Faulkner, Chair-
man of the Congressional Committee;

Senator Butler, Chairman of the Popu-
list committee, and Senator Gorman,
Teller, and Dubois, and National com-
mitteeman Scott, of the Democratic
advisory committee. It is enough for
those who desire the election of Bryan
and the triumph of silver to know that
the object of these conferences was to
add to the certainty of that result, and
that tlioy Tiuro in every way ontis-

factory to those who participated iu
them. More could not he told with-
out a violation of confidence, and with-
out furnishing information which
might enablo the McKinley crowd to
throw obstacles in the way of certain
plans. Suffice it to say that every
man who participated in these con-
ferences is certain that Bryan will be
elected.

Democrats are unsparing in their
criticism of Secretary Carlisle, who, by
the way, is going to take the stump in
Kentucky for Palmer «fe Brickner, for
having written r. letter saying in ef-
fect that he would redeem silver dol-
lars in gold, if the demand was made.
Senator Faulkner declares this to be
an invitation to the money sharks to
raid the gold reserve of the Treasury
and force the issue of more bonds, and
expresses the opinion that it will be
worth thousands of votes to Bryan and
silver, by convincing people of the
intention of the gold men to go still
further than they have yet gone
towards turning our financial inter-
ests over to half a dozen bankers in
Europe and New York. He says this
" emphasizes the necessity as well as
the duty of those who believe in
American linancial independence to
support the American policy repre-
sented by the Democratic ticket."

Hon. E. P. Baldwin, Auditor of the
Treasury, continues to make Bryan
and silver speeches just as thought he
had never heard anything about Presi-
dent Cleveland's intention to remove
every office holder who takes the
stump for Bryan. Mr. Baldwin made
a speech before the East Democratic
Club this week especially devoted to
the financial question. After stating
in detail how the money power had
dictated the financial legislation of the
country until present unsatisfactory
conditions had been reached, and plac-
ing the fault for the present system
upon the Republicans, Mr. Baldwin
said: " How does McKinley propose
to stop the sale of bonds if he is elected?
He can't get gold in any other way
than Mr. Cleveland did, by the sale of
bonds. This administration had to
sell bonds to keep the reserve intact
and had to do so a third time. How
will this condition be remedied by Mc-
Kinley? It was either issue bonds or
pay in silver, and if the latter had
been done the bankers would have
cried repudiation. Bonds had to be
sold from sl.Ol to $1.17, the financiers
making this great profit, and this
state of things would continue under
Mr. McKinley. IfMr. Bryan is elected
a Democratic House will be elected.
We have the Senate, and a bill willbe
passed which Mr. Bryan willsign and
the law will be enforced and these
hard times will disappear."

A well advertised public meeting of
the " Sound Money League," of Wash-
ington, was attended by just seven
people and three of them were news-
paper reporters.

Representative McMcMillen, of Ten-
nessee, who has come off the stump
long enough to finish preparing the
Democratic Campaign Book says of
the present situation: " From the
beginning of the tight those well
posted have known that the Democracy
bad everything south of the Potomac
and Ohio rivers, and everything west
of the Missouri river, and that it has
got such hold in the Northern States
of the eastern portion of the Missis-
sippi valley that the entire Maine elec-
tion or the Vermont election have
been insufficient to make even Mc-
Kinley and llanna feel secure.

Rocky Mountain News.

The workingtnan wants to buy his
breadstuff's, meat, poultry, eggs, veg-
etables and the like at the very lowest
J'rice he can get. His wages are lixed
lhe only question with him is how
much his wages willbuy.?A. V. World.

