We propose to sltow that the total
indebtedness of the State today amounts
to nearly s2.4UO,dim; that nearly all of this
indebtedness, with the exception of
SIUOdM), the maximum limit laid down
l-v the Constitution, has been incurred
against the speeiiic proliiliition of the
Constitution, and against the most
emphatie <-omiiiand of the people of the
Slate as expressed at tin- polls by their
ballots on Noyenilier f. IN'2.

We propose further to show that sinee
the Hon. John 11. McGraw took his oath

as Governor, the State indebtedness lias
increased by nearly one million and a
half, and that by the time his term of
office shall have expired, it will lie found
that for every working day in the year
his administration will have expended
one thousand dollars a day more than its
income, or, in other words, the State is
running behind continuously at the rate
ot id,ooo a day, irrespective of interest.

We further propose to show thai as the
sun sets day alter day, the State Indebt-
edness grows more than live hundred
dollars bv virtue of interest accumulation
on the debt incurred. Moreover, that
while the State has at all times been
paying interest on an average of two
million dollars, it retained in the hands
of its Treasurer on an average more than
two hundred thousand dollars in cash,
and that conse<|uently while the State
was paying in the neighborhood of Slti l),-
(rwayear interest, the banks in this state
were making between §20,000 and 525.000
a year profit on the use of the State's
money.

That the puny attempts mailo to
retrench and economize were hut isolated
instances, and that on the whole the
salaries created when the State was
admitted into the Union in 18si», prevail
today. That llio average cost of mainte-
nance of inmates in the various penal
institutions has been but slightly reduced,
and that proper management of State
affairs would have saved this State from
thus pluuging into debt at breakneck
speed.

mCDEXT, WISE AND PATRIOTIC.
On the 20th day of August of this year,

the Kepublican party in convention
assembled at Tacuuia, announced to the
voters of this State that it indorses and
commends "the prudent, wise ami
patriotic conduct of public affairs under
the chief magistracy of Hon. John H.
MeUraw; and denounces as false and
malicious the attacks made upon our
State administration from motives of

l>ersoiial revenge and for partisan
purposes." la)t us now see whether
"personal revenge," or "partisanship"
prompts the denunciation of such
extravagant management of public af-
fairs! When this Territory was admitted
into the Union as a State the people
adopted a Constitution, and in that
Constitution, section 1, aitielo H laid
down the following provision with
reference to incurring all indebtedness:

"The State may, to meet casual deficits
or failures in revenues, or for ex penses
not provided for, contract debts, but such
debts, direct and contingent, sillyly or in
the aggregate, shall not at any time
exceed four hundred thousand dollars
($400,000), and the moneys arising from
the loans creating such debts shall be
applied to the purpose for which they
were obtained, or to repay the debts so
contracted, and to no other purpose
whatever."

liuuian language could not possibly
make more clear and explicit than docs
this fection of the Constitution the wishes
of tho voters of this State. No one can
doubt that it was the most intense desire
of the people of this Suite to conduct
their State affairs on a strictly cash basis,
to avoid burdening itself and its future
with an interest-bearing debt. Yet. as
reasonable men, seeing contingencies,
provided tho extreme limit of debt which
the State may incur to cover all reason-
able requirements. The franiers of the
Constitution, further foreseeing the
remolo possibility of war, invasion or
insurrection, made siiecial provision for
incurring special debts for such specific
purposes as is provided in section 2 of
said article.

EXPANDED WITHOUT CASH.

A Republican Legislature in 1801, find-
ing that it could not "expand" on a
strictly cash basis, submitted to tho voters
of this .State an amendment to the
Constitution wherein it asked the people
to give their consent to a further increase
of the State debt. That amendment was
submitted to tho peoplo on the very day
that the Hon. John 11. McUraw was
elected Governor, and may practically he
considered as an instruction given by the
voters of the State to that official, as to
how lie should conduct public affairs.
The following table gives the vote of tho
State on this amendment:

Out or 45,533 votea cant, 13.625 voted " Yea''
aud 25,207 voted *' No." Out of the thirtv-four
counties in the State, two only voted for its
adoption, and thirty two voted against it. The

The agricultural counties of this State were
most emphatic in their command that 110 more
debt should he incurred. Whitman for instance
voting 399 for and 3,401 against: Walla Walls 216
for, 1,046 against; Spokane 475 for, 2.51 d again-t;
Clarke 237 for. 1,705 against. No command of
the people could be uttered in more imperative
language. The voters insisted that the business
of tliis State should be done on the revenue de-
rived, aud not on money borrowed.

