What the effect will be, in
either case, time will demonstrate,
but the apprehension cannot be sup-
pressed that a running stream of
water is a menace to any sort of an
embankment that is not composed
solely of solid rock.

Phil Vincent is building for “ Willie”
Foster, a yacht, in the warehouse at
the foot of Columbia street, which is
fast becoming an object of interest and
universal admiration. Its lines are
mod®led somewhat after those of the
Defender, the winner of the cup in the
international contest with the Valky-
rie.

life. The action of a majority of
these people is no more than might
have been expected from men whose
environments have been that of the
village, the cross roads, the country
town and the barn yard. Inability to
comprehend the ordinary amenities
which obtain among gentlemen in offi-
cial life is the only explanation possi-
ble. They seem to have no just com-
prehension of the scope, magnitude or
compass of an official act. Being sud-
denly and unexpectedly elevated to
position, for which they have neither
fitness nor training, intoxicated by the
dizzy heights to which they never
dreamed of ascending, has not sobered
them as it does strong men, but rather
filled them with insolence and ego-
tism, plainly demonstrating their
limited capacity for public life. I
have never known of an official where
this is =0 manifest as in Gov. Rogers.
See with what brutal coarseness he
throws it all off; the flippant manner
in which he dismisses the entire mat-
ter in regard to Mr. Jones. “I have
spoken”—*“ After me, the deluge.”
“To this last expression of mine con-
cerning Mr. Jones, I have nothing to
add or take away and with this I leave
a comparatively unimportant matter.”

Yes, unimportant no doubt to his
excellency, but not to Mr. Jones. The
failure of Mr. Jones to be appointed
Warden of the Penitentiary is of little
consequence to him or to the public,
but not so in regard to his good name,
aname he has jealously guarded for
nearly half a century. Branding such
a man as a blackguard, a falsifier and
a drunkard, bringing disgrace upon
him, his wife and children, is no small
matter to an honorahle man like Mr.
Jones. It may be, and doubtless is,
an unimportant matter to Rogers, or
for that matter to any man who has
no reputation to lose, but toa man
who is not and never was a defaulter,
or who is not execution-proof, it is a
very serious matter, even coming from
the source it does. Here is a man
high in the councils of his party who
has just come out of a successful fight,
manifesting great energy and ability,
applying for a very responsible office,
at the earnest solicitation of the Gov-
ernor. He files his application and is
assured that he shall have the office,
When his case comes before the Gov-
ernor and the board, he is charged
with very grave offenses; charges
which could not be ignored. Under
such circumstances, it was the plain
duty of his friend, the Governor, to
say to the board, “ We cannot afford to
brand the reputation of this gentle-
man; let this remain a state secret
until Mr. Jones can be heard. Let us
wire Mr. Jones to appear before us
and purge himself of these charges, or
withdraw his application. It is one
thing to make charges; it is quite an-
another to substantiate them. We
must not condemn him upon mere ez
parte hearsay charges.” This is the
course that would have been pursued
by these people if they had wanted to
do right, provided always that they

were sufliciently versed in statecraft
to hold the responsible and delicate
positions they occupy. They natur-
ally would have shrunk from doing an
injustice and a wrong, had they pos-
sessed any of the training and in-
stincts of gentlemen, or had they been
versed in the official amenities that
pertain to oflicial life.
