Tlir < 011 rll Should Mot Allow IIr?
frlidaniM to Be Bobbed by 1 11-

scrupulous Attorneys.

, Kl>. STANDARD:
I am amased at the foes judges allow

j lawyers. I see in Olymjiiapapers that
one lawyer's fee for closing a mortgage
was $1,524, and in another case s!?<)< I.
I have had a little experience in law,
hut like the farmer's hoy John, was
never lawyer enough to hurt. The
old man had always opposed lawvors
for olliee. His son John became a
lawyer, and in due time came up for
ottiee. The old man became his ac-
tive supporter. lie was a-ked why he
had changed his views about lawyers
holding olliee. "Oh," he said, " John
is not lawyer enough to hurt him any."
But 1 know that from ten to tiftv dol-
lars is ample pay for closing a mort-
gage. The law is plain and rei|iiires
no extraordinary legal ability. When
men get into trouble the judges, for
the sake of popularity with the law-
yers, double up costs on a man beyond
all hope of redemption. It is confis-
cation and rohherv. A lawyer could
live very well on one case a year. The
cost of supporting all the lawyers of
the United States, at such "figures,
would surpass the cost of the Herman
army. Our judiciary costs too much.
Justice would he as likely done, to
farm out olliees to the lowest bidder.
A nobleman, in England, was ap-
pointed to an olliee in India, where lie
would be required to act as judge.
He had never studied law. He con-
sulted Lord Mansfield, a distinguished
judge, as to whether he had better ac-
cept the olfice. The judge told him
to decide all cases as appeared to he
right, but never to give his reasons.
He acted on that, and succeeded so
well, he got too much confidence, and
gave his reasons. The case was ap-
pealed at once to England. It came
itefore the same judge that had given
the advice. The Judge decided that
his decision was right, but his reasons
were foolish.

COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS.
Council met Monday evening with

Mayor Bvrnc in the chair and Coun-
cilmen Forbes, Murphy, White, Wilson
and Savage present.

T. N. Allen appeared as Attorney
for Receiver of the First National
Bank and made formal demand for re-
assessment of street taxes, on dis-
tricts where the same has lapsed from
limitof time. Referred to City At-
torney.

The Judiciary committee reported
back the application of Robt. Frost for
compensation for 20 feet of his prop-
erty fronting the Eastsidc bridge, used
by the public, without recommenda-
tion, signed by Savage and White.

A motion to allow the claim of $177,
to l>e credited 011 taxes against the
property was amended by substituting
$77, and 011 vote was lost. Murphy,
White and Wilson voting aye and
Forties and Savage no.

A license for sale of spirituous liq-
uors was granted Chris. Donges.

A petition of Mrs. Foster for a
drain across Third street was referred
to the Street committee with authority
to act.

Apetition of C. B. Mann for use of
sidewalk to make repairs to his build-
ing corner Fourth and Washington
was granted.

An ordinance prescribing penalty
for malicious destruction of windows
or damage to property passed. Pen-
alty not less than sls nor more than
SSO.

The resolution authorizing the
Treasurer to accept street warrants for
street assessments, carried.

The Street committee was author-
ized to expend S4O on improvement of
Twelfth street.

Bills and payroll for the month of
August, to $482.80, were
allowed.

The Treasurer was authorized to
make a call for warrants 011 General
and Street funds to the amount of
SSOO each.

The Clerk was authorized to pur-
chase an air-tight stove for the Coun-
cil chamber.

The Chief of Police was instrncted
to offer a reward of sls for conviction
of persons breaking windows or other-
wise maliciously destroying unten-
ated property within the city.
