THE WEATHER.

The Washington division of the
Weather Bureau Department of Agri-
[ culture, has the

1ssued following
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{ bulletin of meteorological, conditions |

! for the week endin
ult:

The beginning of the past week was
warm, the first two days—the 23d and
2ith—being even hot, The following
days were of considerably lower tem-
perature, growing warmer at the close
of the week. There were no rainfalls
in the agricultural aections, therefor
the weather was favorable for the
harvesting that is now rapidly nearing
completion, being entirely finished in
some localities,

Threshing has only fairly begun in
the late sections.  The result so far as
{shown are confirmatory of the very
conservative reports that have been
publizhed in these bulletins, It may
turn out that late wheat was less
l_;.:vm'r:\ll_\' injured In_\'.alnrihnl\‘ing than
fwas feared; at least it will be found
| that the product has not been over
jestimated in quantity or  quality.
tConsidering early and late wheat to-
| gether the average will be a very satis-
factory yield indeed.

Cooler weather with some rain dur-
ing the past two weeks has improved
fruit; on lowlands apples, pears and
prunes are abundant. It isonly on
the lowlands that potatoes will be a
full crop.

The extensive oat regions of Skagit
county, that is, the Samish, Olympia
and Skagit flats, are producing their
usual enormous crop of oats, the
harvest of which is about three-fourths
completed. Hop picking has just
commenced.

Although rain is now very much
needed for pastures, the unmatured
crops remaining, and to improve the
roads and soften the soil for all plow-
ing, yeta heavy fall of rain at the
present time would do great injury to
a large amount of grain that is yet un-
harvested, and would seriously inter-
fere with threshing, and the gathering
of the hop crop.

The legislatnre shall provide by law
a8 uniform and cqual rate of assessment and
taxation on all property in the State, according
to its value in money, and =hall preseribe such
regulations by general law as shall secure a just
valuation for taxation ofall property, so that every
person and corporation shall pay atax in pro-

,mrtlun to his, or her or its property: ProvinED, |
That a deduction of debts from credits may be !

authorized: ProvipED FURTHER, That it <hsll
be optional with each municipal corporation in
the State to fix and determine by majority vote
of the qualified electors voting thereon the class
or classes of property upon which taxes for
municipal purposes shail be levied, which tax
shall be uniform as to persons and class: Pro-
VIDED STILL FURTHER, That the property of the
United States and the State, counties, school dis-
tricte and other municipal corporations, and such
other property as the legislature may by general
law= provide, may be exempt from taxation.

There shall be printed on each of the ballots
supplied for the next general election the words
* For proposed ameudment to section 2, article
7. of constitution, relatinghto taxation;™ “Agaiust
proposed amendment to section 2, article 7, of
constitution, relative to taxation,”

In obedience to an_act of the legislature ap-
proved March 11, 18397, entitled as follows: ** An
act providing for the constitutional amendment
conferring the elective franchise on women,”
there ix herewith published for the considera-
tion of the voters of the State of Washington the
following proposed amendment to the constitu-
tion of the eaid State: Section 9, article 6 of the
constitution shall read as follows:

SEc. 9. The elective franchise shall never be
denicd any person on account of sex, notwith-
standing anything to the countrary in this con-
stitution.

At the general election to be held in Novem-
ber, 1398, the amendments hereinbefore men-
tioned shall be submitted to the qualitied electors
of the State of Washiogton for their approval,
and there shall be printed on all the ballots pro-
vided for said elcction the words ** For the pro-
posed amendment to article 6 of the constitution
conferring the clective franchise ou women:"
Against the proposed amendment to article 6 of
the coustitution, conferring the elective franchise
on women."

At saic election each elector shall vote for or
against said amendment by crossing ont part of
the ballot in such manner that the remaining part
shall express his vote on the question submitted,
