State: Section 'J of article 7of the constitution
of the State of Washington shall be amended to
read as follows:

The legislature shall provide by law
a uniform uml equal rate of assessment and
taxation 011 all property iu the State, according
to it* value In money, aud shall pi escribe such
regulations by general law a* shall secure a just
valuation for taxation ofall property, so that every
person and corporation shall pay a tax iu pro-
portion to his, or her or its property: I'uoviDKl).
I'llat h deduction ot debts from credits may be

authorized: I'kovioeo hktiiki:. That i: shell
be optional with each muuietpal corporation in
the State to tlx and determine by majority vote
of the qtialitied electors voting thereon tlie class
or classes of properly upon which taxes for
municipal purposes shall he levied, which tax
snail be uniform u* to person* and class: l'uo-
vli>Kl> ST 11.1.
