The Metropolitan Opera Co. gave
two very pleasing entertainments in
Olympia Theater, on Wednesday and
Thursday evenings, of this week.

The alarm of fire turned in about
11 o'clock this morning from Box 43,
was caused by smoke issuing from a
stable about the center of Block 14,
in the rear of Talcott’s jewelry estab-
lishment.

Six years ago, the State rented
quarters in the basement of the court
house for storage of a portion of the
State library, which had exceeded the
room available in the McKenny build-
ing.
