Death of Another Pioneer.

Courtland Etheridge, the pioneer,
died at St. Peter’s hospital, Monday
night, at the age of 76 years. He had
been ailing for years, but it is only
within the past few months that he
has admitted of any care from others
for the weaknesses of approaching age.
He has always lived alone, a hermit
in the midst of his fellow men, his
home being the boat-house, which
filled the tripple object of home, shop

and storage-room for his wares.

He came to Olympia in 1852, and
for many years engaged in his trade
of carpenter work and house building,
a labor in which his athletic frame
and skillful hands afforded him excep-
tional means of earning the high
wages—$5 per day—which prevailed
in all the skilled trades in “the days
of ’49.” He was always excentric and
the files of the old Pioneer and Demo-
crat will disclose an advertisement of
Chips & Etheridge, in which notice
was given that houses would be “ built
on the improved rat-proof plan,” the
firm being simply Mr. Etheridge.
The pseudonym *“ Chips” was simply a
common nickname for his craft. Af-
terwards a Mr. Taylor became associ-
ated with him, and for many years the
firm of Etheridge & Taylor did
about all the best joiner-work of
Thurston county, which then em-
braced an area of nearly half the
State. The deceased gave up house
carpentering and general joiner work
many years ago, and made boat-build-
ing his specialty. One of the first
steamers on the Sound was the little
Fly High, which till along in the
“gixties” did service for the North
Olympia mill on Miller's (or more
properly speaking Priest’s) Point. De-
ceased was a member of the Masonic
fraternity, and the funeral rites
Wednesday afternoon took place in
the building largely erected by his
own hands while in the prime of hale
and hearty manhood.

Weekly Crop Bulletin.

U. 8. Department of Agriculture
Climate and Crop Bulletin, Washing-
ton section, for the week ending Mon-
day, May 15, 1899:

The weather of the week was, for
the most part, unfavorable to crops.
In the western section it was showery
and cold, the average temperature be-
ing 5 degrees below the normal
Heavy rain fell on the 1lth, which
was mingled with hail in soue locali-
ties. It was followed by light frost on
the 12th. In theeastern section there
was a succession of high west winds,
and light to heavy frosts, cutting tender
vegetables.

The cereals grew a little, but vege-
tables made no progress, and the
weather was unfavorable for fruit
blossoms. Hops are promising. Po-
tato planting on wet lands is very
much delayed.
