E. S. Horton returned Monday from
a season's service in the IJ, S. Coast
Survey, in Alaska, under Capt. Ferris.
The scene of the surveying operations
was near St. Michael, at the mouth of
the Yukon. The service was prose-
cuted this year with a party of about
50 men, which was subdivided into
smaller parties and assigned to labor
at different points. Mr. H. does not
seem to have much faith in the ef-
ficiency of the labor performed from
the drifting nature and magnitude of
the sand-flow from the river. He says
there are points 10 or 15 miles at sea
which have been filled with silt until
the depth of water is not more than
the waist of a man. At times a dis-
charge of ice comes down the river
when the gorge is cleared, which
shaves off immense slices of the bank
as smoothly as if done by an immense
plow. All tiiis goes of course to fill
the estuary, and produce an ever-
changing channel. Mr. Horton came
down on the U. S. survey steamer
Patterson, and was 20 days en route
from St. Michael to Seattle. The
party with which Mr. Horton was en-
gaged went north in June. Jo. Mc-
Carrogher, of this place, was another
of the party.

Suicide of Gilbert Gignon.

Gilbert Gagnon, a well known log-
ger of Mason county, who has been
employed several of the late years of
his life as foreman of Thos. Bordeau's
camp, committed suicide at the Carl-
ton House, Saturday night, under cir-
cumstances which show the utmost
deliberation in preparing for the hor-
rible deed. It seems from the evi-
dence submitted to the Coroner's
jury, that about 5.30 Saturday night
lie went to Mills <fc Cowles' store and
bought a 44-caliber army revolver and
a box of cartridges. He then repaired
to the Carlton, where he had just se-
cured room 14. About 7 o'clock a
loud noise was heard on the second
floor, and after a brief examination, it
was thought to have proceeded from
the street and no more thought was
given to it. About 3 o'clock Sunday
afternoon, the occupant of 14 failing
to appear, it was thought he might he
ill,and an investigation was made and
the horrible fact of self-murder was
disclosed.

Coroner Hartsock was summoned,
and a jurv consisting of Ben. Vincent,
C. W. Fields, Jesse T. Mills, 1). K.
Barry, R. A. McNair and Geo. W.
Forbes, was empaneled. A search of
the body was made and S4O in gold
and two receipts for goods bought at
Shelton, were found. Evidences go to
show that the suicide had stood in
front of a window, along side of a mir-
ror, placed the muzzle of the revolver
aguinßt his forehead and fired the
weapon. The ball went through his
head and kad torn a hole through the
sash of the window in his rear. Death
must have been instantaneous, the
pistol being a 44 Merlin <fc Hulbcrt re-
volver, a weapon of great power. The
identity of deceased was established
by \V. R. Early, of Shelton, who im-
mediately on seeing the victim de-
clared deceased to be Gilbert Gagnon,
of Mason county. The jury returned
a verdict in accordance with the facts.

It is supposed that the rash act was
induced by an estrangement which
had taken place between deceased and
his fiancee, a young woman of Shel-
ton, who for some reason, had broke*
off her engagement of marriage with
him.

Mr. Gagnon was a French Canadian
by birth, about 30 years of age, a
steady, sober, industrious and popular
man. The only relative he is known
to have had in this country, is a
niece, Mrs. Thomas Taylor, of West-
side. It is reported that he left some
money in the bank at Shelton and
that he has some projierty in Califor-
nia.

The suicide was buriod Monday
morning, in Masonic cemetery, a large
delegation of his craftsmen from Ma-
son county being present to do honor
to his memory. Rev. J. 8. McCullnm
conducted the services.
