When the latter method
is adopted 1>lll them in a tub the
1111 lit before tliey are to be washed,
rover tle ni with water, and let them
soak. In the morning put 011 a boiler
of soft water, l'ass the clothes through

the wringer into the second tub, and
when the water lias heated pour it
over them. Wash through this water

using plenty of white soap to remove j
the dirt. Common yellow soap con-
tains resin, which turns white muslin
yellow. Flit the shirts into the boiler
with good hot suds, and let thein boil
ten minutes. Do not crowd them,

as they should have plenty of room j
and water to obtain the best results.
When tliey are done take them out

into a tub, add enough water to make
them cool enough to handle, rub
them through this, and rinse through
two waters, one clear, the other just
blue enough to make them look clear
and white. Insufficient rinsing will
leave them streaked. Hang them on
the line in the sunshine until dry.

The cold starch should he partly pro-
pared the evening before it is used.
This is done hy putting three table-
spoonfuls ot powdered starch and six
tablespoouful* of wafer into a bowl.
Mix thoroughly, and cover it to keep
the dust out. Next morning add
more water until it is thin enough,
stir until smooth and put in a drop or
two of bluing; then take a piece of
soap and ruh it between the hands in
the starch until the mixture is frothy
like soapsuds. A little gum arabic
dissolved in water and added to the
starch makes it stiffen Dip the col-
lars, cuff's, and shirt bosoms in one at
at a time, and he sure that every
thread of the linen is saturated with
the starch. Roll up tightly and let
let them remain half an hour before
ironing. The ironing board should
be covered with several thicknesses of
old blankets, then with a white muslin
cloth, all of which are stretched
smoothly, and securely tacked to the
hoard. Two covers may be made like
pillow slips, except that they are
larger at one end than the other (as
that is the shape of most of the iron-
ing boards). A rlean cover can be
slipped on whenever it is used. They
should fit the board perfectly, and be
put on so the seams will be at the
edges of the board. A second board,
the size and shape of a shirt bosom
and covered like the first, is also
necessary. Begin by ironing the
neckband, then fold the hack and iron
it, then the cuff's, sleeves, and front of
the shirt. When ready to iron the
bosom, slip the small board inside the
shirt and press the bosom smoothly
upon it. Wet a soft, white rag in hot
water and rub the surface, to remove
any stareli that may adhere to it.
Iron until it is perfectly dry, pressing
upon the iron to give it the desired
polish. It is a very simple process
when understood, and a little practice
willenable any woman to obtain satis-
factory results.

To make
this delicate custard, scald one-half
cupful of milk, beat oue egg slightly,
add one tables|K)oiiful of sugar, a few
grains of salt, and a few drops of
vanilla. Strain into a buttered cus-
tard cup, and bake in a pan of hot
water until it is firm.

"(»ur business is mostly in fish this
winter." one of them declares. "Hard
times have caused people to econo-
mize on high-priced oysters and meats
and turn to fi-li as the staple food.
Fish are very cheap and plentiful.
Chicago > eats 20,000.000 pounds of lake
tisli and 5,000.000 pounds of ocean fish

annually. The lake fish were caught
and frozen last fall, and so long as
they remain in ice continue as fresh as
when taken from the water. How-
ever, if anyone demands a newly
caught fish, the Mackinaw fishermen
arc see ling down choice trout daily
taken from the straits.

"As to oysters, the crop of Haiti-
more ami New York might totally fail
without embarrassing the public in
the least or raising the price of the
bivalve.

"TheHulfof Mexico produces fully
as fine flavored oysters as are taken
anywhere. Many people like the gulf
oyster best. New Orleans could easily
supply the world with oysters, as its
coast environment is enormously pro-
lific in oysters, delicious crustaceans,

and fishes. These gulf edibles are
sent north in refrigerator ears which
have conveyed dressed beef south.
They also come by express. The fail-
ure of tho fish and oyster crop would
be a great boon to the gulf eoast
trade."

The fishmonger mentioned that the
Facilie codfish had invaded the Chi-
cago market to the detriment of the
Maine-Massachusetts' namesake. There
is no difference in the appearance of
the rivals, but epicures think the Pa-
cific cod the choicer. The Pacific cod
is now shipped to Massachusetts, salted
and sent out as Atlantic cod. No one

can tell the difference.
A popular fish in Chicago is the red

snapper taken in the Gulf of Mexico,
and called by many the gulf coil. It is
a handsomer fish than the coil and of
much finer flavor. Large fleets engage
in the catch of this fish and it is forc-
ing its way into all the markets of the
world.

Brook trout weighing from two to
five pounds arc plentiful in the local
markets. They come from private fish
ponds where they were taken out and
frozeD last fall.

The finest yellow perch are taken in
the Detroit river at the St. Clair Flats.

Muscallonge reach the market from
the interior lakes of Wisconsin.

The lake trout varies in eolor, both
of skin and flesh. The flesh is yellow
from the southern to the northern
waters of Lake Superior. In the
northwest corner of Lake Superior the
flesh becomes red and the skin a fac-
simile of the brook trout. This latter
variety, which is the finest of trout, is
believed by some to be a brook trout
from the Nipigon river, which in times
past left the stream and bred a deep-
water variety of itself. It is scarce in
the local market. There is a suspicion
that the local dealer sells it as a large
brook trout.

Eels mostly come from Fulton, N. Y.,
where, on the Oswego river, is the
largest eel industry in the world.

Ocean fish are not popular in the
west, nor are lake fish popular in the

, east. The condition is natural.
Crawfish come from New Orleans,

where they are the staple food of tho
French people. The crawfish makes
the most delicious bisque known to tho
epicure.

Tut it into a tumbler, and place
in a pan of warm water to heat grad-
ually until the boiling point is reached,
when the egg willbe cooked. As the
white of the egg rises in the tumbler,
make a depression and drop the yolk
of the egg into the center. It should
be served immediately.

How to Make Tomato Pie.?Chop
cold meats into cubes, butter a pie
dish and place the meat at the bot-
tom. Cover this with a layer of
sliced tomatoes. Season highly with
pepper and salt. Add a pinch of
cayenne and strew the top thickly
with bread crumbs, finishing with
Hakes of butter, Bake in a moderate
oven until nicely browned.
