The blossom, if it may Be called such, i
is composed of four distinct petals,

concave in shape, and arranged much
like the petals of a lialf-blown rose.!
Thi: outside of the petals or divisions'
oi the flower is covered with bark like j
an ordinary tree; inside of these divi-
sions the surface is indented with
lines that follow each other in deli- i
rate tracery, like the veins in the j
petals of some flowers. The stem, j
which is about a foot long, is of solid ,
wood, not dissimilar from ash or iron-
wood, only the liber is more porous,
and the wood is much lighter. It is

covered with a dark-brown bark, and
is cracked in several places.

Nothing like it is known to exist
elsewhere on earth. It is regarded
with awe and superstition by the na-
tives livingin the vicinity of the vol-
cano, and a strange legend holds that
it is the only flower or ornament pro-
duced in hell. The flowers are re-
garded as a perfect mystery, as they
grow on an immense, strong tree, like
a rose upon a hush. In the history
which accompanies the gift, the
flower is described as " the greatest
wonder as a natural product upon
earth."

Little is known of the native super-
stition which attributes the origin of
the flower to the demons of hades. It
is supposed, however, that as the na-
tives regard the crater of the volcano
as the doorway of liell, they have
come to associate this prodigy of na-
ture with the fiery vengeance of the
subterranean regions. No name lias
been coined for the flower, but owiug
to the native legend, it has been nick-
named " The Rose of Kell."

Soda Water to Relieve Hunger.
Modem Medicine.

Water charged with carbonic acid
gas?in other words, soda water?is
now prescribed as a palliative for hun-
ger, especially for an abnormal sense
of hunger due to disease. Carbonic
acid gas has the singular property of
lessening the sense of hunger, and may
profitably be remembered in dealing
with cases of diabetes in wbich buli-
mia (abnormal hunger) is a prominent
symptom. The seat of hunger is
found in the solar plexus. By the use
of water charged with carbonic acid
gas the branches of the solar plexus
distributed through the mucous mem-
brane of the stomach are influenced
in such a way that the abnormal irri-
tation of the plexus, which is the
foundation for the ravenous hunger
often present in diabetes and certain
forms of indigestion, may be greatly
mitigated if not wholly appeased-
Water charged with carbonic acid gas

may likewise be employed with advan-
tage in many cases of dyspepsia in
which there is a sensation present in
the stomach described by the patient
as a growing sensation, "goneness,"

emptiness, etc.

A Crow Caw-Cus.
The writer in the Port Orford Inde-

pendent says that the crows greatly
bothered the apples in his orchard this
year and describes birds as "coming
wide awake and up-to-date." He
thought to scare the birds by putting
up strips of bright tin suspended on
crossbars on poles, among the apple
trees. The result was, a delegation
from the main body on the day after
the strips were put up, which circled
about over the orchard with many a
loud caw, as these strips of tin would
whirl and flash in the sunlight; going
away without lighting.

HOTEL SWINDLERS.

How They Ply Thoir Arts In
London and Paris.

Hotel-keepers are peculiarly liable to
be swindled. So many people of all
sorts are constantly coming and go-
ing in tin- busy season that it is next to
impossible for the most careful man to
be sure beforehand that his guests are
all honest and straightforward, and
will not be founil to have skedaddled
when the time comes for the little bill
to be collected, after they have fared
sumptuously for many days. The best
the sorely tried landlord can do is to
steer, as well as he may, the happy
middle course, without offending the
solvent by raising suspicions of tlieir
solvency beforehand, and watching the
doubtful lest they suddenly disappear
in the night. And he may be trusted
to be pretty sure on the average to
make up for his losses by sticking
them on to those who do not pay up.

Two well-dressed young follows, ap-
parently strangers to each other, were
given rooms on the same floor of a cer-
tain hotel. .V day or two later one of
them said his trunk had lieett stolen,
and made sueli tin outcry that, to get
rid of him, the unsuspecting landlord
paid hint the value of his trunk and its
contents, amounting to something like
£ll. The young man left and presnt-
Iv the other gentleman paid his bill and
also took his departure. But in some
way the defrauded landlord learned la-
ter that when gentleman No. 2 left he
took with hiin not only his own trunk
but the one for which No. 1 had been
paid, concealed inside it.

From Margate there comes a tale ofa
bold attempt by a "foreign countess"
to get the better of a hotel manager.
Aware that hotel keepers are liable for
the property of guests up to a certain
amount, irrespective of "negligence,"
the countess, when her bill was pre-
sented to her, declared that she had
been robbed of a valuable silver belt,
worth more than the amount of her
bill. But while the manager was du-
biously discussing the point there
stepped forward the head chamberlain
and quietly said that he had heard that
identical silver belt story twice pre-
viously?at Monte Carlo two years be-
fore, and at Scarborough last year. At
both places she had happened to be serv-
ing as a housemaid. The countess
quickly paid her bill and departed.

