Farming for Fun.
Rauch and Range.

It is the case the world over that
men in one calling envy those iu
other callings. Farmersespecially are
prone to feel that their work is largely
drudgery. There is, however, a great
deal of pleasure to be had in the oc-
cupation of farming. Butin order to
secure this pleasure the farmer must
have something of which he has rea-
son to feel proud. It may be fine
dairy cows, or fine beef animals, some
registered pigs, or chickens, or it may
be a farm free from weeds, or any one
of a hundred things. The pride a man
takes in the particular thing which he
thinks is better than his neighbor’s,
does more perhaps to relieve farm life
of drudgery than any other one thing,

That there is pleasure to be had in
farming is shown by the fact that
nearly every man who has acquired
great wealth and can afford to have
what he wants buys him a farm and
spends a great deal of his time on it.
The public generally suppose that
these wealthy farmers spend a good
deal more on their farms than they
get back from them. But such is not
the case. Five hundred thousand
dollars’ worth of produce is sold an-
nually in New York city by seventeen
millionaires who have taken up farm-
ing merely as a pastime. One of
these farms sells $30,000 worth of
dairy products in a year.

Wm. Rockefeller sells $25,000 worth
of violets in New York city in a year.
Mr. Twombley sells $75,000 worth of
produce annually. His milk wagon
cost $1,200 and is drawn by a pair of
$1,500 thoroughbreds in gold-mounted
harness. Gov. Morton’s Ellerslie herd
of Guernseys bhas attained national
reputation. We do not advise our
readers to emulate these wealthy farm-
ers. \We only call attention to these
facts to show that men who are in a
position to gratify every wish still
find their greatest pleasure in contact
with nature.
