A Brief Summary of News Gathered From
all Parts of the State.

The Tacoma Ledger is now printing
a series of sermons against Christian-
ity.

second story, Wednesday, missed it,
and fell to the basement. He died in
an hour.

About 9 o'clock Saturday evening,
while walking a boom-stick from
chore to his boat, at Hoquiam, John
Vockroth, Northern Pacific draw-
bridge tender, slipped into the river
and was drowned. His body was re-
covered Sunday morning.

Probably the largest yearling steer
ever sold in this county was sold last
week by Young & Co., to Frank Simp-
son, the stockbuyer, says the Asotin
Sentinel. The yearling weighed 930
pounds, and at the tigure for which
it sold, 44 cents, it brought the sellers
the neat sum of $41.85.

Tacoma is crecting a Wigwam, for
large public meetings capable of seat-
ing 10,000 people.

Two men
entered the First National bank about
2 p. M., and seizing a package of cur-
rency estimated to contain $500, made
their escape. Employes of the bank
pursued the thieves, but unsuccessfully.
The rubbers are supposed to be expert
sneak thieves. One talked to the
receiving teller while his accomplice
passed quickly behind the counter
and eecured the money.
