other theories eipially plausible, and
the only result of all the labor that
has been expended is the accumula-
tion of a mass of data from which
some genius of the future may be able
to evolve an explanation. The great
secret of secrets is what is known as
' lloating' or 'poising.' Most of us
have seen a hawk, for instance, on a
clear, still day, hanging apparently
motionless in the upper air. Whether
the outstretched wings are really still
or whether there is a slight hut con-
tinual shifting to take advantage of
aerial currents is not fully determined.
Floating birds have been watched for
hours through powerful glasses, and
lately they have been photographed
in infinite detail with that wonderful
new instrument called the ' tclcplioto-
scope/ which is merely a combination
of the telescope and the camera, hut
not one clew to the mystery has been
obtained.

"It used tube thought that birds
could iloat only against the wind, but
that has been exploded. Then, again,
the faculty is possessed by compara-
tively few varieties, and others, with
equal or superior wing spread, are un-
able to do it at all. The why and
wherefore are unanswered questions.

"Lillenthall, the German scientist,
seemed to be on the right track with
his'gliding machine,' but he fell and
broke his neck and what was peculiar-
ly unfortunate was that he failed to
commit his most valuable facts to pa-
per. Hiram Maxim, the machine-gun
man, wrestled with the same problem
for years and spent thousands of
pounds constructing what ho chris-
tened ' aeroplanes,' but at last he gave
it up. It was too hard for him. Now
Oliver Chanute, the veteran American
engineer, and Professor Langley of the
Smithsonian Institution are both at
work on the same lines. They have
made no actual progress, but if per-
sistency counts for anything it is only
a matter of time when the secret will
be wrested from nature."

How to Keep the Edge on a Carving-Knife.
"Ifyou can't have tender beef, the

next best thing is a sharp knife," said
the well-known head of a cooking
class to the writer the other day, "and
a sharp knife and poor heef are much
better than the best beef and a dull
knife. I know that from years of ex-
perience.

"Carvers are much harder to keep
in order than ordinary table knives,
for the one who carves rarely makes
sufficient use of the steel.

"It may be an acid in the beef, or
it may be the moisture, or the heat, or
all three," continued this lady cook,
" but there is something about hot
roast beef that takes the edge off a
knife and makes it rip where it should
cut, and the fact that the knife is not
affected that way by mutton or by
ham makes me think that the dullness
is a result of the action of beef ingre-
dients on the blade.

" I have handled carving knives for
mauy years, and I know that the best
knives will not cut properly when
used on hot roast beef unless the steel
is used after every few cuts. The best
way is to use the steel after every cut.
The steel need not be rough, as some
people imagine; in fact, a well-worn
steel is better than one with a rough
surface, and a few passes over it with
the knife produces a good edge. The
man who rubs and manipulates a
carving knife for five minutes against
a steel before it"begins XT) carve, and
thinks that now he has it all right,
and may send the steel away, makes a
great mistake. He should keep the
steel handy, and pass the knife over it
lightly a few times after every cut or
two. And even then he will accomp-
lish nothing unless he knows how to

use the two instruments. A carving
knife must be held at an angle of 20
to 25 degrees on the steel. One must
be careful to have the angle the same
on both sides, otherwise the knife will
be made dull instead of sharp. The
knife should be drawn on the steel
from heel to point against the edge,
and the pressure should be very light."

How to Blow Bubbles That Will Last for Sev-
eral Days.

Nearly all boys and girls like to
blow soap bubbles, but tbe trouble
with these pretty many-colored globes
is that they burst so easily. This
need not be the cas: if they are blown
with the mixture the recipe for which
is given here: Cut into very thin
shavings one-fourth of an ounce of
Castile soap; dissolve this in ten
ounces of water, which is kept warm
(not hot), and when this soap mixture
is cool filter it; put this into a 16-
ounce bottle (a full pint bottle holds
16 ounces), and add glycerine to itun-
til the bottle is full; put the glycerine
in a little at a time, corking up the
bottle and shaking it as hard as you
can after each few drops of glycerine.
When the bottle has been filled and
thoroughly mixed by shaking it as
above directed, cork itup and set away
where itwill not be disturbed for a
few days.

In a short time the mixture willbe-
come muddy-looking, but after a few
days a white layer will be found float-
ing on the top, while the rest of it will

11>3 clear. This clear part must be
jdrawn out without stirring up the top
'layer, and this can be done by the use
of a syphon. A syphon ma\i be made
from any piece of small tubing. The
tube must t.e tilled with water, and if

; it is a small tube it may be pinched
near the middle and the water will not

run out even when tin' ends hang
down. Lower one end of the tube to

the bottom of the bottle and let the

other end hang down outside, lie
very sure that the outside end hangs
lower tiian the bottom of the bottle.
If you have managed this right, first
tlie water that was in the tube and
then the mixture will begin to run

, out of the tube and willnot stop until
the bottle is emptied. Let the water

, 11111 out of the tube lirst, then as soon
jas the mixture begins to eoiue out

catch it in another bottle. Stop as
soon as the white layer coiues down
to the bottom of the bottle.