In a country where farming claims
nearly 9,000,000 of the 22,000,000 re-
turned as employed? vide the census
of IS9o? no department of labor, crude,
skilled or professional, cau proclaim
independence of the farmer'scondition,
The farm, and tiie products of the
farm, are the very foundation of our
industrial structure, and when the
farmer cannot get for his wheat, corn,
potatoes, meat, eggs and poultry prices
that more than return him the cost of
production, he had no money left to
pay the interest on his mortgage, to
pay taxes at the county seat, to sup-
port churches and newspapers, to send
his children to school, to buy new ma-
chinery for the farm, to pay fares on
the railroad, to visit the town, or to
settle his balance at the cross-roads
store. Multiply the coudition of this
farmer?who is 39 per cent, of all
labor employed in the country, in-
cluding miners, lawyers, doctors and
clerks?and then calculate if you can
where the wages will come for 01 per
cent. If the cross-roads grocer fails
to collect his accounts from the farmer
he must put off the town agent with
a very small order or no order at all.
The town agent who represents a sec-
tion of country, cuts his order on tiie
New York or Chicago house, and the
latter when their sales are diminishing*
reduce tiie salaries of clerks and drop
the number employed to the lowest
limit. They inform the manufacturer
that a reduction must he made in lite
order for next season. This is curtail-
ment of tiie trade, which necessarily
involves curtailment of wages, even
where unions insist upon payment of
the scale, for reduction of hours ?

a common practice among employ-
ers?is, after all, a reduction in wages.

From this cursory at a very wide
subject?the inter-dependence of the
industrial masses upon each other?-
tho New York World must see?if it
wishes to see?that the interest of the
workingman is not directly opposed
to that of the farmer. To the con-
trary, the workingman has never pros-
pered in this country when the farmer
failed to do so. Hard times on the
farm are speedily followed by hard
times in the town aod city, by dis-
tress for everyone save the limited
number of sharks und usurers who
fatten on the losses of their fellow
men, and who secure the agile pens
of thoughtless or unscrupulous writers
to assure the losses are good for them.

WAR ON MANHOOD.

Henry George, an impartial observer,
commissioned by the Examiner to go
where the fighting is hottest and tell
the truth to the public, confirms in
his dispatches from Chicago the re-

when they get to the voting-booth and
the door is closed, and the voting pa-
per is before them to be marked, that
then, if not before, they are' free'
men."

Even if the maintenance of the gold
standard, instead of being a swindle of
the many for the benefit of the few,
were as important to the business in-
terests of the country as its advocates

assert, what defense can tliev make of
the state of things described by Mr.
George?

Is a monetary scheme of such vital
value that it willpay the United States
to uphold it at the cost of degrading
the citizenship of the Republic?

If one seriously believes that free
silver coinage willdebase the currency

he is right to give his voice and vote
against it. A debased currency is a
thing to be afraid of, surely; but there
is another thing infinitely worse for
this nation than a really debased cur-
rency would be, and that is a debased
manhood.

A cause committed to the hands of
a Hanna and depending on an organ-
ized, continent-wide system of bull-
dozing and bribery to cafty an elec-
tion, is a cause in whose inherent
merits its advocates can have little
faith. Any cause, uo matter what it
may be, that represents a wholesale
attempt upon the freedom and integ-
rity of the voters deserves to be
smashed at the ballot-box. It must

be smashed, too, if tho men of this
country, and not its conscienceless
money, are to control the destinies of
the United States.

THE PLATFORM.
STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES ON

WHICH THE PEOPLE WILL WIN.

The Democratic Party. Kliorn of It*

Fungus Growth. Is Again the
Party of the People?A Plain and

Flxpllelt Statement of It* Princi-
ple*.

We, the Democrats of the United States
in national convention assembled, do re-
affirm our allegiance to those great es-
sential principles of justice ami liberty
upon which our institutions are founded,
and which the Democratic party has
advocated from Jefferson's time to our
own: Freedom of speech, freedom of the
press, freedom of conscience, tho preser-
vation of personal rights, the equality of
all citizens before the law, and the faith-
ful observance of constitutional limita-
tions. During all these years the Demo-
cratic party has resisted the tendency of
selfish interests to the centralization of
governmental power and steadfastly
maintained the integrity of the dual
scheme of government as established
by tho founders of this rcpuh
lie of republics. Under its guid-
ance and teachings tho great princi-
ple of local self-government has found its
best expressions in the maintenance of
the rights of the Slates and its assertion
of the necessity of confining the general
government to the exercise of the powers
granted by tho constitution of the United
States.