TOTAL DEBT JAN. 1, 1893.
The total debt of the State on the Ist of.lanu

uary, 1893, including bonded indobttdnc-s and
all special funds, did not exceed one million
dollars. The lotal indebtedness of the State ou
September Ist of this year as taken frnui tile
hooks of the treasury is as follows: iieneral
fund, 1,727,817. Add to that 350.900, the average
current expense for the month of September,
making an outstanding warrant indebtedness
draw ing 8 per cent, at the present writing of |l,-

*777,817. The military fund, al-o drawing s per
cent Interest, owed on the Ist ofSeptember, 891,-
272.98, and has probably readied tue round sum
of tIOU.UCU by this time. The capitol fund owes
995,374.73. The warrants ou the capitol fund,
however, winch also draw 8 per cent interest,
are not direct charges against the State, the law
specifying that they should be paid out ol money
derived from the sale of lauds given by Congress
to the State for capitol purposes.

The amount appropriated for the purpose of
erecting normal school buildings at New What
com and i heney is fluo.uoo, drawing 7 per cent,
interest. 'These warrants, too, are by law speci
lied to be paid from money derived for norma!
school land sold. The bonded indebtedness of
the State incurred in ls9o amounts to t.100 ,000,
drawing:: l.' percent interest. From these fig-
ures it is plain to every ordinary man of lutelli

fence that the debt of fids elate today exceeds
2,400,UU0. Add to this the current expenses for

November and December of tins year, aud the
entire indebtedness of tlie State can safely he
placed at two aud one half millions.

On fully two million dollars of the indebted
tirss th* state pavs s per cent interest. All tha
Mate ollieials having anything to do with the
finances of the State admit that the average life
of a warrant Is two years. Thus the Interest
charge against the State*a floating indebtedness
is jqtiO.OOO. That does not include the sld. »oo
ii\i*il annual interest charge of the bonded in
dcbtcdllcss li.l\«' we then overstated the facts
when we claim that for every day in the\ear
the state pays s:.<*> interest on its indebtedness '

It may, h«»w«'ver, be contended that the debt
sj incurred wa- uua\oidalde. that the admlnis
trati.ui could not foresee the large shrinkage in
the paMiient of taxes.

First TAen ifwe all allow as an asset against
this indebtedness, the entire delinquent tax roll
of the state amounting to SsOO.tKW. it still lias
to accouut for the balance of the debt so con-
tracted.

Second- The Auditor's report ot 1M»! will
show that lie. as the financial agent of the State,
advised the Republican Legislature that the total
revenue that they could possibly anticipate
would not exceed mi,ooft a year for the two
years Ism . and yet notwithstanding this es-
timate. the total appropriation made by the
Legislature of ImG amounted to over one million,
eight hundred thousaud dollars. Thus the ap
propriation exceeds the estimate by one hnndred
thousand dollars a year. As a matter of fact,
the auditor admits his estimate to have been
erroneous?giving as an excuse that he did not
expect the conditions of the State to grow worse
and worse, but rather anticipated an improve-
ment in the general conditions of the taxpayer
?the total revenue that the State could derive
during the years ISUS and iv>'» will not exceed
s*> »o,oco per aHnuiii- When we say that the
revenues of the State for 1305 and 1306 willnot
'xceed Sr.SO.iMH), we m.\'in that the full ainouut of
taxes levied will not exceed thai sum.

ONE IIITNURKIITHOI'SAND MOKE.
Here it will be seen that the Legislature ap-

propriated SIOO,OOO more per annum than it pos
ibly could expect the reveuuo would net. That,

as a matter of fact, the revenue falls short of
this estimate sl*o,ooo per annum. Thus, the to
tal deficiency for the two years ending April 1,
IVJ7, will be half a million dollars.