One of the most extraordinary rob-
beries recorded is the one which was
effected a short time ago at a hotel in
the Hue Sophie Germain, Paris. One
afternoon a well-dressed man and wom-
an arrived at the hotel in question and
took the best bedroom in the house for
one night, paying for it in advance and
requesting the waiter to call them at
four o'clock the next morning. lie did
so. and they left at five o'clock. But
when the chambermaid went to put the
room in order she met with an astound-
ing sight. The place was nearly bare,
and, in fact, every movable article of
furniture had disappeared. The visit-
ors, with the aid of accomplices in the
streets, had managed to lower all
through the window without being per-
ceived.

The death was recently recorded of a
remarkable scamp who must surely
have been the champion hotel thief of
the world. He rejoiced in the name of
Col. William Addison, and is estimated
to have in his lifetime departed from
5,000 hotels without leaving any money
behind him. His mode of operation
was peculiar and ingenious. He had
devised contrivances for carrying on
his nefarious career in the shape ofan
Addison collapsible trunk and an Ad-
dison balloon hand bag. The trunk ap-
peared to be an expensive leather-cov-
ered affair of large size, which, when
contracted, could be carried under the
arm like an artists portfolio, while the
hand bag could be diminished so as to
go into a pocket.

JUST WHO THE BABY IS.
Pedigree of the Infant Prince Born to

Duke and Duchcu of York.
The infant prince who has just been

born into the line of succession to the
throne has of course all the ancestry
of his illustrious father, and is on his
mother's Bide, through the duke of
Teck, sprung from the-reigning house
of Wurtemberg and from the early
kings of Prussia. Though not de-
scended from the elder branch oi Stu-
art, he is a distant cousin of the prin-
cess of Bavaria, who is now the head ol
that line, and he is also distantly re-
lated to the czar of Russia. >

He inherits no title, her majesty hav-
ing some years ago decreed that the
style of royal highness should belong
only to her own children and the chil-
dren of her sons. No English sov-
ereign before Queen Victoria ever lived
to see a great-grandchild. Indeed,
none between Edward 111. and George
I. even saw a grandchild, with the ex-
ception of James 11., who survived the
infants of his daughter Anne.

Concerning the new prince the Leeds
Mercury also notes that he is at the
same time third cousin to his father
and second cousin, twice removed, to
his mother. The duke ofKent and the
duke of Cambridge, sons of George 111.,
were brothers. Their respective chil-
dren, Queen Victoria and the duchess
of Teck, are first cousins. In turn the
prince of Wales and the duchess of
York are second cousins so that the duke
of York and the new prince are, as has
been stated, third cousins to each other.
On the other hand, the duchess of York
is second cousin, once removed, to the
duke of York, and therefore second
cousin, twice removed, to his son. ths
new-born nrince.

RECORD BREAKING.
The Bare for It Is Gratified at the Coat

of Many Shortened Urea.
A bicyclist has accomplished the ex-

traordinary feat of riding from the
most northern point of Scotland to the
extreme southern point of England in
eighty-six hours and fifteen minutes.
The most remarkable part of the act is
included in the fac.t that he per-
formed his task without indulging in
one moment of sleep. He was three
days, fourteen hours and fifteen min-
utes without reclining or resting or
ceasing his active movement of pro-
pulsion, except for the very briefest
moments.

J .ut it lias recently been snotv u
that cycling tells severely ami specially
upon the circulation, and that the
number of strokes of the heart is
doubled during such active exercise as
that to which the rider subjects him-
self. lhe lowest estimate, therefore,
of the work of the heart of the record-
breaker just mentioned would be 212-
00(1 beats, with work done of 224 foot
tons. This, maintained for the specifiied
time, was equal to more than 850 tons
without repose.

Netting aside the physiological bear-
ings of the performance, in suggesting
that there is something in persistent
motion of the blood, sustained by vo-
lition of a resolute kind, which pre-
vents the nervous system from passing
into that passive or negative state to
which the term "sleep" is applied, its
practical lesson bears on the ultimate
influence of extreme exercise on the
bodies of young men who make them-
selves the victims of self-inflicted in-
jury. Apparently the athlete is none
the worse for such a feat as this, but in
reality he will have to pay a severe
penalty for thus outraging nature.
These violent strains bode in the end
the certainty ofpremature decrept itude.

Toward the goal of death the best
heart can only perform a certain meas-
ure of work, and whether that be done
by rapid or slow process determines
the length of the clays in which it is
done. Theoretically, these young com-
petitors, who otherwise might lie des-
tined for a long anil active existence,
will succumb and break down long
before the sun of their life has
reached its meridian, and the Lancet
states that so far this has practically
been the fate of all those who have
endeavored, under the applause of
their unthinking comrades, to do what
nature lias not constructed them for
doing without risk.