CLEANING HINTS.

To Clean Lacquered Trays or Ta-
bles.?Wash wall with cold water, and,
when dry, sprinkle over a little Hour,
and polish with an old silk handker-
chief.

To Clean Windows and Mirrors. ?
l'ut a little alcohol on a soft rag; rub
the surface briskly all pver, and polish
with a soft, dry cloth, or chamois.
Chamois is excellent for all polishing
purposes.

Gas or lamp globes should never be
put over the light directly after wash-
ing, as, however carefully they are
dried, there is sure to be some damp
left on them. Tlicy should be done
quite early in the morning.

To Clean Decanters, Water Dottles
and Cruet Castors.?Mix tcaspoonful
of fine coal dust with half a teacupful
of vinegar; put this in the article to
be washed; shake vigorously, rinse
with clean water until it appears per-
fectly clear, and set it upside down in
a basin to dry. Small bird shot and
vinegar are equally etlicacious.

To Remove Rust from Steel Fenders
and Fire Irons.?We often find that
our steel fenders, etc., have become
rusty through misuse. To remedy
this quickly, rub the steel well with
sweet oil, and place it close to a hot
fire for about ten minutes; then rub
off all the oil with a rag, polish with
whiting or fine bath brick, and finally
with a chamois.

To Clean Marble.?Take one ounce
of powdered chalk, one ounce of pow-
dered pumice stone, mix and sift
through muslin. Dissolve two ounces
of washing soda in half a tcacupful of
hot water; mix the powder into a
paste with this, adding a little more
water, if necessary. Rub this well
into the stains, allowing it to remain
on for some time, until quite dry and
hard; then wash off with hot water
and fuller's earth, and dry thoroughly
with a soft rag. To whiten the mar-
ble a little powdered bluing may be
added to the mixture.

Gas globes should be washed well
with a sponge in tepid water in which
a littlesoda and bluing have been dis-
solved. Turn down to drain; wipe
with a soft, dry towel, and polish with
soft, dry chamois. If the globes
should have the least crack or flaw in
them, be very careful to keep your
hands well protected with the towel
when drying them, as if the glass were
to " fly" suddenly, a painful and per-
haps dangerous cut might result.
When adjusting globes never screw
them tight, or they will certainly
break when the gas is lighted, as glass
expands with heat.

To Mend China.

Fragile china is best mended in the
following manner: Melt one tea-
spoonful of isinglass in a tablespoonful
of boiling water. When dissolved, add
a teaspoonful of eau de Cologne or gin;
stand the cup or jar in a basin of boil-
ing water, warm the broken edges of
the article to be mended at the fire,
apply the mixture with a catnel's-hair
brush, bring the edges together and
hold until they " grip," then set the
article in a cool, safe place to harden.
This cement is durable, and is espe-
cially suitable for delicate old china,
as it is quite invisible, whereas moßt
cements leave a very perceptible and
disfiguring mark or crack.

Proposed Amendment to the Consti-
tution.

To Whom it May Concern ?

ID obedience to an act of the Legislature ap-
proved March 13,1899, entitled aa follow-: -An
act providing for the conatltntlonal amendment
conferring power upon the Legislature to exempt
certain property from taxation," there la here-
with published for the ronalderatlon of the
votera of the Stale of Washington the following
proposed amendment to the couatitution of aahl
State:

"SECTION 1. It la proposed to amend section
(9) two of article seven (7) of the constitution of
the State of Washington by adding thereto the
following proviso:

'.-fiid provided further. That the Legislature
shall have power, by appropriate legislation to
exempt personal property to the amount of
three hundred (9-100 U0) dollars for each head of
a family liable to assessment and taxation un-
der the provisions of the laws of this State, of
which the individual la the actual and bona fide
owner.'

" SEC. 2. That at the general election to be
held In November, 19U0, the amendment herein-
before mentioned In section 1 shall be submitted
to the qualified electors of the State of Washing-
ton lor their approval, and there shall be print-
ed on each of the ballots provided for said elec-
tion the words ' For proposed amendment to
?eciion 2 of article 7 of the constitution, In rela-
tion to taxation.' 'Against the proposed
ann ulment to section 2 ofartic!e7of the con-
stitution, iu relation to taxation.' "