Recognizing that the money question is
paramount to all others at this time, we
invito attention to tho fact that tho Fed-
eral constitution names silver ami gold
together as the money metals of the
United States, and that"tho tirst coinage
law passed l>y congress under tho con-
stitution made tho silver dollar tho
monetary unit and admitted gold to tree
coinage at a ratio based upon the silver
dollar unit. We declare tliut tho act of
1873 demonetizing silver without tho
knowledge or approval oftho American
people has resulted in the appreciation of
gold and a corresponding tall in the
prices of commodities produced by the
people, a heavy increase in tho burden of
taxation and of all debts, public and
private, the enrichment of the money
londing olassat home and abroad, prostra-
tion 01 industry and impoverishment of
the people. We are unalterably upi>oßcd
to uiono-inetallisui, which has locked
fast the prosperity of an industrious poo-
pie in the paralysis ol hard times. Hold
mouo-metallisin is a British policy, and
its adoption has brought other nations
into financial servitude to Loudon. It
not only un-American, but anti-Amori-
can, aud it can he fastened upon tho
United States only bv the stilling ol that
spirit aud love of liberty which pro-
claimed our political independence in
1776 aud won it in the war of the revolu-
tion.

We demand the free and unlimited
coinage of lioth gold and silver at the
present legal ratio of 16 to 1, without
waiting for the aid or consent of any
other nation. We demand iliat the
standard silver dollar shall lie a full
legal tender, equally with gold, for all
debts, public and private, and we favor
such legislation as will prevent the
demonetization of unv kind of legal
tender money by private contract.

We are opposed to the policy and prac-
tice of surrendering to the holders of ob-
ligations of the United States the option
reserved by law to the government of re-
deeming such obligations in silver.

We are opposed to the itsuiiig ol in-
terest bearing bonds of the United Stales
in times of iieaco, and condemn the traf-
ficking with banking syndicates which in
exchange tor bonds at an enormous prolil
to themselves supply the Federal treas-
ury with gold to maintain the |K>licy of
gold uiouo-metallistu.

Congress alone has the power to coin
and issue uiuuey, and President Jackson
declared thai this power could not be
delegated to corporations or individuals.
We therefore deuounce tho issue of notes
as money by natioual banks as in deroga-
tion of the constitution, and we demand
that all paper which is made legal teuder
tor public aud private debts or which is
receivable for dues to tho United Slates
shall be issued by the government of the
United States aud be redeemable in coin.

We hold that tariff duties should be
levied for the purjiose of revenue, such
duties to be readjusted so as to operate
equally throughout the country and not
discriminate between class or section, and
that taxation should be limited by tho
needs of, the government honestly
and economically administered. Wo
denounce as disturbing to business
the Republican threat to restore the
McKinley law, which has been twice
condemned by the peeple in national
elections, and which, enactod under
the false plea of protection to home
industry, proved a prolific breee'er of
trusts and monopolies, enriching the few
at the expense of tho many, restricted
trade and deprived the producers of the
great Americau staples ot access to their
uatural markets. Until the money ques-
tion is settled we are opposed to any agita-
tion for further changes in our tarifflaws,
except such as are necessary to make up
the deficit in revenue caused by the ad-
verse decision of the supreme court on
the income tax.

But for this decision by the supreme
court there would lie no dellcit 111 the
revenue under the law passed by a Dem-
ocratic Congress, in strict pursuance of
the uniform decisions of that court for
nearly 100 years, that court having under
that decision sustained constitutional ob-
jections to its enactment which had boon
overruled by the ablest judges who havo
over sat on that bench. We declare that
it is the duty of Congress to use all the
constitutional power which remains after
that decision, or which may come Irom
its reversal by the court as it may here
after be constituted, so that the burdens
of taxation mav equally and impartially
bo levied, to the end that wealth may
bear its due proportion of the expenses of
the government.

We hold that the most efficient way of
protecting American labor is to prevent
the importation of foreign pauper labor
to complete with it in the home market,
and that the value of the home market
to our American farmers and artisaus is
greatly reduced by a vicious monetary
system which depresses Uu» prices of
their products below the cdsTof produc-
tion and thus deprives them of the means
of purchasing the products of our home
manufactories.