I Put iu considering these deficiencies, interest
I accumulated must be taken into consideration.
I As stated before, the average life of a warrant is
I two years. Thus, for every dollar that the Leg-
islature so appropriated, the tax payer must pay
sl.lO. and when we say that the Legislature ap-
propriated sl,*oo,ouo, we ought to add the inter
est, which by the time this money is paid, will
amouut to s>s,OoO. Thus the real appropria-
tions amounted to $1,044,000 per year, while the
total possible revenue that the State can derive
willJ uot exceed $675,000 per year for the years
1395 and 13%. If that be prudent mauagement
of public affairs, we desire the voters ol this
State, and not the Republican party, to so ad
judge it. Gov. McGrawisa businessman, lie
is the President of one of the largest banks iu
this State. We want him to stale if lie, as a
business man. and not a- a politician, considers
it prudent, wise and patriotic to spend daily
SI,OOO more than the income of the State, and iu
crease the interest liability of the State SSOO a
day.

financial all'airs are in such serious condition
would, as fast as it collected a dollar from the
taxpayer, use it iu paying off its debt, but the
Treasurer's books show an entirely different
state of affairs. The balance held by the Treas-
urer, commencing with the quarter ending
March 'II, IM'.W, up to the quarter eudtng June JO.

CANNOT CLAIM IGNORANCE.
How can the Republican party claim ignor-

ance as ita excuse ?

State Treasurer Bowcn in his report of 1*94
told the Legislature of the contiuuoua accumu-
lations of large sums of money in his hands,
and that according to existing law it could not
be used towards rcduciug the State indebted-
ness. Rut I lie influence of that mysterious
power which had always crippled the Legiala-
luturc when it catnc to passing acts bcucilclal
to the public, had greater weight «han the rec-
ommendations of the State Treasurer. True, an
at t of the Legislature of lh*js relieved the Treas
urv ffom an overflow of money in the permauent
school fund. A- a result on the quarter ending
December 31, IMO, the amount of money on hand
was only ssn,47"». But in the meantime oilier
luuds kept on increasing, ami on the quarter
ending June JO. IS'Jfl, the Treasurer hud again 011

hand two hundred ami ecveutccu thousand, six
hundred aud three dollars.

As a further illustration how ?' prudently" the
public funds are managed, it is only nccessafy
to state that the tide land fund has to day sixty
thousand dollars on hand, with absolutely no
provision of the law how to invest that money.
Thus, the 4 merry" game goes on, the State pay-
ing interest on over two million dollars, while
aoine bank is enjoying the use of SOO-0110 ofState
money.

We ugain request the President of the First
National tank, the Hon. John H. McGraw, to
tell the voters of this state whether it is 44 pru-
dent, wise and patriotic" for a State that pays
nearly one hundred and seventy live thousand
dollars a year interest on what it owes, to keep
more than SJOO,UOO in cash continuously onhaud
and allow some banks to take in the neighbor-
hood of £>5.000 a year profit from the cash so
kept on hand.

And yet the Republican party when it con-
vened in Tncoiiia was as absolutely iu posses
sion oi ail the facts here presented to the voters
as we are to-day. These fact* are taken from
the public record. Mauy of the statements here
given arc to be found in the reports of the .State
officers, printed and circulated free.

from a business standpoint, it committed that
which no busiuess man would tolerate for a 1110

ment, aud froin a legal standpoint it incurred a
liability far beyond the constitutional limit,
and practically violated all the specific prohibi
bitmn* of the Constitution and the wishes of
the people expressed at the ballot box iu 1832.

RECAPITULATION.
(1) We have shown that when Hon. J. H.

11. Met'raw became Governor the total debt oi
the Statu, making allowance for all deficiencies
iu the various state institutions, had not yet
readied one million dollars.

(2) That the debt of the State by the time
Governor McGraw's term of office expires will
have reached two million and a half dollars.

(3) That the total amount of debt the State j
may contract under the constitution is $400,000.
aud thut the total amount due the State to-d ay
as delinquent taxes, and which, according to a
decision of the Supreme Court, is a proper asset, 1
to offset the State debt, is about s*oo,ooo. Add
to this the $200,000 used for normal school
buildings, and capitol purposes, which is not a
direct charge against the State, aud we have
still left a debt of oue million one hundred thou
sand dollars; every dollar of which has been
borrowed by tlie McCraw administration in di
rect violation of every constitutional and stat-
utory provision.

(4) lliat, notwithstanding the enormous bur-
den of debt the State carries, the banks of this
State have always iu their possession over two
hiiudred thousand dollars of the State's money.

The "fimiil Olil Tlmo»" Flcttirrs I»o Not
Stand tlio Test of lte<'orde<l Farts.