The absorption of wealth by the few,
the consolidation ot our leading railway
systems and the formation of trusts and
pools require a stricter control by the
Federal government of those arteries of
commerce. We demand the enlarge-
ment of the powers of the interstate com-
merce commission, and such restrictions
and guarantees in the control of railroads
as will protect the people from robbery
and oppression.

VVe denounce the profligate waste of
the money wrung from the people by op-
pressive taxation and the lavish appre-
ciations o recent Republican Congresses
which have kept taxes high, while the
labor that pays them is unemployed and
the products of the |>eople's toil are de-
pressed in price until they no longer e-
pay the cost of production. Wo demand
a return to that simplicity and economy
which be tits a Democratic government
and a reduction in the number of useless
offices, the salaries of which draiu the
substauce of the people.

\\Y (li nouiice the arbitrary interference
liy Federal authorities in lucal attains as
a violation of the constitution of the Unit-
ed States, and a crime against free in-
stitutions, and wo especially object to
government interference by injunction as
a new and highly dangerous form of o[v
pression by which Federal Judges, in
contempt of the laws of the States and
the rigiits of citizens, become at once
legislators, judges and executioners, and
we approvethe bill passed at the last ses-
sion of the IT nited States Stv ate, and now
pending in the House of Representatives
lelative to contempts in Federal courts,
and providing for trial by jury in certain
cases of contempt.

No discrimination should bo in-
dulged in by the government of the
United States til favorol'any ol its debtors.
We approve of the refusal of the Fifty-
third Congress to pass the Pacific railroad
funding bill, and denounce theetlort of
the present Congress to enact a similar
measure.

Recognizing the just claimsof deserving
Union soldiers, wo heartily indorse the
rule of the present commissioner of jien-
sions that 110 name shall be arbitrarily
dropped from the pension rolls, and that
the tact of enlistment and serving shall
be deemed conclusive evidence against
disease and disability before enlistment.

Wo favor tho admission of the terri-
tories of New Mexico and Arizona into
the Union as States, and we favor the
early admission of all the territories hav-
ing the necessary population and re-
sources to entitle them to statehood, and
while they remain territories we hold
that officials appointed to administer the
government of any territory, together
with the District of Columbia and Alaska,
should be bona fide residents of the terri-
tory or district in which their duties are
to be performed.

The Democratic party believes in home
rule, and that all public lands of the
United States should be appropriated to
tho establishment of tree homes lor
Anerieau citizens.

We recommend that the territory of
Alaska be granted a delegate in Con-
gress, and that the general land timber
laws of United States be extended to
said territory.

We extend our sympathy to the people
of Cuba in their heroic struggle for liber-
ty and independence.

The Federal government should euro
tor and improve the Mississippi river and
other great waterways of the republic so
as to insure for tho interior States a satis-
factory ar.d cheap transportation to tide
water. When anv waterway of the re-
public is of sufficient importance to de-
mand aid of the government, such aid
should ho extended upon ado tiuiteplan
of continuous work until permanent im-
provement is secured.

We are opposed to lifo tenure ii the
public service. We favor appointments
based upon merit, fixed terms ofoffice,
and such administration ot tho civil ser-
vice laws as will altbrd < qual opportunity
to all citizens of ascertained fitness,

We declare it to be the unwritten la''
or this republic, established by the cus-
tom and usage of 100 years, and sanction-
ed by the example of the greatest and
wisest of those who founded and have
maintained our government, that no man
shall lie eligible tor a third term in tho
presidential office.

We mo in furor of tlio nrl>itra(ii>n of
differences betmun employers engaged
in interstate commerce anil their em-
ployes anil recommend such legislation
as is necessary to carry out this principle.

Confident in the justice ol our cause
and tho necessity of its success at the
polls, we submit the foregoing declara-
tion of principles and juirjioses to the
considerate judgment of the American
people. Wo invite the support of all
citizens who approve them and who de-
sire to have to them made effective
through legislation for tho relief of the
people and tho restoration of tho coun-
try's prosperity.