A goldbug missionary was stepping
up Farnam street yesterday. Ho bad a
largo lot of pretty pictures under his
arm, and ho handed them out to passers-
by. These pictures told in vivid lan-
guage of the wonderful prosperity en-
Joyed by the producers during the years
1889-92 inclusive and attributed all

our woes to the fact that the conditions
ol' those yenrs liavo been done away
with. Several of these pretty pictures
were handed to The World-Herald otlioo
boy, and after looking at them ho took
down the flies and looked nt the market
reports. Ho saw some strunge things,
and here are some of them:

One of the pretty pictures told liow
much the honey producers havo last bo-
causo the conditions of 1889-92 have
been done away with. But how about
that? On Nov. 8, 1888, just u year be-
fore the beginning of tho "good old
times of 1889-92," honey was quoted
on tho Omaha market at 17 cents. After
tho ' 'good old times'' had been getting
in their work for a while honey began
to climb down. On Nov. 8, 1892, it
was quoted on tho Omaha market at 15
cents. This was a decline of 11 per cent
during tlioso "good old times" the He-
publican party gave us.

Then a pretty picture of a steam
thrasher, six shocks of wheut and a
struw stack was examined and tho
markets looked up. On Nov. 8, 1888,
just a yeur before those "good old times
of 1889-92" dawned upon us, wheat
was quoted on tho Chicago market at
sl. 15. But nlong enme those "good old
times of 1889-92" nud wheat took a
tumble until on Nov. 8, 1892, it was
quoted on tho Chicago market at 71
cents. "Those good old times of 1889-
92" saw a slump of 88 per cent in tho
prico of wheat, and thero are somo peo-
ple wondering what kind of a chump is
engaged around tho Kcpublic.au head-
quarters to deal out those pretty picturos.

Another picture was thnt of a big, fat
hen lying on a platter all ready to be
carved and eaten, und tho legend be-
neath it told of how tho price of it had
been reduced by knocking out "thoso
good old times of 1889-92." But the
market reports say that tho picturo tells
alio. On Nov. 8, 1888, just ono year
before tho dawning of thoso "good old
times of 1889-92," country butter was
quoted at 18 cents on tho Oinuha mar-
ket. But along come those "good old
times of 1889-92" and took a smash at
the innocent cow and long suffering
patent churn. And on Nov. 8, 1892,
right in the middle of those "good old
times,"country butter wasquotod at lo
cents. This was a slump of 19 percent

GOLD AT A PREMIUM.
One of the Goldbug Bugaboos That lias

No Foundatiou In Common Sense.

One of the terrors which the near fu-
ture holds for the gentlemen who carry
their entire stock of patriotism in their
individual pockets is that, in the event
of Bryan's election and the inaugura-
tion of free coinage, gold may go to a
premium over silver.

Why this shonld affright the single
standard advocates is not clear to any-
body who has eyes to see the condition
of the United Statos at this time. As
gold has gone up in purchasing power
everything else necessarily lias gone
down in price. The value of property,
in fact, bus been cut in two within the
past few years. Since, then, gold is al-
ready at a premium over other commod-
ities, why should it be intolerable to
think of it being at a premium over
coined silver ulso?

Silver bullion mcasnred in gold lias
not sunk more rapidly than most of the
great staples measured iu the Name

metal. Indeed it is u very suggestive
fact that silver lias kept close company
with the necessaries of life in the down-
ward race. Wheat aud silver touched
their lowest point together. Wheat is
as useful to mankind as ever it was, and
its fall in the world's markets is not

duo to overproduction. Since much
more of it can now be bought for u gold
dollar than formerly, it is obvious that
tho gold dollar has gono to a thieving
premium over wheat.

Tho remonetizatiou of silver will
have tho double effect of sending the
price of silver up and bringing the price
of gold down until the old relation in
value between the two metals is re-
stored. It is the honest 100 cent dollar
of bimetallism that the money comercrs
are afraid of, not. the oS cent dollar
of the bogus prophets. Open tho mints
to both metals uliko and they will meot
on u level of value at the mint ratio.

The premium which gold now enjoys
over the exchangeable property of tho
United States will be removed by Bry-
an's election, und the establishment of a
financial system that, being based on
both the precious mctuls instead of one,
will furnish us with sound money?-
money as seonre against appreciation as
against depreciation.

In tho unstable dollar of tho gold
standard is the harvest of the money
manipulators.?New York Journal.
